Preface

The apostle Paul was a man of prayer.

More than any of the first apostles, he had to be. He had not walked
with Jesus as the twelve had. He did not have opportunity to see Jesus
reach out His hand to heal or hear Him teach with authority, or see
Him minister day in and day out, seven days a week, twenty-four hours
a day. Those who walked with Jesus for three years had a tangible rela-
tionship with Him, memories to look back on. They had seen miracles
and witnessed Jesus’ grace and courage on the Cross. They had heard
His comforting words and stood watching as their Lord Jesus was
caught up into the heavens. But Paul did not. If Paul was going to
know Jesus intimately, he would have to meet Him in prayer. What the
others had experienced in the natural, Paul had access to only in the
Spirit. We learn about the life of Jesus through the accounts of the
gospel writers, but Paul’s writing teaches us to love a God we cannot
see or touch. From him, we learn how to be led by the Holy Spirit.

The depth of Pa u l’s letters to the churches re veals that his prayer life
was rich and rew a rding. T h rough his time waiting on God, Pa u l
re c e i ved re velation and instruction for living the new life Jesus died and
rose again to bring us—a life no longer dictated by legalistic interpre t a-
tions of Go d’s written Wo rd, a life lived by the power of the Holy Spirit. 

Paul’s writings make up more than two-thirds of the New Testament.
While his teachings provide the “how to” and “what to do” of the
Christian life, it is his prayers that reveal and call for the “spiritual
power” that make you able “to do the right thing” in any and every
given circumstance. It is one thing to understand living by the law of
love, as Jesus proclaimed, but it is quite another to have the inner
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strength to do it day in and day out in a world motivated mostly by
self-centeredness and personal hurts. Paul’s prayers reveal the spiritual
strengths and assets you need to act out divine love in all situations.

Yet Paul’s prayers are special for yet another reason. Inspired by the
Holy Spirit, they literally have the power to help you affirm and boldly
confess who you are in Christ. When you pray the prayers of Paul, you
are praying God’s Word—which is His will—into your life and the
lives of others. By their very nature, they are faith-filled, infusing you
with supernatural strength and enabling you to pray more effectively.
Paul’s prayers will challenge you to grow spiritually and see God’s plans
realized in the lives of those around you. His prayers are aimed at
building spiritual vigor—the power Jesus called “virtue”—so that you
might become a world-changer. They are spiritual exercises designed to
produce spiritual muscle. It is only with this spiritual might that you
can live the victorious and supernatural life to which He has called each
of us.

For this reason, we are honored to present this book, Discover the
Power in the Prayers of Paul, to provide you with an opportunity to take
a deeper look at the prayers of Paul singularly and as a whole. To do
this, we have organized this book into three parts:

Part One includes Paul’s teaching on prayer, along with an explo-
ration of the themes resident in each major prayer. Our goal is to learn
more about what they teach us, what they are asking for, and how they
fit into the body of Paul’s writing. Various translations are included so
you can better see the intricate balance of meaning as well as the
context in which Paul presented each one.

Part Two includes paraphrases of these scriptural prayers so that
you can pray them for yourself, your loved ones, your government and
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church leaders, your church, community—anyone, in fact, for whom
you feel led to pray.

Part Three is an in-depth look at the life of Paul. This will shed
light on why Paul was praying a specific prayer for a particular group of
people or individuals.

Paul’s prayers reveal overlooked keys to living the extraordinary life in
the Spirit that Jesus died to give each of us. It is our hope that as you
read, study, meditate upon, and pray these Spirit-inspired prayers, you
will understand the depths of God’s love for you, discover the grace and
power available to you as His beloved child, and increasingly live in the
fullness of Jesus’ desires for you, your loved ones, and your world.

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Introduction

Pray without ceasing.
1 Thessalonians 5:17

What Jesus did on the Cross changed eve rything. Because of the Cro s s
the Holy Spirit could come to live in the hearts of believers—regular
people just like you and me. Suddenly there were new rules about how
we come to know God, how we hear from Him, and how we serve
Him. And certainly the very definition of prayer was altered forever.

Jesus described it this way:

“I tell you the truth. It is to your advantage that I go
away; for if I do not go away, the Helper [Holy Spirit]
will not come to you; but if I depart, I will send Him
to you.”

—John 16:7 NKJV

Jesus proclaimed a radical departure from a religious lifestyle—
turning religion inside out. With the coming of the Holy Spirit to
indwell believers and endue them with power, it was no longer neces-
sary to try to apply outside laws to their hearts, but rather the life of
the Spirit within overflows with goodness, changing the world around
it. Jesus taught the world what this change would mean and accom-
plished the transition through His death, burial, and resurrection. Then
God called Paul to teach others how to live this radical new way of life.

For many years, Paul’s great, personal zeal for the Law led him to
fight against the teachings of Jesus. Even later in life, a devout and fully
committed Paul called himself the chief of all sinners, referencing his
role as persecutor of Jesus’ followers. It was by divine revelation that he

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came to understand the utter failure of the Law to bring righteousness.
Now he stands as spokesperson for the new order of believe r s — t h o s e
who would know Jesus completely through re velation of the heart .
Paul demonstrated that believers can walk in intimate re l a t i o n s h i p
with Jesus. W h e reas His disciples walked and talked with Him physi-
c a l l y, believers are now able to enter into a spiritual walk—minute-by -
minute communication and collaboration with Him through the
vehicle of praye r.

If you are willing, you, too, can walk in the world-changing power of
God’s presence as Paul did. You, too, can find that power through
prayer that accesses the deepest, most intimate relationship with God.

“Instant” in Prayer

One of the first things Paul teaches us is that prayer is much more
than a spiritual discipline to be entered into during certain times and
seasons. It should instead be as close and as regular as your breath, inte-
grated into every fiber of your being.

In the Old Testament, those who honored and obeyed God found
their way to certain places to pray—places where the presence of God
was said to dwell, places such as the Temple. However, at Jesus’ death,
the Bible says the veil in the temple that separated the common people
from the Holy of Holies—literally the presence of God—was torn from
top to bottom. God’s presence on earth was no longer confined to one
particular place. As Jesus had promised, the Holy Spirit would now
dwell in the hearts of believers, those who choose to make Jesus their
Lord and Savior.

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Jesus gave His disciples the following instruction: “When you pray,
go into your room, and when you have shut your door, pray to your
Father who is in the secret place; and your Father who sees in secret
will reward you openly” (Matthew 6:6 NKJV). But Paul captures the
essence of the New Covenant in his enlightened words: “Pray without
ceasing” (1 Thessalonians 5:17). No longer will believers need to find
secret places to pray—as Jesus instructed. Instead, believers now have a
constant connection. The place of prayer is now within the believer—
within you—in every step as you walk out your purpose here on earth.

Jesus instructed His disciples not to be showy in empty prayers,
trying to impress others with their religious prowess. Paul teaches that
God is now living within, as close and as constant as your breath.

This doesn’t mean that there are n’t times you shouldn’t pull away
f rom this chaotic world to be alone and hear God more clearly. T h a t
is truly needed from time to time. Howe ve r, even in the midst of the
chaos and challenges of life, God wants you to know and re a l i ze that
t h e re is never a time when you are alone, and never a time when the
Spirit of God is not immediately present to help you. As breathing is
c rucial to your life in the natural, so prayer is crucial to your spiri-
tual life.

Paul teaches that God loves you so much that He wants you to talk
to Him continually and invite Him into every area of your life—all
your joys, sorrows, triumphs, challenges, aspirations, and concerns.

Perhaps this explains why Paul so frequently intermingled his prayers
with his writing. They had become as close as his thoughts and flowed
comfortably into his letters. It can truly be said of Paul that he “prayed
without ceasing.”

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A New Connection between 

Prayer and Peace

While prayer in the Old Testament was to influence God to move on
behalf of those on earth, after the Cross, prayer functioned to bring
what God had already done from Heaven to earth by faith. It is now
through believing prayer that the kingdom of God on earth—right-
eousness and peace and joy in the Holy Ghost—expands (Romans
14:17). Prayer is your access to all the things of the Spirit—whether it
be the fruit or the gifts—a conduit which should be kept open at all
times. There is a time for short prayers that might be no more than a
sentence long, and there are other times when prayer demands a perse-
verance and diligence likened to the travail of childbirth (Galatians
4:19). Yet for you, the steadfast believer, both are to end in God’s peace
and joy, just as Paul wrote to the Philippians from his prison cell:

Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer
and supplication, with thanksgiving, let your requests
be made known to God; and the peace of God, which
surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and
minds through Christ Jesus.

—Philippians 4:6-7 NKJV

Paul’s “formula” for prayer is very clear. Have a concern? Pray. Right
then, right there, and continue to pray until the peace of God floods
your soul and you know you have the answer. Then thank God for
answering even before you see the physical manifestation of what
you’ve asked for.

Perhaps you have time for only a short prayer now—what Pastor
Rick Warren calls a “breath prayer.” The answer does not lie in the
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length of your prayer or in the amount of time you spend meditating
on the problem. The answer for every worry, stress, and anxiety comes
from laying it before God and listening to His Spirit for the answer.
Pray now and follow up when you can focus on hearing what God has
to say to you.

To Paul, this is your way of “continuing instant in prayer” (Romans
12:12). Any trouble is a call to pray instantly, any joy a call to praise
and thanksgiving. And a prayer that brings in God’s peace is an
answered prayer, even if there is no way in the natural that having
peace in this matter makes sense. That is why it is called “peace which
surpasses all understanding.”

Paul also relied upon the Holy Spirit to know when to pray for
others. Repeatedly in his letters, Paul says things such as, “I thank my
God upon every remembrance of you” (Philippians 1:3; see 2 Timothy
1:3), or, “I make mention of you in my prayers.” (See Romans 1:9;
Ephesians 1:16; 1 Thessalonians 1:2; Philemon 4.) Think for a
moment about how many people and how many churches Paul had to
pray for. Paul’s habit must have been that as he thought of someone, he
would instantly “make mention” of them to God. It may have been a
short one-sentence prayer or perhaps more, but it seems certain that
Paul didn’t stop and pray an hour or so for each person every day.

And Scripture confirms that Paul did not pray for people only when
they “needed” prayer. Throughout his letters we see Paul praying for
the members of Christ’s church each time he heard reports of their love
and faith, good reports, reports that they were prospering. He didn’t
wait for prayer requests; instead, he prayed a short prayer, “making
mention of them” whenever they came to mind. To think of them was
his signal to pray for them. How greatly would such an approach to
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prayer for others revolutionize our churches and missions today? Would
we pray more for them or less?

The Holy Spirit and Prayer

After the death and re s u r rection of Jesus Christ, the whole context
of relationship with God changed. Obedient devotees no longer live d
by the letter of Go d’s Law. Instead they lived by the power of the Ho l y
Spirit. They lived by the Law of Love. After the Day of Pentecost, the
changes in relationship with God brought about changes in the way
we communicate with Him. Pr a yer has become an “inside job.” T h e
Holy Spirit not only provides the motivation to pray but also the
understanding of what and how to pray. As Paul said in his letter to
the Ro m a n s :

Likewise the Spirit also helps in our weaknesses. For
we do not know what we should pray for as we ought,
but the Spirit Himself makes intercession for us with
groanings which cannot be uttered. Now He who
searches the hearts knows what the mind of the Spirit
is, because He makes intercession for the saints
according to the will of God.

—Romans 8:26-27 NKJV (emphasis added)

As a Christian you are quite literally “Spirit-filled.” The Holy Spirit
dwelling within you helps you as you strive to pray according to God’s
will. Paul’s example here is that as the earth groans to be free of sin and
under the jurisdiction of its Creator again, so the Spirit of God makes
intercession through you for God’s kingdom to grow on the earth. If
you will ask the Holy Spirit to guide you in prayer and will yourself be
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sensitive to His leading, you can then pray in accordance with His
understanding rather than your own. And in so doing, God’s vast
resources and abilities are applied to your petition. What a promise
God has given! He himself will even help you pray as you should.

While many prayers can be short and still powerful (such as Jesus’
prayer when He raised Lazarus from the dead)—just two verses long—
prayer in the Spirit often takes perseverance and determination. As Paul
advised the Ephesians: 

My brethren, be strong in the Lord and in the power
of His might. Put on the whole armor of God, that
you may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil.
For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but
against principalities, against powers, against the rulers
of the darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of
wickedness in the heavenly places.… Praying always
with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, being
watchful to this end with all perseverance and supplica -
tion for all the saints.

—Ephesians 6:10-12, 18 NKJV (emphasis added)

To what end should you be watchful and pray with all perseverance?
To the end that you are not struggling against other human beings, but
against the principalities and powers who influence them. While God’s
answer comes immediately, there is a time when persistent prayer is
necessary to bring that answer to earth. There is a battle in the heaven-
lies to be fought for you just as there was for Daniel:

He said to me, “Do not fear, Daniel, for from the first
day that you set your heart to understand, and to
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humble yourself before your God, your words were
heard; and I have come because of your words. But
the prince of the kingdom of Persia withstood me
twenty-one days; and behold, Michael, one of the
chief princes, came to help me, for I had been left
alone there with the kings of Persia.

—Daniel 10:12-13 NKJV

However, for those of us in the church age, it is not an angel who
comes to help us, but rather the Holy Spirit himself. How can you fail
to take advantage of that kind of help? How can your prayers possibly
be ineffective? As Romans 8:31 (NIV) says, “What, then, shall we say in
response to this? If God is for us, who can be against us?”

The Holy Spirit will always lead you to pray according to God’s will,
but He has provided yet another tool to help you better understand
His will as you pray—the Bible. The Bible was written by many differ-
ent authors, but they had one thing in common. They wrote down the
words given to them by the Holy Spirit—the very same Holy Spirit
who indwells and inspires you.

The Bible serves as God’s system of checks and balances, His way of
being sure that your prayers are not tainted by the waywardness of your
own human mind. When you pray God’s promises back to Him, you
can pray with confidence, knowing that you are praying according to
His will.

The Order of Prayer

While every concern or worry is an instant call to prayer, something
that should allow you to live constantly in God’s peace, Paul also

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teaches that you should pray for others regularly regardless of your own
situation. In fact, Paul urged those to whom he wrote to continually
pray for others, including himself, even as he continually prayed for
them. He constantly calls for prayer for those sowing the Gospel, as if
that sowing would be of little effect unless the ministry fields were first
cleared and plowed through prayer. In this Paul indicated another prin-
ciple of the New Covenant: prayer leads to fruitfulness. That’s why Paul
instructed believers to always begin prayer in the same way:

I exhort there f o re that, first of all, s u p p l i c a t i o n s ,
p r a yers, intercessions, and giving of thanks, be made
for all men; for kings, and for all that are in author-
ity; that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all
godliness and honesty.… I will there f o re that men pray
e ve ry where, lifting up holy hands, without wrath
and doubting.

—1 Timothy 2:1-2, 8 (emphasis added)

Why should we pray for our leaders? “That we may lead a quiet and
peaceable life in all godliness and honesty.” Paul wrote these words
from prison on the eve of the first major Roman persecution of
Christians under Nero as he understood the hindrance leaders could be
to the Gospel flowing in any area, and the power they had to obstruct
even those living honest and godly lives.

While this may have been especially true when it was written, it is just
as true today. We experience this on many levels eve ry day. For instance,
in a work environment, telling the truth may get you into more tro u b l e
than just going with the flow. And letting others know you are a
Christian may make working with them more difficult. Laws gove r n i n g
the workplace may make it difficult to express your faith in Je s u s .

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In some other parts of the world, matters are even worse. In spite of
the extreme persecution suffered by the early Christians, nearly two-
thirds of all Christians martyred for their faith died in the twentieth
century, not the first! In fact, according to current estimates, more than
435 believers lose their lives every day because of their faith in Jesus
Christ.1 You have more need to pray for your leaders and lawmakers
today then ever before—and, not only for those in your own nation
but also for those from other nations. In fact, the more you pray for
the leaders of other nations, the easier it will be to live a godly and
honest life.

Prayer and Thanksgiving

Almost everywhere Paul mentions prayer in his letters, he also
discusses thanksgiving, as if the two were inseparable. While prayer
may start with supplications (prayers that lay before God “a wanting or
a need”2), and then move on to intercessions (“prayer, petition, or
entreaty in favor of another”3), for Paul, time in prayer always began
and ended with praise and thanksgiving.

In fact, getting to that praise and thanksgiving seems to be the goal
of almost everything Paul teaches on prayer. To lay a concern before the
Lord is to settle it. Thus prayer always ends in thanking God for the
answer. If you are still anxious about something as you pray, your
prayer is not yet complete. You need to continue to pray about it until
you can earnestly thank God for the answer, as Paul said, “Continue
earnestly in prayer, being vigilant in it with thanksgiving” (Colossians
4:2 NKJV). You might even say he meant you to “be vigilant in prayer
until you can give thanksgiving.” A prayer that ends before thanking
God for His answer is a prayer without faith. As it says in Hebrews:

xx
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Without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he
who comes to God must believe that He is, and that
He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him.

—Hebrews 11:6 NKJV

If you believe God is, that He is a rewarder, and that He has heard
your prayer, how can you end prayer in any other way than by thank-
ing God for the answer? As John said:

This is the confidence that we have in Him, that if
we ask anything according to His will, He hears us.
And if we know that He hears us, whatever we ask,
we know that we have the petitions that we have
asked of Hi m .

—1 John 5:14-15 NKJV

For God to hear a prayer is for Him to answer it. Thus, praising God
for who He is always makes for a good beginning, and thanking Him
for His goodness, peace, and answer always closes the door on doubt
and unbelief.

Paul’s Holy Spirit-Inspired Prayers

Paul wrote his letters to the churches through the power of the
indwelling Holy Spirit. Therefore, his prayers in those letters are truly
the words of the Holy Spirit praying through him. For each thing the
Holy Spirit taught through Paul, He quickened a spiritual muscle
within the believer—a muscle that would be exercised and trained by
reading Paul’s epistles. As each need was revealed, Paul was quick to
raise it back to the Father in prayer, and those prayers flowed out of
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Paul’s heart, through his pen, and into his letters to be preserved for us.
Today they are just as fresh as they were to those who first received
them. Just as God spoke to the new believers in Greece, Macedonia,
Asia Minor, and Rome through these letters, He speaks with equal life-
giving power and revelation to us today. More than any other books of
the Bible, the Epistles are for those living in our time.

As you look at the following chapters, God will encourage you to
read, meditate, and reflect upon the meanings of Paul’s prayers and
begin to pray God’s Word back to Him. You can use these prayers as
part of your daily quiet times. You, your loved ones, and your world
desperately need God’s anointing and power. These Holy Spirit-
inspired prayers, prayed by you in faith, will prove to be powerful and
effective in their working. They contain the power to change your life
and the lives of countless others.

Get ready for the God of miracles to work in and through you as you
pray the prayers of Paul. Expect a spiritual transformation. Expect to
see your world turned inside out. Let God develop in you and through
you the spiritual muscle He wants you to have for such a time as this.

Grant Me a Spirit of

Wisdom and Revelation

I also, after I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus, and love unto
all the saints, cease not to give thanks for you, making mention
of you in my prayers; that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the

Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and
revelation in the knowledge of him: the eyes of your

understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the
hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his

inheritance in the saints, and what is the exceeding greatness of
his power to us-ward who believe, according to the working of
his mighty power, which he wrought in Christ, when he raised
him from the dead, and set him at his own right hand in the

heavenly places, far above all principality, and power, and might,
and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this

world, but also in that which is to come: and hath put all things
under his feet, and gave him to be the head over all things to the
church, which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth all in all.

Ephesians 1:15-23

If you were going to write one final letter to your children, what
would you say? What would you write to those who had attended
church with you and shared in the vision of reaching your community

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with the love of God? What would you pray for them, knowing you
would not see them again until you meet in heaven?

No church saw more miracles or matured more quickly than the one
in Ephesus. Other than Corinth and eventually Rome, there were no
other cities where Paul spent more time in his missionary travels. It was
while Paul was in Ephesus that handkerchiefs and aprons were sent to
him so that he could lay his hands on them, pray, and then send them
out with God’s healing and delivering power still held in the fabric
(Acts 19:12). It was in Ephesus that the seven sons of Sceva were so
impressed by the power of the Gospel that they tried to cast out a
demon in the name of “the Jesus whom Paul preaches” (v. 13 NKJV).

Of all the churches Paul planted, it was only the Ephesian elders he
summoned to meet him on what he knew would be his last journey to
Je rusalem before being sent to Rome as a prisoner. The book of
Ephesians was one of the last books Paul wrote, and two of his last thre e
letters we re written to Ti m o t h y, whom he had left to oversee things
t h e re. This includes 2 Timothy in which Paul bid his final farewe l l ,
stating he had “fought the good fight,…finished the race, [and]…kept
the faith” (2 Timothy 4:7 N K J V [ i n s e rt added]. In other words, Paul had
accomplished the mission God had given him on the eart h .

In essence, Paul’s letter to the Ephesians was just such a last letter to
loved ones, and Paul’s prayers for them are his longest and deepest. Paul
wrote the Ephesians from his first Roman imprisonment with the
thought he would never travel east again. Instead, if he had the chance,
he would take the gospel west to Spain.

Paul’s first prayer for the Ephesians encompasses almost the entire
first chapter, beginning with Paul’s praise and thanksgiving for all that
God had given to believers through Jesus Christ:

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Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in
the heavenly places in Christ.

—Ephesians 1:3 NKJV (emphasis added)

Some of the blessings Paul lists:

1. God, before the foundations of the earth, chose us in Christ to
be holy and blameless before Him (v. 4).

2. God predestined that we would be adopted as sons and daugh-
ters (v. 5).

3. God has made known to us the mystery of His will (v. 9).

4. God has given us an inheritance so that we can be to the praise
of His glory (v. 12).

5. God, after we believed the truth of the Gospel, sealed us with the
Holy Spirit to mark us as His redeemed possession (vv. 13-14).

At this point in the prayer, Paul switches from praise and thanksgiv-
ing to supplication and intercession on behalf of the Ephesians praying:
For this reason, ever since I heard of your faith in the Lord Jesus and your
love for all God’s people, I have not stopped giving thanks to God for you. I
remember you in my prayers, and ask the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the
glorious Father, to:

(a) Give you the Spirit, who will make you wise and reveal God to
you, so that you will know him.

(b) Open your minds to see his light, so that you will know to what
hope he has called you.

(c) Cause you to understand how rich are the wonderful blessings he
promises his people.
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(d) Help you to understand how very great is his power at work in us
who believe.

This power in us is the same as the mighty strength which
he used when he raised Christ from death and seated him
at his right side in the heavenly world. Christ rules there
above all heavenly rulers, authorities, powers, and lords;
he is above all titles of power in this world and in the
next. God put all things under Christ’s feet, and gave him
to the church as supreme Lord over all things. The church
is Christ’s body, the completion of him who himself
completes all things everywhere.

—(Ephesians 1:15-23 TEV) (verses 18-23 PARAPHRASED)

These four requests summarize what all believers need to know in
order to fulfill their mission on the earth—a prayer needed as much for
believers today as it was in the first century.

Knowing God

The greatest promise of Christianity is that we can know God.

Think about that for a minute—you and I, puny specks of dust on
one of billions upon billions of planets revolving around billions upon
billions of stars in a seemingly infinite universe, have been promised
that we can intimately know the Creator of it all.

Take a look at these scriptural promises:

“I will put My law within them and on their heart I
will write it; and I will be their God, and they shall be
My people. They will not teach again, each man his
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neighbor and each man his bro t h e r, saying, ‘Know
the LO R D,’ for they will all know Me, from the least of
them to the greatest of them,” declares the LO R D, “for I
will forgive their iniquity, and their sin I will re m e m-
ber no more . ”

—Jeremiah 31:33-34 NASB (emphasis added)

Draw near to God and He will draw near to you.

—James 4:8 NASB

Beloved, let us love one another, for love is from God;
and eve ryone who loves is born of God and k n ows Go d .

—1 John 4:7 NASB (emphasis added)

On the night He was arrested, Jesus prayed for us. What was the first
request in His prayer?

“This is eternal life, that they may know You, the only
true God, and Jesus Christ whom You have sent.”

—John 17:3 NASB (emphasis added)

As James said, “You do not have because you do not ask. You ask and
do not receive, because you ask amiss” (James 4:2-3 NKJV). If we feel
that we do not know God, then it is either because we haven’t ever
asked to know Him or have never shown the steadfastness and faith to
continue seeking Him until we truly begin the process of knowing
Him. The very beginning of eternal life is the initial knowing of God,
and that knowing of and learning more and more about God is the
quest we will remain steadfast to for all eternity.

Notice though that Paul doesn’t pray only that we would “know
God,” but that we would have “a spirit of wisdom and revelation” in
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knowing Him. Thus knowing God would be not only spiritual revela-
tion through the Holy Spirit as Paul experienced in meeting Jesus, but
it would also include wisdom. Many ministers teach that knowledge is
what we can know in our minds as individual facts and truths;
however, wisdom is the ability to successfully apply that knowledge to
whatever we are doing. One is of the intellect, the other practical. One
is found in the Word of God; the other through the leadership of the
Holy Ghost—in essence, it is living by the balance of the Word and the
Spirit. Thus Paul is praying that we intellectually know about God,
that we spiritually get the revelation of Him, and that we have His
wisdom to know what to do to increase His kingdom in our lives and
throughout our world.

Knowing the Hope of His Calling

First Corinthians 13:13 tells us hope is one of the three most lasting
things in the universe. In Romans 8:24, Paul re veals that hope is
n e c e s s a ry for salvation from a God we have not yet seen—in essence
we must first have the hope that He exists before we can have the faith
that He does. Without hope, we cannot have faith. As Paul says it, “we
a re saved by hope” (Romans 8:24). Many ministers in recent ye a r s
h a ve called hope “the blueprint for faith.” In other words, hope plans,
faith re a l i ze s .

Until you can hope for something, you have no chance of ever
believing that you will one day see it. As it says in Hebrews:

Faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of
things not seen.

—Hebrews 11:1 (emphasis added)
6
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Hope creates the vision for what you want to accomplish; faith is the
day-to-day walking out of that vision. But without first having that
vision, faith has nothing to give substance to. Thus, your faith needs
hope in order to work effectively.

According to the dictionary, hope means: “desire accompanied by
expectation of or belief in fulfillment,”4 or “favorable and confident
expectation.”5 In other words, even the foundation for your seeking
God—your desire to know God as He wants you to know Him—is
based in hope. Only if you hope (have a confident expectation) that
you can know Him will you ever begin to truly seek Him.

Paul is praying here for our dreams and aspirations to become vivid
and tangible. He is praying we will receive the “hope of our calling”—a
vision of why God called us before the foundations of the earth.

In other words, he is praying that you will be able to clearly see
why—out of all the six billion plus people on planet earth—He called
you specifically to accomplish the unique purpose for which He made
you, and that you would begin to earnestly expect that purpose to be
fulfilled as you follow the leading of His Holy Spirit.

No one starts a journey they have no hope of finishing, but many
with hope will finish journeys they had never imagined they would
begin. Whatever answer you are looking for from God begins with
your hope of receiving that answer. Why not take the time right now to
ask God to give you His supernatural hope and fill you with the confi-
dent expectation that what He started in you He will complete? Ask
Him, by the power of the Holy Spirit, to revive in you and your loved
ones the dreams and desires He placed there and to rekindle the
passion for Him and His kingdom that was once burning brightly. The
adversary of your soul is determined to steal and extinguish your hope
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so that you cannot fight the good fight of faith and fulfill God’s
purposes for your life. But the “God of all hope” wants to fill you with
His joy and peace in believing, so that you will abound in hope and
walk in victory. It is time to start praying and believing that hope is
yours for the asking—because it is. Don’t give up on your dreams, and
don’t let go of the hope of your calling!

Understanding the Riches 

of Our Inheritance

In Ephesians 1:11 and 12, Paul praises and thanks God for the inher-
itance we, as believers, have been given through Christ:

In Him also we have obtained an inheritance, being
predestined according to the purpose of Him who
works all things according to the counsel of His will,
that we who first trusted in Christ should be to the
praise of His glory.

—Ephesians 1:11-12 NKJV

Then Paul turns around and prays that we would understand that
inheritance:

The eyes of your understanding being enlightened;
that you may know … what are the riches of the glory
of His inheritance in the saints.

—Ephesians 1:18 NKJV

What does it really mean to be a child of God?

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The Spirit Himself bears witness with our spirit that
we are children of God, and if children, then heirs—
heirs of God and joint heirs with Christ, if indeed we
suffer with Him, that we may also be glorified together.

—Romans 8:16-17 NKJV (emphasis added)

Paul calls us “joint heirs with Christ,” meaning that all He inher-
ited from His Father is also available to us—in fact, it is now ours in
Him even as Jesus has already inherited it as He sits at the right hand
of the Fa t h e r.

If we already have this inheritance, then why aren’t we experiencing
the benefits of it? Paul explains it this way:

The heir, as long as he is a child, differeth nothing fro m
a servant, though he be lord of all; but is under tutors
and governors until the time appointed of the father.

—Galatians 4:1-2

In other words, until we grow up and realize all we have in Christ,
that inheritance will be locked away in safekeeping until we do grow
responsible enough to handle it.

Who is the tutor and governor who will take us into that inheri-
tance? As Paul said earlier in Ephesians 1:

Having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of
promise, who is the guarantee of our inheritance until
the redemption of the purchased possession, to the
praise of His glory.

—Ephesians 1:13-14 NKJV (emphasis added)
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The King James Version calls the indwelling of the Holy Spirit the
“earnest of our inheritance.” Just as a family would put down an
earnest-money deposit on a house in order to show the sincerity of
their offer to purchase it, so God puts the Holy Spirit into our hearts as
a guarantee of our redemption. The Holy Spirit is also there to teach
and guide us into all that this inheritance is for us—He is our tutor
and guardian—just as Jesus promised:

“When He, the Spirit of truth [the Holy Spirit], has
come, He will guide you into all truth; for He will not
speak on His own authority, but whatever He hears
He will speak; and He will tell you things to come. He
will glorify Me, for He will take of what is Mine and
declare it to you. All things that the Father has are
Mine. Therefore I said that He will take of Mine and
declare it to you.”

—John 16:13-15 NKJV [insert and emphasis added]

How do we know when we have grown spiritually mature enough to
collect some of that inheritance? Take a look at the order of Paul’s
prayer. First he prays for growth in knowing God, then for growth in
knowing and realizing our calling. Then he prays that we would be able
to understand our inheritance. So the purpose of our inheritance is
clear. It is given to help us fulfill our calling—or purpose—on the earth.
God made all His vast resources available to Jesus so He could fulfill
His mission on the earth, and Jesus has made them available to us for
the same purpose: that we might work wholeheartedly, just as Jesus did,
to expand the kingdom of God on the earth during our lives here.
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And to this very purpose, there was one other thing Paul felt that we
needed—not only to understand the riches of our inheritance but also
the power behind that inheritance.

Understanding the Surpassing

Greatness of His Power toward Us

Pa u l’s final request is that we would understand “what is the exc e e d-
ing greatness of His power tow a rd us who believe” (Ephesians 1:19
N K J V). He spends the last part of this prayer describing that “s u r p a s s-
ing gre a t n e s s”

These are in accordance with the working of the
strength of His might which He brought about in
Christ, when He raised Him from the dead and seated
Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, far
above all rule and authority and power and dominion,
and every name that is named, not only in this age but
also in the one to come. And He put all things in
subjection under His feet, and gave Him as head over
all things to the church, which is His body, the full-
ness of Him who fills all in all.

—Ephesians 1:19-23 NASB

Just as God raised Joseph from the depths of prison to the second
highest position in the land of Egypt, so He raised Jesus from the
depths of death—a sacrificial death for our sins—to the highest seat of
authority in the entire universe at the right hand of Almighty God.
With that act, Jesus also took the keys of hell and death from the devil
so that God could now redeem us from the power of sin and adopt us
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again as His children. Think about that for a moment. Truly, there has
been no greater act of power that has ever taken place in the history of
time. And Paul is praying that all his requests here are made in accor-
dance with the working of that strength.

Consider this for a moment: If God is making this power available to
you to fulfill your purpose and mission on the earth, what power in the
universe can stop you from being all God has called you to be?

Putting It All Together

The devil’s strategy to stop you is simple and obvious. If he can get yo u
to focus on the setbacks you face or your own advancement and individ-
ual comfort on the earth—and the little and secondary things of life—he
can defeat you. If you focus on the small, he can get you to overlook
the great. You will then major in the minor things of life—the selfish
things—and accomplish nothing. You will strain at gnats and swallow
camels—and in so doing, completely miss God’s purpose for your life.

But Paul is praying for you to realize just the opposite. First of all,
you must understand how great and loving your Heavenly Father truly
is. Second, you must receive hope—a vision—of the great things He
has called you to do. Third, you must understand the amazing
resources He has made available to you in order to accomplish that
calling. And last of all, you must understand the miraculous power that
is backing all of these up.

Are you facing physical illness? God raised Jesus from the dead to sit
at His right hand in heaven. What illness can stand in light of that?

A re you facing a financial crisis? God raised Jesus from the dead to sit at
His right hand in heaven. What financial crisis can stand in light of that?

Are you facing a problem in your family? God raised Jesus from the
dead to sit at His right hand in heaven. What family problem can
stand in light of that?

You fill in the blank. Now ask yourself what problem can stand in
light of the fact that God raised Jesus from the dead to sit at His right
hand in heaven?

Paul is praying that you will look at the big picture and see the hope
you have in Christ rather than the hopelessness of your present situa-
tion. Faith can stretch its legs only when you have enough hope to lift
up your head and look into the eyes of the One who has the power to
help you. In this prayer, Paul is praying that you will receive a vision
for your life, realizing your God-given purpose, and looking to God’s
greatness and the leadership of the Holy Spirit for its fulfillment.

It may take an instant or months or years to walk out whatever it is
blocking your way at the moment, but it all starts with a prayer such as
this one. Meditate on these scriptures and pray with Paul that your eyes
will be opened to all God is and all that He has for you. That is your
first step into His greater things.

Praying Ephesians 1:15-23 for Yourself

Father,

In the name of Jesus, I praise and thank You for all of the spiri-
tual gifts You have bestowed upon me in Christ Jesus. I thank You
that You have adopted me as Your child, that You have forgiven
my sins, that You have promised to let me know the purposes for
which You saved me, and the greatness of the inheritance You have
prepared for me to accomplish that purpose. I also praise and

Because of these great blessings, Father, I pray that You will give
me a spirit of revelation and knowledge in knowing You. Open
the eyes of my understanding so that I will know the hope of Your
calling. Help me to understand the riches of the glory of Your great
inheritance to me through Jesus Christ because I have believed on
and trusted in You. Cause me to come to understand the exceed-
ingly great power You have made available to me to accomplish
what You have called me to do.

Father, I thank You that all these things are accomplished accord-
ing to Your exceedingly great strength—the very power by which
You sent Your Son, Jesus, to earth to die on the Cross for my sins,

Various Translations

Ephesians 1:3-23 from the New American Standard Bible® (NASB)

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who
has blessed us with eve ry spiritual blessing in the heavenly places
in Christ, just as He chose us in Him before the foundation of
the world, that we would be holy and blameless before Him.

In love He predestined us to adoption as sons through Jesus
Christ to Himself, according to the kind intention of His will,
to the praise of the glory of His grace, which He freely
bestowed on us in the Beloved.

In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgive-
ness of our trespasses, according to the riches of His grace
which He lavished on us.

In all wisdom and insight He made known to us the mystery
of His will, according to His kind intention which He
purposed in Him with a view to an administration suitable to
the fullness of the times, that is, the summing up of all things
in Christ, things in the heavens and things on the earth.

In Him also we have obtained an inheritance, having been
predestined according to His purpose who works all things
after the counsel of His will, to the end that we who were the
first to hope in Christ would be to the praise of His glory.

In Him, you also, after listening to the message of truth, the

Strengthen Me to Live by Your Love

For this cause I bow my knees unto the Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ, of whom the whole family in heaven and earth is

named, that he would grant you, according to the riches of his
glory, to be strengthened with might by his Spirit in the inner

man; that Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith; that ye,
being rooted and grounded in love, may be able to comprehend

with all saints what is the breadth, and length, and depth, 
and height; and to know the love of Christ, which passeth

knowledge, that ye might be filled with all the fulness of God.
Now unto him that is able to do exceeding abundantly above
all that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh

Ephesians 3:14-21

It is one thing to know your purpose on the earth and the resources
available to fulfill it, but quite another to acquire those resources and
have the strength to walk out that purpose. Knowledge is one thing;
ability is another.

Our nation today is full of armchair quarterbacks—those who feel
they could better run the country or the church. Too many are
willing to give their opinions; too few are willing to work at making
things better.
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While in Ephesians, chapter one, Paul prayed that you would receive
a revelation of God, His purpose for your life, a glimpse of God’s great
inheritance for you, and an understanding of the power He has made
available to you through Christ; in chapter three he prayed that you
would develop the spiritual strength to make that knowledge effective
and beneficial.

What inspired this prayer? In Ephesians, chapter two, and the first
part of chapter three, Paul was speaking of the mystery of salvation that
was to be revealed through the Church, while in the last verse of
chapter one he called “[Christ’s] body, the fullness of Him who fills all
in all” (Ephesians 1:23 NKJV [insert added]). Paul then went on to state
God’s purpose from the beginning of time that He hoped to accom-
plish through Jesus:

His intent was that now, through the church, the mani-
fold wisdom of God should be made known to the
rulers and authorities in the heavenly realms, accord i n g
to his eternal purpose which he accomplished in Christ
Jesus our Lord. In him and through faith in him we
may approach God with freedom and confidence.

—Ephesians 3:10-12 NIV

God’s intent and purpose was not that Christ would reveal God’s
plan and demonstrate His authority, but that the Church would! His
plan was that the manifold wisdom of God would be so evident in the
Church that all the principalities and powers in the heavenly realm
would see it and understand the magnificence of God.

Once he had written this, Paul launched forth into prayer again: For
this reason, then, I fall on my knees before the Father, from whom every
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family in heaven and on earth receives its true name. I ask God, from the
wealth of his glory, to:

(a) Strengthen you from the inside out by His Holy Spirit.

(b) Al l ow Jesus to dwell—feel comfortably at home—in your heart s
by faith.

(c) Cause you to become rooted and grounded in the love of Jesus to
the point of understanding and knowing its breadth, length,
depth, and height with all the saints, even though that under -
standing is beyond any of us.

(d) Fill you with all that God is—His power, His righteousness, His
glory, His all!

I praise, thank, and give glory to God the Father who
can do through us more than we have ever thought or
hoped to accomplish on our own because we can
operate according to His power working in us, not our
own. May He be richly glorified in all that Jesus Christ
accomplishes through His Body—the Churc h —
t h roughout all the ages of this earth and beyond. Amen.

—(Ephesians 3:14-21 GNT, PARAPHRASED)

Within this prayer, Paul is encouraging us to plug into the remark-
able reservoir of stamina and ability available to every believer through
Christ Jesus.

Living Life Inside Out

It is also in this prayer that Paul deals with one of the most difficult
transitions we face as believers—to change our focus from the natural
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world and live solely according to what we see, touch, taste, hear, smell,
and learn from the physical world, to seeing, tasting, touching, hearing,
learning, and drawing strength from the spiritual world. While in the
natural, we exercise our minds and bodies to master the skills of living
in the physical world. When we are born again, we must add the ability
to renew our minds and exercise our human spirits to grow in the
things of the spiritual realm. The nine fruit that grow in our human
spirits and the nine gifts that come from the Holy Spirit, for example,
are given by the Spirit to empower us to change things in our physical
world—our families, our jobs, our churches, our communities, and our
planet. In others words, it is not just physical exercise and experience
that increase our ability but also spiritual exercise and experience—and
our greater strength comes from the inside rather than the outside.

Throughout the New Testament we see references to our threefold
nature—each of us is at the innermost part a spirit with a soul that
lives in a body. The easiest of these three to recognize would be the
physical body, the part we see with our natural eyes when we meet and
talk with others or look at our own reflection. This flesh and blood
body has five senses, along with countless instincts, reflexes, and feel-
ings (hot, hungry, tired, etc.). But it isn’t difficult to acknowledge that
we are much more than merely bodies. Just under the thin surface, we
have a soul—some might call it a personality—which consists of the
mind, the will, and the emotions. The third part Paul prays specifically
for here is the human spirit—the part that separates us from all other
created beings. Paul calls this the “inner man” (Ephesians 3:16).

Some would say that the soul and spirit are one and the same. But
before you decide, take a look at this scripture from God’s Word:
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The word of God is living and powerful, and sharper
than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the divi -
sion of soul and spirit, and of joints and marrow, and is
a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart.

—Hebrews 4:12 NKJV (emphasis added)

In other scriptures, we see Paul differentiate blessings for each of the
three parts:

May the God of peace Himself sanctify you completely;
and may your whole spirit, soul, and body be preserved
blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ.

—1 Thessalonians 5:23 NKJV (emphasis added)

Even Jesus refers to these three parts in the Great Commandment:

“You shall love the LORD your God with all your heart
[spirit], with all your soul, with all your mind [soul,
again—the intellectual part], and with all your
strength [body].”

—Mark 12:30 NKJV [inserts added]

Perhaps the easiest way to understand this is to imagine that your
spirit is a mirror reflection of your body—and in the same way that
your body interacts with the physical world, your spirit has the ability
to interact with the spiritual world. Between the two is your soul,
which takes input from all its sources—what the body experiences,
what the mind reasons, what the emotions tell it, and what the spirit
senses—in order to feed them into the will, which determines how you
will respond. Every decision you make in life is made by interpreting
this input, weighing and balancing it, and then drawing a conclusion.
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Imagine for a moment that you are at a conference, where you had to
walk a good distance to get to the main building. It is lunchtime and
your body tells you it’s hungry. You go to the concessions area, but you
realize that your spouse left the money in the car. Your mind coldly and
rationally gives you some options: you can go hungry, you can angrily
insist that your spouse walk back to the car and get it, you can try to
steal a sandwich while no one is looking, or you can walk back to the
car yourself.

Your body insists that you need a food fix, so you eliminate the first
option and move on. Your emotions tell you that you are angry—with
your spouse, who carelessly left the lunch money in the car. But before
you make the decision to retaliate, you remember the words of the
conference speaker who encouraged you to be more forgiving and
loving to your spouse. That input persuades you to eliminate option 2.
That leaves swiping a sandwich, but your conscience quickly reminds
you that it’s wrong to steal. Finally, you see that this unfortunate situa-
tion has provided you with a great way to exercise love for your spouse,
while satisfying your physical hunger and protecting your conscience—
so you head back to the car to get your lunch money.

However, what happens if the fruit of love inside you is shriveled and
barely alive? Well, you are likely to choose one of the other options.
This scenario provides a picture of how the whole person comes
together to make choices. Where one part is stronger or weaker than
others, choices sometimes go awry.

You may be a person who is mostly controlled by your emotions,
physical desire, a sense of cold, calculating reason, or you could be a
person who subjugates these things in order to follow the direction of
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the Spirit of God within you—which is the goal of Paul’s first request
in this prayer.

If you are stronger on the inside than the out—filled with flourishing
quantities of spiritual fruit: “love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, good-
ness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control” (Galatians 5:22-23
NIV)—and have your mind renewed to the spiritual wisdom of the
Word of God so that you can discern what is coming from your spirit
as opposed to your emotions and physical desires, then you will not
only know what is the right thing to do, but you will have the inner
strength to do it.

Yet Paul’s prayer goes even further. He is also praying that you will
not be ruled or limited by what is possible in the physical realm, but
that you will develop the spiritual muscle to pull from the spiritual—
through the gifts of the Spirit as the Holy Spirit directs—to change the
physical world around you. As Jesus said, you are to pray that His will
be done on earth as it is in heaven. When you develop spiritual might,
you can become God’s instruments for bringing His will to your world
as He directs you. You then can become conduits through which spiri-
tual blessings can flow into the natural world. Thus praying this prayer
and meditating on the Word of God become spiritual exercises that
increase your spiritual ability in the same way physical exercise, practic-
ing of skills, and study can make you more effective in reaching your
goals in the natural.

Christ on the Inside

Paul then prays “that Christ may dwell in your hearts by faith.” Most
of us learn that Jesus comes to live in our hearts when we are born
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again. Yet is this what Paul is talking about here? Or does this phrase
have a different meaning in this instance?

Here, Paul is praying for what many ministers would call “Jesus-
inside-mindedness”—in others words, that as we walk through each
part of each day, we are faithfully conscious that Jesus is inside of us,
flooding out evil or selfish desires and wrong thinking with His pres-
ence. It is living “What Would Jesus Do?” out of our hearts rather than
our intellects. It is letting Jesus be “Jesus within us” to change the way
we see things—the way we see what is possible and what is not—and
create a spiritual reservoir of possibilities within us.

While Jesus walked the earth, His teachings and ministry seemed to
focus on a few key points, all of them having to do with the way we see
things. One seems to resonate with the Sermon on the Mount: “You
have heard it said…but I say until you.…” No longer was it just what
we say or see or do but also what we think or desire or fantasize about.
He wanted us to change our focus from building a kingdom for
ourselves on earth to building the kingdom of heaven. He wanted us to
stretch our expectations from what we can do to what God can do.

Living “Je s u s - i n s i d e - m i n d e d” puts a completely different spin on
things—it is living on the earth through the eyes of heaven. Paul was
praying that this “Je s u s - i n s i d e - m i n d e d n e s s” would grow in each of
us, because:

There is therefore now no condemnation to those who
are in Christ Jesus, who do not walk according to the
flesh, but according to the Spirit. For the law of the
Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has made me free from the
law of sin and death. … For those who live according
to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh,
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but those who live according to the Spirit, the things
of the Spirit. For to be carnally minded is death, but
to be spiritually minded is life and peace.

—Romans 8:1-2, 5-6 NKJV

Paul is praying that we dispose of the old and put on the new:

In reference to your former manner of life, you lay
aside the old self, which is being corrupted in accor-
dance with the lusts of deceit, and that you be
renewed in the spirit of your mind, and put on the
new self, which in the likeness of God has been
created in righteousness and holiness of the truth.

—Ephesians 4:22-24 NASB

Who is this “new self”? This new man is Christ. It is time that we let
Him fully live within and through us. But again, that is not all Paul is
praying for us in this prayer.

Rooted Deeply and Founded Securely

It is interesting to note that Paul’s supplications in Ephesians 3
mirror the ministry of the Godhead: 

• Paul prays that the Holy Spirit would strengthen our human
spirits with His might.

• Paul prays that Christ would live within us by faith.

• Paul prays that we would be filled with the fullness of God 
the Father.
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Each of these requests is made simply and concisely. But then, right in
the middle of this praye r, Paul cries out for an even deeper understand-
ing—a re s e rvoir of possibility and knowledge of the fullness of Go d :

I bow my knees to the Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ,…that you, being rooted and grounded in love,
may be able to comprehend with all the saints what is
the width and length and depth and height—to know
the love of Christ which passes knowledge.

—Ephesians 3:14,17-19 NKJV

Paul is literally asking for us to gain a knowledge of the love of
God beyond knowing. How do we get to know something that is
b e yond know i n g ?

One key lies again in the request that we comprehend this love “with
all the saints.” In other words, this knowledge of God’s love is so great
that it cannot be contained by one person—it is something that can be
known only within the unity of a group of believers. In fact, it is a love
that has an extra dimension. Objects in our world have three dimen-
sions, but there are four dimensions to this love Paul is searching for
words to describe—a corporate dimension. Paul wants the Ephesians to
see that as the Body of Christ they can know Christ in a way that is
not possible for the individual person.

Paul is also praying that the Ephesian Christians will be rooted and
grounded in this love. What does this suggest? One thing is that they
would be immovable and inseparable from it. To be rooted in some-
thing is to be so intertwined in it that we can never fully pull ourselves
free. To be grounded in it is to have it as a base in a similar way to a
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house being built on a foundation. There is no firmer foundation than
the love of Christ.

Trees and plants pull up through their roots the water and nutrients
they need to live. If we are rooted in Christ’s love, then our spirits will
be watered and nourished. Thus this love acts again both to stabilize and
s t rengthen us while at the same time ove rf l owing from us to others. If
we as the Church are to truly be the means of showing the universe the
manifold wisdom of God, then it will be not only what is in us that will
do it, but more importantly what flows from us. Pa u l’s prayer is that it
would be Go d’s love that flows from us in all circ u m s t a n c e s .

Filled with the Father’s Fullness

Paul is also praying here that we would be so filled with God that we
are indistinguishable from His purposes on the earth, just as Jesus was:

Jesus said to him, “Have I been with you so long, and
yet you have not known Me, Philip? He who has seen
Me has seen the Father; so how can you say, ‘Show us
the Father’? Do you not believe that I am in the
Father, and the Father in Me? The words that I speak
to you I do not speak on My own authority; but the
Father who dwells in Me does the works. Believe Me
that I am in the Father and the Father in Me, or else
believe Me for the sake of the works themselves.

“Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me,
the works that I do he will do also; and greater works
than these he will do, because I go to My Father.”

—John 14:9-12 NKJV
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Of the three persons of the Godhead—the Father, the Son, and the
Holy Ghost—it seems that the Father is always the master planner, the
Son is the implementer of that plan, and the Holy Spirit is the fulfiller
and the glorifier of the plan. To have all three working together in us is
to walk in the fullness of Christ as Paul described in Colossians:

As you have received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk in
Him, having been firmly rooted and now being built
up in Him and established in your faith, just as you
were instructed, and overflowing with gratitude. See to
it that no one takes you captive through philosophy
and empty deception, according to the tradition of
men, according to the elementary principles of the
world, rather than according to Christ. For in Him all
the fullness of Deity dwells in bodily form, and in Him
you have been made complete, and He is the head
over all rule and authority.

—Colossians 2:6-10 NASB (emphasis added)

And again in 2 Corinthians:

The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of
God, and the communion of the Holy Ghost, be with
you all. Amen.

—2 Corinthians 13:14

In this benediction, Paul prays that the fullness of the Godhead
would be with us through each of their main attributes:

1. The grace of Jesus exemplified as He walked the earth and
taught and healed and was moved by compassion, not merit.
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2. The love of the Father who created us that He might love us,
sending Jesus to save us because of that love.

3. The communion or companionship and partnership of the
Holy Spirit who is the one left with us to instruct and guide us
into all God has for us.

This includes the fullness of the mission and plan of God being
within us (as Paul prayed for in the Ephesians 1 prayer), as well as the
fullness, fitness, and power to walk that mission and plan out on the
earth (as he prayed for us in this prayer in Ephesians 3). It was through
this fullness of God on the inside of us, through our human spirits and
the fullness of God and His love pouring forth through our lives, that
God would manifest His will to the universe and it would be far
beyond what anyone had ever hoped.

Beyond What You’ve Ever 

Asked or Imagined

It has often been said that if you can’t hope for something—if you
can’t get a vision of it or see it in your mind’s eye—then you can never
achieve it. Perhaps this is true for those who walk according to natural
abilities, resources, and skills, but it is also true for those who know
God and are willing to focus their eyes upon Him. He, “(in conse-
quence of ) the [action of His] power that is at work within us, is able
to [carry out His purpose and] do superabundantly, far over and above
all that we [dare] ask or think [infinitely beyond our highest praye r s ,
d e s i res, thoughts, hopes, or dreams]” (Ephesians 3:20 A M P [ i n s e rt
added]). In other words, if we can dream it, we can achieve it; but if we
a re to accomplish greater things than what we can envision, then we
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had better let God do the dreaming and let Him make His dreams real
through us.

This is why Paul closes this prayer with praise and thanksgiving to
the God who “is able to accomplish infinitely more than we would ever
dare to ask or hope” (Ephesians 3:20 NLT), and then goes on to pray:

To Him be the glory in the church and in Christ Jesus
to all generations forever and ever. Amen.

—Ephesians 3:21 NASB (emphasis added)

In other words, Paul is praying that not only will God show His
manifest wisdom through the Church, but He would also be glorified
by the Church and all that it does, as well as through Christ Jesus His
Son as Jesus leads and guides His Body on the earth.

Greater Things

When Jesus was talking to the disciples the night He was arrested, he
told them that if they would believe on Him, then they would do the
things that He did as well as greater works than He did. Paul was likely
among the first to really prove this promise true by spreading the
Gospel throughout much of the known world and seeing it confirmed
time and again with signs and wonders. Paul’s desire was that, as he was
finishing his race, those in the church in Ephesus would realize their
own individual races, take the baton, and continue the spread of the
Gospel around the world.

Paul had made an interesting discovery: the only life really worth
living was one determined to see the kingdom of God expand and
grow wherever the Gospel was sown. Paul’s prayers here were that the
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heart of God would grab the readers and hearers of this epistle so
intensely that they would plug into that life and be filled with anticipa-
tion as they waited to see God’s kingdom manifested around them
wherever they went. Paul was praying they would live in the fullness of
the Spirit he had experienced.

By praying and meditating upon these Holy Spirit-inspired prayers
today, you have the same invitation to an amazing life in the Spirit—
seeing God’s kingdom made manifest in your own life as well as in the
lives of those around you—receiving wisdom and favor to solve finan-
cial problems; seeing spiritual, mental, and physical healing take over
depression, illness, and disease; finding new purpose and fulfillment;
solidifying and strengthening families; and so much more that the
Bible promises to those who live in Christ. It is time to start living
inside out, letting the goodness and love of God well up to the point of
overflowing in all aspects of your life.

Praying Ephesians 3:14-21 for Yourself

Father,

In the name of Jesus, I praise and thank You that You saved me
for a purpose, and that You have a plan for my life that exceeds
my most imaginative hopes and dreams. For that reason, Father, I
bow my knee to You, the God of heaven and earth from whom
Your whole family receives our name. I pray that by Your glorious
riches You would strengthen me on the inside through the power of
Your Holy Spirit. Cause Christ to truly live in my heart and live
through me by my faith in You. I pray that I would be able to
understand with all of the saints the breadth, length, depth, and
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height of Your love which surpasses all knowledge. Fill me with all
of Your fullness—Your wisdom, strength, power, and all—so that
I would live constantly to Your glory!

Now unto You, Father, who is able to do exceedingly far above all
that I ask or can imagine, be the glory in the church through
Christ Jesus throughout all the ages and forever.

Amen.

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Paul’s Prayer in Context through

Various Translations

Ephesians 3:10—4:3 from the New Living Translation (NLT)

God’s purpose was to show his wisdom in all its rich variety to
all the rulers and authorities in the heavenly realms. They will
see this when Jews and Gentiles are joined together in his
church. This was his plan from all eternity, and it has now
been carried out through Christ Jesus our Lord.

Because of Christ and our faith in him, we can now come fear-
lessly into God’s presence, assured of his glad welcome. So
please don’t despair because of what they are doing to me here.
It is for you that I am suffering, so you should feel honored
and encouraged.

When I think of the wisdom and scope of God’s plan, I fall to
my knees and pray to the Father, the Creator of everything in
heaven and on earth. I pray that from his glorious, unlimited
resources he will give you mighty inner strength through his
Holy Spirit. And I pray that Christ will be more and more at
home in your hearts as you trust in him. May your roots go
down deep into the soil of God’s marvelous love. And may you
have the power to understand, as all God’s people should, how
wide, how long, how high, and how deep his love really is.
May you experience the love of Christ, though it is so great
you will never fully understand it. Then you will be filled with
the fullness of life and power that comes from God.

Now glory be to God! By his mighty power at work within us,
he is able to accomplish infinitely more than we would ever
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dare to ask or hope. May he be given glory in the church and
in Christ Jesus forever and ever through endless ages. Amen.

Therefore I, a prisoner for serving the Lord, beg you to lead a
life worthy of your calling, for you have been called by God.
Be humble and gentle. Be patient with each other, making
allowance for each other’s faults because of your love. Always
keep yourselves united in the Holy Spirit, and bind yourselves
together with peace.

Ephesians 3:10—4:3 from the Contemporary English Version (CEV)

Then God would use the church to show the powers and
authorities in the spiritual world that he has many different
kinds of wisdom.

God did this according to his eternal plan. And he was able to
do what he had planned because of all that Christ Jesus our
Lord had done. Christ now gives us courage and confidence,
so that we can come to God by faith. That’s why you should
not be discouraged when I suffer for you. After all, it will bring
honor to you.

I kneel in prayer to the Father. All beings in heaven and on
earth receive their life from him. God is wonderful and glori-
ous. I pray that his Spirit will make you become strong follow-
ers and that Christ will live in your hearts because of your
faith. Stand firm and be deeply rooted in his love. I pray that
you and all of God’s people will understand what is called wide
or long or high or deep. I want you to know all about Christ’s
love, although it is too wonderful to be measured. Then your
lives will be filled with all that God is.
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I pray that Christ Jesus and the church will forever bring praise
to God. His power at work in us can do far more than we dare
ask or imagine. Amen.

As a prisoner of the Lord, I beg you to live in a way that is
worthy of the people God has chosen to be his own. Always be
humble and gentle. Patiently put up with each other and love
each other. Try your best to let God’s Spirit keep your hearts
united. Do this by living at peace.

Ephesians 3:10—4:3 from the Amplified Bible (AMP)

[The purpose is] that through the church the complicated,
many-sided wisdom of God in all its infinite variety and innu-
merable aspects might now be made known to the angelic
rulers and authorities (principalities and powers) in the heav-
enly sphere. 

This is in accordance with the terms of the eternal and timeless
purpose which He has realized and carried into effect in [the
person of ] Christ Jesus our Lord,

In Whom, because of our faith in Him, we dare to have the
boldness (courage and confidence) of free access (an unreserved
approach to God with freedom and without fear).

So I ask you not to lose heart [not to faint or become despon-
dent through fear] at what I am suffering in your behalf.
[Rather glory in it] for it is an honor to you.

For this reason [seeing the greatness of this plan by which you

May He grant you out of the rich treasury of His glory to be
strengthened and reinforced with mighty power in the inner
man by the [Holy] Spirit [Himself indwelling your innermost
being and personality].

May Christ through your faith [actually] dwell (settle down,
abide, make His permanent home) in your hearts! Many you
be rooted deep in love and founded securely on love,

That you may have the power and be strong to apprehend and
grasp with all the saints [God’s devoted people, the experience
of that love] what is the breadth and length and height and
depth [of it];

[That you may really come] to know [practically, through
experience for yourselves] the love of Christ, which far
surpasses mere knowledge [without experience]; that you may
be filled [through all your being] unto all the fullness of God
[may have the richest measure of the divine Presence, and
become a body wholly filled and flooded with God Himself ]!

Now to Him Who, by (in consequence of ) the [action of His]
power that is at work within us, is able to [carry out His
purpose and] do superabundantly, far over and above all that
we [dare] ask or think [infinitely beyond our highest prayers,
desires, thoughts, hopes, or dreams]—

To Him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout
all generations forever and ever. Amen (so be it).
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I therefore, the prisoner for the Lord, appeal to and beg you to
walk (lead a life) worthy of the [divine] calling to which you
have been called [with behavior that is a credit to the
summons to God’s service.

Living as becomes you] with complete lowliness of mind
(humility) and meekness (unselfishness, gentleness, mildness),
with patience, bearing with one another and making
allowances because you love one another.

Be eager and strive earnestly to guard and keep the harmony
and oneness of [and produced by] the Spirit in the binding
power of peace.
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3chapter three

Growing in Wisdom and Discernment

This is my prayer: that your love may abound more and more in
knowledge and depth of insight, so that you may be able to

discern what is best and may be pure and blameless until the day
of Christ, filled with the fruit of righteousness that comes 

through Jesus Christ—to the glory and praise of God.
Philippians 1:9-11 NIV

What could you accomplish if you always knew the right thing to
do? If you always knew how to correctly interpret information you
were given? If you always knew the truth, knew what was right, and
knew how to act upon it?

In our world today there are a lot of people who think that they are
always right. People speak with sincere passion and conviction about
what they believe in—and yet they can be wrong. The evidence they
base their convictions on could be incomplete or incorrect—or, at the
very least, misleading. Perhaps they had an experience that shot their
emotional-feedback meter through the roof so they could never deal
rationally with a particular issue. Or they became legalistic in their
thinking, using a set of rules and principles to make decisions until,
over time, their thinking becomes habitual and deceived. They are
increasingly convinced of the integrity of their conviction, even though
they are grievously wrong—sometimes dead wrong. Or they might
simply hold a conviction that gives justification to the way they live. It
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is not a matter of truth as much as a worldview built to satisfy selfish-
ness and carnality.

Paul knew the law of God. He had the best religious teachers avail-
able to guide his learning and thinking. He was zealous beyond
measure for the cause of God. And as a result, he traveled the land
imprisoning and killing Christians. He was sure he was right. He knew
it in every corner of his being. And then he met Jesus—and his world
was turned upside down.

What can seem so right can really be so wrong—until you meet Je s u s .

But what happens when a believer becomes deceived? What happens
when someone who has come to know Jesus falls back on the simplicity
of following do’s and don’ts rather than going from meeting Jesus to
experiencing Him as a living, breathing Lord, Savior, and Friend?

How do you keep from slipping from a real relationship with Jesus to
an artificial one? How do you go from that moment of euphoria of
knowing in your heart beyond knowing that God is real and that He
loves you to living a life of legalism so dead you are now questioning
what God is doing in your life and in the lives of others? Once salt has
lost its saltiness, what use is it?

Staying on the Right Course

In his prayer for the Philippians, Paul prays specifically that they
would never lose their first love and wander from the true cause of
Christ. Paul was writing to them from prison. Did some in Philippi
now doubt what he had taught them because he was seen as a criminal?
Persecution was on the rise—was it time to look back at the decisions
they had made for Christ when Paul was there and determine now if
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they’d been misled? “Christians” were now coming from Jerusalem with
new revelations about righteousness revealed through the laws of the
Jewish prophets—shouldn’t the words of such “godly” men be accepted
over that of a man in prison and on trial for his life? What about differ-
ent customs and traditions that were now arising for the “right” way to
worship God? Shouldn’t these be followed in order to grow closer to
God just as so many others seemed to have experienced, rather than
blindly relying on the words of a man in jail?

For any with such questions, Paul simply and clearly prays that:

(a) Your love may abound more and more

i. In knowledge

ii. In depth of insight

(b) You may be able to discern what is best.

(c) You may be pure and blameless until the day of Christ, and

(d) Your lifestyle, conduct, and accomplishments can be “to the
constant glory and praise of God.”

(vv. 9-11 PARAPHRASED)

Paul prays for a balance in the lives of the Philippian saints so they
can discern the truth and know how to correctly respond. For this, Paul
asks God to give them three guides to help them always do the best
thing: 1) the love of God, 2) true knowledge, and 3) insight from the
Holy Spirit.

Triangulating Your True Course

Paul starts with praying for their love to increase and abound. Of the
three guides, this is the one that provides motivation and action. There
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are a lot of people in the church today with tremendous knowledge of
God’s Word or about issues that are key to all of us, and others who
have tremendous spiritual insight into matters of expanding God’s
kingdom on the earth, but far too few are really doing enough good to
change things. Just as great trust and faith in God is wonderful,
without love, it is nothing. (See 1 Corinthians 13:1-8.) It is love that
moves our hearts in the first place to do something to help someone
else, but it is a combination of knowledge and spiritual insight that
gives us the wisdom to know the best way to truly help that person.

Throughout the Gospels we see numerous times where Jesus was
moved by compassion to help others—He constantly had the ability to
help and the knowledge of how best to do it—but had compassion not
moved Him, the lives of those people would never have been affected.
In fact, if it were not for the love of God, none of us would even exist,
let alone be saved! For it was for the sake of love that God created us,
and it was because “God so loved the world, that he gave his only
begotten Son” (John 3:16).

On the other hand, love without knowledge and spiritual discernment
is often ill spent. A loving, open heart is often more easily duped. It is,
in fact, due to the good will for others that false charitable organizations
p ro s p e r. They collect money for world hunger and other worthy causes,
but then spend it on themselves. A savvy giver does not fall prey to these
shysters. They carefully investigate the recipients of their giving, adding
k n owledge to their loving gesture. In other cases, justice that would
bring repentance is too often derailed because human love gets in the
way of the love of God—a parent indulges a child or a spouse enables
aberrant behavior. When knowledge is added to love, we can re s p o n d
a p p ropriately for the long-term good of the person we love .
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In the same way, correction without love—rules without relation-
ship—can instill more rebellion than repentance because of dispropor-
tional strictness or punishment. Any one of these three, without the
other two, is prone to error—but when all three are working together,
the will of God is accomplished with excellence.

Godly Excellence

In the next three requests of this prayer, we see that each builds upon
the other to the glory of God through our lifestyles and achievements.
The first is that by correctly following the three guides of love, knowl-
edge, and discernment we would be on the right path at all times and
experiencing excellence in all that we do.

The true love of God is not just looking to bless others as a way of
easing conscience, but as a way of life. It is not only a desire to bless
but also to bless in the very best possible way. This would be true not
only for blessing the hungry and orphans of another country, but as a
way to walk through our daily lives—blessing our spouses, our friends,
our children, our coworkers, as well as others who attend our church
and also their families. As a result of wanting to be the best blessing
possible, we seek to live and show God’s excellence. We don’t simply do
enough to get by, we “go the extra mile.” In the process, our best gets
continually better. Our employers thrive because of our performance at
work, our children and spouses grow because we work hard to keep
those relationships strong, and hopefully our churches sparkle because
they reflect the love of God we have for all who attend or visit there.

And again, this love must be coupled with knowledge of the things
we are trying to accomplish or spiritual insight to set priorities—what
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we are to do and how and when we are to do it. It is heart, mind, and
spirit all working together. And then as a result of growth and excel-
lence in these three, the outside world looks at us and is attracted by
the excellence they see. But Paul seems to think there are two more
things we need to add to our outward excellence.

Becoming as Excellent on

the Inside as the Outside

It is not uncommon for a person to walk into a beautiful church and
spend the first few minutes looking around at the architecture, the way
the entry is decorated and arranged, noticing the cleanliness of the
facility, and the way the people mingling there are dressed and how
they talk with one another. They stand there for a moment, one step
inside the doorway, taking it all in. They like what they see; they are
impressed. But unless they find something deeper, something more
lasting, they will soon disappear. A beautiful physical space will not
keep them. Is excellence really exemplified on the inside? A beautiful
exterior invites people to come inside. But are the inner qualities of the
church as beautiful as its outer appearance?

It is one thing to do the right thing; it is another to do it for the
right reasons. Appearances, as we all know, can be deceiving. And,
unfortunately, we live in a world that thrives on appearance. Madison
Avenue and Hollywood use beautiful people who are too often empty
or corrupt on the inside to work their magic of illusion on us for their
own purposes. Politicians and corporations carefully craft how they
appear to the public—often while practicing dishonesty in their day-to-
day practices. Edwin Louis Cole used to say, “The thicker the veneer—
the cheaper the material.” In the same way that good, quality wood
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doesn’t need a thick glossy coating on it to hide its flaws, holy fruitful
people should not need to hide behind artificial and contrived “fronts”
to attract others. We should be as beautiful on the inside as we are on
the outside.

Paul is praying that the excellence on the outside would be backed up
by a sincere and blameless life bountiful in the fruits of righteousness.

To the Praise and Glory of God

Paul is describing a life full of excellence in this prayer that simply
starts by learning to do the right thing on a regular basis. He prays that
we will be motivated by a growing love of God in our hearts that is
counseled by knowledge from the Word of God and natural wisdom.
He also prays that our consciences will be counseled as the Holy Spirit
speaks to us. He prays that in this way we will show excellence to the
world in both our outward performance and appearance, as well as
showing forth a genuineness and blamelessness in all that we do. We
should also demonstrate overflowing fruits of righteousness through
Christ Jesus and thus be a tremendous blessing to others that will ulti-
mately give glory and praise to God.

What a great thing for Paul to pray from within a prison cell! Yet at
the same time, there may never have been a life that more fully exem-
plified this kind of prayer, nor an epistle that expressed more joy,
proving that such a prayer can indeed be answered. It is time that more
of us “volunteered” to be an answer to that prayer as well—by meditat-
ing upon it and praying it faithfully until it begins to manifest in our
lives and spills over into the lives of those around us. God’s excellence is
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there for us to walk in; we need only follow these three guides to truly
live it.

Praying Philippians 1:9-11 for Yourself

Father,

In the name of Jesus, I pray that Your love that was shed abroad
in my heart by the Holy Spirit would abound and grow more and
more, to the strengthening of my knowledge of You and of the
things You have called me to do as well as in the discernment and
spiritual insight of the Holy Spirit.

Help me to know the right things to do and how to do them with
excellence, and to remain sincere, genuine, and real in all my
encounters with others and free from blame or even the appear-
ance of evil until the day of Jesus Christ’s return. I pray that I will
overflow in the fruits of Your righteousness, which I have because
of Jesus Christ. Please cause all of this to make me a constant glory
and praise to You under all circumstances and in all things.

Amen.

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4chapter four

Walking in the Perfect Will of God

For this cause we also, since the day we heard it, do not cease to
pray for you, and to desire that ye might be filled with the

knowledge of his will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding;
that ye might walk worthy of the Lord unto all pleasing, being
fruitful in every good work, and increasing in the knowledge of

God; strengthened with all might, according to his glorious
power, unto all patience and longsuffering with joyfulness;

giving thanks unto the Father, which hath made us meet to be
partakers of the inheritance of the saints in light.

Colossians 1:9-12

If you are praying for someone to grow, there is never a reason to
stop until they go home to be with their Lord and Savior. Thus, while
many of us focus on praying over the requests of those in trouble or in
need, Paul continually prays for the saints when he knows that they are
doing well. Paul’s prayer is that they keep on going, keep on growing,
and keep on reaching new levels in Christ. Paul never acknowledges a
place where any of us can sit back and say we have arrived—there is so
much to God that there is an eternity awaiting us to get to know Him.
Yet how much more will His kingdom manifest on earth if we strive to
know Him fully here rather than waiting until heaven when that
knowledge will come too late to help other people?
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Evangelism, praying for the sick, and other forms of outreach to
nonbelievers is hard for the vast majority of the church. Such actions
are frequently far outside of our comfort zones. While living a godly
lifestyle is a great witness to the world, far too many of us use it as a
crutch for never telling others around us of the wonders of knowing
Jesus. Often, great opportunities come when someone asks, “What is it
that is so different about you? You are always so at peace? Where does
that peace come from?” However, this should be an added bonus to
our ministry on the earth rather than the main thrust of it. The real
key to evangelism is not waiting for others to ask, but waiting upon the
Lord until the Holy Spirit gives us the right words as we step out. As
the Proverb says “How good is a timely word!” (Proverbs 15:23 NIV).
And if we will only trust in Him, He will give us exactly the right
words for the right time in someone else’s life.

However, such things are often hard for Christians because they have
stopped their ardent pursuit to really know God as fully as possible.
Look at “mature” believers whom you know: Are they more likely to
share their faith or less? Are they more likely to take someone’s hand
and pray without concern for where they are or less likely? The truth of
the matter is that the better we know God, the more natural these
things become. Yes, there are those who do such things out of a sense
of Christian duty, but there are others who simply know God and His
love so well that it’s natural for them to introduce others to their Friend
who can help in any time of need.

This is why when Paul had “heard of your faith in Christ Jesus, and
of the love which ye have to all the saints” (Colossians 1:4), it was not
only an opportunity to praise and thank God for His faithfulness but
also to pray for further growth. What would it mean for us to stand
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before the judgment seat of Christ and say, “I had Your faith and Your
love, but I didn’t fulfill the mission You called me to accomplish on
earth. Your faith and Your love were enough, weren’t they?”

This is why in the midst of his praise to God for the Colossians, Paul
also springs into prayer for them: It is because of your faith and love and
this glorious Gospel that has been entrusted to us that I have not ceased to
pray for you from the day I heard you were doing so well. Because of these
things I ask God that:

(a) You would be filled with the knowledge of His will—both for your
calling and in every situation and circumstance of life you experi -
ence—in both wisdom and understanding (both in principled
application and spiritual insight).

(b) The walk you have in our Lord Jesus Christ would be to the full -
ness of all of His pleasure.

(c) You would be fruitful in every good deed and work.

(d) You would be continually increasing in the knowledge of God
without ever, ever stopping;

(e) You can be strengthened with all might and conviction according
to His glorious power to the point that you bear all things with a
patience and longsuffering so steadfast that outwardly it appears
only as joy that gives thanks to the Father.

The Father is the One who has made us fit to partake
of our inheritance in Jesus with all of the other saints
in light, because it had always been His plan to save us
through Jesus Christ.

—(Colossians 1:9-12 PARAPHRASED)
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Paul’s call here is that the Colossians would refuse to sit on their
laurels and look at their accomplishments, thinking they had done
enough to please God for today, and thus tomorrow they could
“retire,” sitting back to enjoy the fruit of their labors. His prayer is that
they would push on into the full realization and accomplishment of
what God called them to do, and that walking out His perfect will
would come naturally for them as they learned to walk in the knowl-
edge of Him and His Spirit. Since his desire and prayer would be the
same for us as we prosper in the knowledge and will of God today, it is
again worth looking more closely at these supplications to see how we
might add them to our prayers for ourselves and others.

Being Filled with the Knowledge 

of His Will in Both Wisdom

and Understanding

In Romans Paul describes our calling to fulfill all of Go d’s will on eart h :

I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of
God, that you present your bodies a living sacrifice,
holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable
service. And do not be conformed to this world, but
be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that
you may prove what is that good and acceptable and
perfect will of God.

—Romans 12:1-2 NKJV

There is a problem with living sacrifices—they tend to keep crawling
off the altar!
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Thus Paul’s call to present our bodies as living sacrifices to God—
presenting our hands and feet as well as our eyes, ears, and mouths—is
a daily, if not hourly, task. “Here is my body, Father, to do the tasks
You want me to do.” And when it crawls off the altar, as we all know it
will, we should not give up in frustration, but pick it up and throw it
back up there. Note that God doesn’t need a dead sacrifice, but a living
one that can “live and move and be.” (See Acts 17:28.) He needs action
focused on making faith vibrant—not dry, dusty pride stuck in the
accomplishments of the past.

Paul also calls for the “renewing of your mind” that you might
change “your” way of thinking to “God’s” way of thinking. When you
are confronted with a situation, how do you react? Do you accept
setbacks as “a way of life,” or do you see them as “opportunities to see
God’s salvation?” Do you strive to appear efficient and loyal while
abusing your position and privileges when the boss’s back is turned? Do
you spend your time to bolster your reputation and enjoy your hobbies
to the detriment of your family or your relationship with God? Or are
you doing well in the Lord, growing in God, balancing your work,
family, and other areas of your life appropriately? We all need to grow
more in thinking as God thinks rather than letting our minds lapse
into the patterns of thought set forth by the world around us. Only
then can we recognize and prove as true the good, acceptable, and
perfect will of God.

This amplifies why Paul prays that the Colossians “would be filled
with the knowledge of His will in all wisdom and spiritual understand-
ing.” To know God’s will is to see it like the blueprint of a house laid
out before us. Here is the plan—the will of the Designer.
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Yet here Paul is not just talking of the hope of our callings in Christ
as he prayed for in Ephesians 1 but also that we would know the will of
God in any circumstance we encounter. Too many Christians come to
a difficult situation in their lives or that of someone they know and
pray, “Lord, Thy will be done,” as if that will is some mystery beyond
human comprehension. Praying “Thy will be done” when you don’t
know what His will is does not agree with Scripture.

When Jesus prayed “Thy will be done, Father” in the Garden of
Gethsemane, He knew what that will was. It was not a prayer of giving
Himself up to the unknowable mystery of what God might be trying
to teach Him through the Cross. Instead, he knew that God was calling
Him to the Cross to save humanity and that it would be a hard thing
to go through and endure. Yet, knowing it was His Father’s perfect will,
He would set His course to go through it in a manner that would
glorify His Father. It was a prayer of consecration and dedication to the
will of God, not a prayer of throwing His future into uncertainty.

When Paul decided to return to Jerusalem after his third missionary
journey, he knew chains and imprisonment awaited him there, yet he
also knew through many confirmations in the Spirit that it was God’s
will he be arrested in order to testify of the Gospel before magistrates
and judges from Caesarea to Rome. God wasn’t trying to teach Paul
something through what he would suffer through incarceration and
trials. He was using those things as an opportunity for Paul to testify to
the Truth. God’s will in any circumstance of life should be no mystery
to any of us in Christ—and especially any of us who know the promises
He’s given us in His Word.

However, Paul does pray we would have knowledge of God’s will
alone. Again, it is one thing to know, it is another to act correctly. Thus
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Paul’s full prayer is that they would “be filled with the knowledge of
God’s will in all wisdom and spiritual understanding.” Wisdom comes
from the Word of God; understanding comes from the Spirit of God.
Wisdom is the ability to apply knowledge correctly and effectively;
understanding comprehends its purpose, intensity, and timing. With
the knowledge of God’s will in wisdom and understanding, you can
plot your good, acceptable, and perfect course through the circum-
stances or difficulties of life because you know what lies on the other
side as well as how to navigate by faith through the midst of seemingly
insurmountable obstacles. As David said:

Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of
death, I will fear no evil: for thou art with me; thy rod
and thy staff they comfort me. Thou preparest a table
before me in the presence of mine enemies: thou anoin-
test my head with oil; my cup runneth over. Surely
goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my
life: and I will dwell in the house of the LORD for ever.

—Psalm 23:4-6 (emphasis added)

David speaks here not of being destroyed in the valley of the shadow
of death, but of being preserved while passing through it. He knows
that God promised something for him on the other side and that He
would be with him through it all as a shepherd with his rod (a weapon
for beating away enemies and predators) and his staff (a pole with a
crook used to rescue and direct the sheep as needed). David also speaks
of being seated in honor at a table that gathers all of his enemies into
one place. No matter who opposes him and where they oppose him
from, the Host of the dinner will see His guest honored and filled to
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overflowing so that goodness and mercy are his rewards, not death in
the valley or any plot his enemies may have made against him.

For this same reason, God wants you to see His will with wisdom
and understanding so you can clearly plot your way through to what He
has for you on the other side—His promises.

Walking Worthy

The phrases “walking in love” or “walking in the Spirit” are most
often thought to be references to the things we are doing regularly in
our lives, thinking of it as a call to operate through the Spirit and God’s
love in every hour and minute of our days. The regularity, the consis-
tency, the faithfulness exhibited in our daily lives is of great value. At
the same time, we should not overlook the other important part of
walking—that it is aimed at getting someplace we want to be.

In this light your walk is your journey from where you are now to
where God has called you to be—it is ground you cover day after day
toward accomplishing His goals, aspirations, hopes, and purposes in
your life. Paul’s prayer is that you “walk worthy of the Lord unto all
pleasing.” How are you seen by those you work with, those in your
family, those you go to church with, and those you spend your time
with? Do they see excellence or compromise? Do they see genuineness
and integrity or corner cutting and selfishness?

And what about the things you do when no one is watching but
God—in your private times, when you are away from home, when you
think no one will ever find out. It is Paul’s prayer that in all these
things you will “please him in every way” (Colossians 1:10 NIV).
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This is the “lifestyle evangelism” component of your walks on the
earth. It is the integrity you live with. Outwardly it is your reputation,
but privately it is the true source of your inner strength.

Have you ever thought about what the word integrity really means?
Most people use it in the sense of “living a moral and principled life.”
But this must be moral and principled living that goes beyond the
outward appearance and resides in your inner character. Only then will
you be truly pleasing to God. Think of it this way. The “internal
integrity” of a building, airplane, or car is what keeps it intact—even
though no one can really see the inner framework of beams and
joints—and protects those inside in case of stress induced by a calamity
such as an earthquake or collision. It measures the purity of a substance
and the soundness of a structure, and it is never truly tested until it is
under duress or in a crisis.

Historical theorists have suggested that to cut costs on the Ti t a n i c ,
the iron rivets used to hold the side of the ship intact we re mixed with
cheaper materials, and the pro c e d u re used to make the side plates may
h a ve made them more brittle in the icy waters of the No rth At l a n t i c .
For the first part of the trip, eve rything was smooth sailing. After the
ship hit the iceberg, howe ve r, those rivets popped like corks out of
champagne bottles and the steel plates tore because of their brittleness.
These theories suggest that the “u n s i n k a b l e” ship went to the bottom
not so much because it struck an iceberg, but because it lacked inter-
nal integrity.6

True integrity does not come from what is seen as much as what is
not seen. It is for this internal strength that Paul is praying when he
requests you “live a life worthy of the Lord and may please him in
every way” (Colossians 1:10 NIV).
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Being Fruitful

Fruitfulness has never been measured by potential. While a tree may
have wonderful branches and great potential to bear fruit, it is not
fruitful. Even if a tree has a large number of blossoms, it is still not
fruitful. Nor is a tree fruitful that has young unripe fruit on its
branches. A tree cannot be called fruitful until someone can pull the
fruit off the stem, admire its health and freedom from pests, and take a
bite of that fruit, benefiting from the nutrients locked up inside. And
the fruit is not for the benefit of the tree; it is to nourish others with
the life that flows through its branches and stems.

Paul prays that you would be “f ruitful in eve ry good work,” feeding
the world with the life of Christ flowing through your veins. He wants
m o re for you than starting works or helping others from time to time
b e f o re throwing in the towel and saying that’s enough. Go d’s plan is that
you reach out and change your world from the planting of the seed of
an idea to bringing that work to full fruitfulness on the vine. He wants
His plans through you to touch your community in significant ways. As
a member of the Body of Christ, you are a change-maker and a life-
re s t o rer through the power of God within you. While the spiritual fru i t
you bear—“love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,
gentleness and self-contro l” (Galatians 5:22-23 N I V)—can be a tre m e n-
dous blessing in your own life, it is intended to benefit others, allow i n g
them to see Christ in you and come to a saving knowledge of the Tru t h .

Knowing God

More than any other request, Paul prayed that we would “increase in
the knowledge of God.” He prayed it for the Ephesians, the
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Philippians, and here again for the Colossians. These were three of the
most mature and prospering churches he had planted, and yet for each
he prays that their knowledge of God would increase. Why is this?

Peter was the one to state it most clearly:

Grace and peace be multiplied to you in the know l -
edge of God and of Jesus our Lord , as His divine powe r
has given to us all things that pertain to life and
godliness, t h rough the knowledge of Hi m who called us
by glory and virtue, by which have been given to us
e xceedingly great and precious promises, that thro u g h
these you may be partakers of the divine nature ,
having escaped the corruption that is in the world
t h rough lust.

—2 Peter 1:2-4 NKJV (emphasis added)

According to this passage, the knowledge of God gives us:

• All things that pertain to life.

• All things that pertain to godliness.

• Exceedingly great and precious promises.

All of this is so we can partake in His nature and escape the corrup-
tion that comes into our world through lust.

Most often, when we think of lust, we think of sexual lust, but the
Bible often uses this term more broadly. In the parable of the “sower,”
Jesus tells us that fruitfulness in maturing Christians can be choked out
by “the cares of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, and the lusts
of other things” (Mark 4:19 [emphasis added]). These things can grow
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in us like thorn bushes and keep our fruit from ever maturing to
benefit others. In Romans, Paul calls this lust “coveting”:

What shall we say then? Is the law sin? God forbid.
Nay, I had not known sin, but by the law: for I had
not known lust, except the law had said, Thou shalt
not covet.

—Romans 7:7

In this sense, “lust” is referring to an inordinate desire for what
belongs to others. The corruption that “is in the world through lust” is
more simply the tendency to indulge selfish desires, especially at the
expense of others. However, in truth, any indulgence that hinders the
growth of spiritual fruit in our lives is at the expense of those who
might someday have enjoyed the nourishment it provides. When we
decrease our spiritual potency, we handicap those who depend on us.

However, as we grow to know God more fully, such “indulgences”
become less a question of will power and more the reality of a changed
nature. Why indulge lusts when we can find edification through our
relationship with Christ? Certainly we all have drives and desires that
need to be satisfied, but first they must be sanctified. Sex inside of a
happy marriage is a blessing just as ambition toward God’s plan and
purpose for our lives is necessary, but each of these can lead to all kinds
of problems when put to work in service of selfish desires.

Growing in the knowledge and fellowship of God is what keeps such
desires in proper perspective. We escape the corruption that not only
hinders God’s kingdom on the earth but also rots our spiritual fruit on
the branches. And just as trees must continue to grow and flourish
through their seasons of life to remain fruitful, so we must continue to
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grow in the knowledge of God so that we can produce more and more
fruit in each season of our lives—and touch more and more lives for
Christ through that abundant fruitfulness.

Strengthened with All Might

This prayer in Colossians has many similarities to Paul’s prayers for
the Ephesians: in both he prays for our knowledge of Him to increase
and an understanding of His will, as well as to be strengthened inside
out with the might of God. Yet in this prayer, he adds another aspect to
that spiritual strength. He prays that this strength would come through
any situation of life with patience and perseverance exemplified by
joyful praise and thanksgiving throughout.

Joy in the midst of difficult times is a miraculous sign of active faith.
Take for example Paul and Silas in prison in Philippi. It would be easy
in that circumstance to believe they had misspoken or had made a
stupid mistake. Yet they knew through the Spirit of God (Paul’s dream
of a Macedonian calling Him to come there) that they were on the
right track. So, rather than choosing depression and a “paralysis of
analysis”—trying desperately to figure out where they had made a
misstep—they glorified God and sang His praises in joy that they had
served God worthily enough to invoke the devil’s attention and wrath.
They rejoiced that they were suffering for Christ’s sake.

God wants that same joy to flow through you no matter what chal-
lenges, hardships, or problems you might be facing. For that to happen
you need to have inner strength that only God can give. After all, the
treasures of God’s kingdom are different from those of the world for
“the kingdom of God is … righteousness, and peace, and joy in the
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Holy Ghost” (Romans 14:17). Truly, what does the world have to offer
compared to those?

Fit to Partake of God’s Inheritance

Paul closes this prayer with praise to the Father of our Lord and
Savior Jesus Christ because He “has qualified us to be partakers of the
inheritance of the saints in the light” (Colossians 1:12 NKJV).

Again, Ephesians and Colossians are considered to be sister epistles in
Paul’s writings. They bear more similar themes and common phrases
than any other two letters that Paul wrote. Yet the primary themes
differ. Paul’s letter to the Ephesians is the Church—the Body of
Christ—and its function on the earth, while the theme of Colossians is
the Head of that Body—the Lord Jesus Christ—and how we are to
function in relationship to Him.

In closing this prayer, Paul refers to how God has made us fit to
inherit His kingdom with the other saints and how we have been made
fit to be joint heirs with Christ.

He rescued us from the domain of darkness, and
transferred us to the kingdom of His beloved Son, in
whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins. He
is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all
creation. For by Him all things were created, both in
the heavens and on earth, visible and invisible,
whether thrones or dominions or rulers or authori-
ties—all things have been created through Him and
for Him. He is before all things, and in Him all things
hold together. He is also head of the body, the church;
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and He is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead,
so that He Himself will come to have first place in
everything. For it was the Father’s good pleasure for all
the fullness to dwell in Him, and through Him to
reconcile all things to Himself, having made peace
through the blood of His cross; through Him, I say,
whether things on earth or things in heaven. And
although you were formerly alienated and hostile in
mind, engaged in evil deeds, yet He has now recon-
ciled you in His fleshly body through death, in order
to present you before Him holy and blameless and
beyond reproach—if indeed you continue in the faith
firmly established and steadfast, and not moved away
from the hope of the gospel that you have heard,
which was proclaimed in all creation under heaven,
and of which I, Paul, was made a minister.

—Colossians 1:13-23 NASB

What a mouthful! In closing this prayer, Paul launches into praise of
who God is and how Jesus accomplished God’s plan for salvation by
His sacrifice on the Cross. All of this was so that you could be a
partaker of His inheritance, a joint heir with Christ, to the glory of
God the Father forever.

Finding Balance

One of the most difficult things people face as they mature and move
toward their goals and aspirations is to achieve balance. As we have
already discussed, one of the devil’s best strategies is to get us to focus

on only one part of the picture at the expense of all others. For
example, if we are constantly focusing on our own problems, we will be
of very little help to others. If we are spending all our time developing
our ministry, we will not be the spouse, parent, or caring friend that we
need to be. It’s possible to be so into the work of the Lord that we
forget about the Lord of the work. 

Just as incorrect weights and balances in the marketplace lead to
dishonesty and thievery, incorrect balance between all of the important
realms of a person’s life leads to faulty decision-making and poor judg-
ment. Paul’s prayer here in Colossians 1 calls for correct balance in our
lives—the only true way of realizing God’s full will, walking worthy of
His pleasure, bringing His will to fruitfulness in our own lives as well
as those of others, increasing in our knowledge of Him, and being
strengthened spiritually by meeting all persecution and times of diffi-
culty with joy and thanksgiving.

Perhaps to do that you will need to slow down in some areas to
devote more time to others. The Puritans, for example, while they
prized industry as a virtue, also felt that working more than your allot-
ted hours for the day—thus taking away from time spent with God
and family—was a greater sin than laziness. Living a balanced life may
seem to cost you in some respects in the short run, but in the long run,
you will be building a life rather than simply earning a living—a life
full of godly fruit to share with others and becoming the blessing God
has called you to be.
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Praying Colossians 1:9-12 for Yourself

Father,

In the name of Jesus, I praise and thank You for Your faithfulness
to continue the good work You began in me until that day You
call me home to be with You. Because of this, Father, I ask that
You further reveal to me the calling and purpose for my life,
making it more and more real to me so I both know how to walk
it out and have the spiritual insight into its timing and applica-
tion; and that in every situation I would clearly see Your will and
know how to pursue it effectively in order to fulfill Your perfect
will for my life.

Cause each step I take in working out Your plan to be pleasing to
You, Lord, and all of my efforts to overflow with fruitfulness.
Cause each step I take to also increase my knowledge of You and
help me grow closer to You.

I pray that I would continually grow in Your strength according to
Your power to the point that nothing can phase me, and that I
can endure anything that might come at me with joy and thanks-
giving for what You have done for me, what You are currently
doing, and what You are yet to do because, through Jesus, You
have made me fit to take part in the inheritance laid up for all of
the saints who walk in Your light.

Amen.

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Paul’s Prayer in Context through

Various Translations

Colossians 1:3-14 from the New International Version (NIV)

We always thank God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, when we
pray for you, because we have heard of your faith in Christ Jesus and of
the love you have for all the saints—the faith and love that spring from
the hope that is stored up for you in heaven and that you have already
heard about in the word of truth, the gospel that has come to you. All
over the world this gospel is bearing fruit and growing, just as it has
been doing among you since the day you heard it and understood
God’s grace in all its truth. You learned it from Epaphras, our dear
fellow servant, who is a faithful minister of Christ on our behalf, and
who also told us of your love in the Spirit. 

For this reason, since the day we heard about you, we have not
stopped praying for you and asking God to fill you with the knowledge
of his will through all spiritual wisdom and understanding. And we
pray this in order that you may live a life worthy of the Lord and may
please him in every way: bearing fruit in every good work, growing in
the knowledge of God, being strengthened with all power according to
his glorious might so that you may have great endurance and patience,
and joyfully giving thanks to the Father, who has qualified you to share
in the inheritance of the saints in the kingdom of light. For he has
rescued us from the dominion of darkness and brought us into the
kingdom of the Son he loves, in whom we have redemption, the
forgiveness of sins. 
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Colossians 1:3-14 from The Message (THE MESSAGE)

Our prayers for you are always spilling over into thanksgivings.
We can’t quit thanking God our Father and Jesus our Messiah for
you! We keep getting re p o rts on your steady faith in Christ, our
Jesus, and the love you continuously extend to all Christians. T h e
lines of purpose in your lives never grow slack, tightly tied as they
a re to your future in heaven, kept taut by hope.

The Message is as true among you today as when you first
heard it. It doesn’t diminish or weaken over time. It’s the same
all over the world. The Message bears fruit and gets larger and
stronger, just as it has in you. From the very first day you
heard and recognized the truth of what God is doing, you’ve
been hungry for more. It’s as vigorous in you now as when you
learned it from our friend and close associate Epaphras. He is
one reliable worker for Christ! I could always depend on him.
He’s the one who told us how thoroughly love had been
worked into your lives by the Spirit.

Be assured that from the first day we heard of you, we haven’t
stopped praying for you, asking God to give you wise minds
and spirits attuned to his will, and so acquire a thorough
understanding of the ways in which God works. We pray that
you’ll live well for the Master, making him proud of you as you
work hard in his orchard. As you learn more and more how
God works, you will learn how to do your work. We pray that
you’ll have the strength to stick it out over the long haul—not
the grim strength of gritting your teeth but the glory-strength
God gives. It is strength that endures the unendurable and
spills over into joy, thanking the Father who makes us strong
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enough to take part in everything bright and beautiful that he
has for us.

God rescued us from dead-end alleys and dark dungeons. He’s
set us up in the kingdom of the Son he loves so much, the Son
who got us out of the pit we were in, got rid of the sins we
were doomed to keep repeating.

Colossians 1:3-14 from the New Living Translation (NLT)

We always pray for you, and we give thanks to God the Father
of our Lord Jesus Christ, for we have heard that you trust in
Christ Jesus and that you love all of God’s people. You do this
because you are looking forward to the joys of heaven—as you
have been ever since you first heard the truth of the Good
News. This same Good News that came to you is going out all
over the world. It is changing lives everywhere, just as it
changed yours that very first day you heard and understood
the truth about God’s great kindness to sinners.

Epaphras, our much loved co-work e r, was the one who bro u g h t
you the Good News. He is Christ’s faithful servant, and he is
helping us in your place. He is the one who told us about the
g reat love for others that the Holy Spirit has given yo u .

So we have continued praying for you ever since we first heard
about you. We ask God to give you a complete understanding
of what he wants to do in your lives, and we ask him to make
you wise with spiritual wisdom. Then the way you live will
always honor and please the Lord, and you will continually do
good, kind things for others. All the while, you will learn to
know God better and better.
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We also pray that you will be strengthened with his glorious
p ower so that you will have all the patience and endurance
you need. May you be filled with joy, always thanking the
Fa t h e r, who has enabled you to share the inheritance that
belongs to Go d’s holy people, who live in the light. For he has
rescued us from the one who rules in the kingdom of dark-
ness, and he has brought us into the Kingdom of his dear
Son. God has purchased our freedom with his blood and has
f o r g i ven all our sins.
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5chapter five

Bind Us Together

The God of patience and consolation grant you to be
likeminded one toward another according to Christ Jesus:
That ye may with one mind and one mouth glorify God,

even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ.
Romans 15:5-6

In the latter chapters of the book of Romans, Paul is dealing with a
very specific problem in the church in Rome. Since Christianity is a
universal religion bringing all humanity back to God—Jew and
Gentile; Greek, Roman, and “barbarian”; slave and free; king and
commoner; as well as every race, color, creed, and ethnicity on the
planet. With all of those various backgrounds and upbringings, how
would those Roman Christians ever see eye to eye enough to pray,
praise, work, and plan together to expand God’s kingdom on the earth?
Could they function in unity despite their differences?

Rome was the New York City of its day, a hodgepodge of culture,
commerce, government, and art. People came from all over the known
world to settle there. At the same time, people from all of these various
backgrounds, races, and cultures were coming to Christ. How were
they to all tolerate one another enough to come together as one church
worshipping God and expanding His kingdom?

In Romans, chapter 13 through the first part of 15, Paul discusses
just what living by the law of love means. He discusses what duties
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c i t i zens have to their nation and then goes into a long discussion of
s e rving custom versus conscience. Some said one day was holy, others
said all days we re equally holy; some refused to eat meat sacrificed to
idols, others said whatever was sanctified by prayer was good for
consumption. Paul summed it up this way:

I know and am convinced by the Lord Jesus that there
is nothing unclean of itself; but to him who considers
anything to be unclean, to him it is unclean. Yet if
your brother is grieved because of your food, you are
no longer walking in love. Do not destroy with your
food the one for whom Christ died. For the kingdom
of God is not eating and drinking, but righteousness
and peace and joy in the Holy Spirit.… Therefore let
us pursue the things which make for peace and the
things by which one may edify another.… We then
who are strong ought to bear with the scruples of the
weak, and not to please ourselves. Let each of us please
his neighbor for his good, leading to edification.

—Romans 14:14-15, 17, 19; 15:1-2 NKJV

In this passage, Paul makes his strongest argument for de-emphasiz-
ing the minor issues of faith and customs of worship in favor of loving
one another always with the goal of mutual edification.

We, too, should be willing to put aside the little things that are not
of great importance for the sake of seeing others grow closer to Christ.
The true issues are faith and honoring God, not particularly the
manner in which these are practiced. We are to encourage one another
to exercise the freedom available in Christ rather than adhere to reli-
gious bonds and meaningless traditions.
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One of the drawbacks of religious practice is that too often it is used
to control others—sadly this still happens today. The burden of legal-
ism and creating one source of “truth” puts power and wealth in the
hands of the religious leaders who control them. The Sadducees and
Pharisees did this, as did the priests and priestesses of the “gods” of
Rome. The Roman emperors were prime examples of this, claiming to
be deity and demanding to be worshiped.

To d a y’s cults and sects are formed under the premise that one
person has re c e i ved a special re velation from God that has never been
g i ven to anyone else. Soon that person would become the voice and
g u a rdian of that “s p e c i a l” re velation. Paul urges the Romans to
distance themselves from those who enslave others and lead them away
f rom the liberty available in Christ. One of his main problems, of
course, was that believers from Je rusalem we re trying to re t u r n
Christians to the laws of the Old Testament and re m ove them fro m
the freedom of life in the Sp i r i t :

Whatever things were written before were written for
our learning, that we through the patience and
comfort of the Scriptures might have hope.

—Romans 15:4 NKJV

From this point Paul then launches into prayer. In the process, he
reveals the one true key to unity in the Church: May the God of
patience and encouragement grant all of you

(a) The will to operate with one mind and speak with one voice—
acting and speaking with harmony according to who you are in
Jesus Christ—
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(b) Unity, through which you may glorify the God and Father of our
Lord Jesus.

—(Romans 15:5-6 PARAPHRASED)

The key to unity is not disagreeing less, or even agreeing more—the
key to unity is each of us knowing who we are in Christ and acting in
accordance with that. The more we are like Jesus, the more we will be
in unity with one another. We won’t be carbon copies of one another as
many religions and cults require—molding people to conform to their
standards of dress, speech, and behavior. Rather, we will be walking in
true unity, each part of the Body of Christ functioning to its fullest
capacity in obedience to Christ, the head.

Think about this as well for a moment. If we are to be similar in
thought, where is the brain of the body? It is in the head. And who is
the head of the Church? Jesus. So again, to be like-minded is to be
Christ-minded and Christ-directed. And then again, how did Jesus
speak? Where did He get His words of wisdom? “Whatever I say is just
what the Father has told me to say” (John 12:50 NIV). So if we are
going to speak in unity, it is not a matter of saying the same things, but
rather it is all of us saying what Jesus leads us to say.

Have you ever been studying the Bible and seen something truly
amazing that you had never seen or heard? If you are listening, you will
probably hear that same principle or insight from your preacher during
his sermon, a Sunday school teacher’s lesson, the pages of a Christian
book, or from some other source within the Church. Unlike those who
hold that they alone have received a revelation, God’s true revelations
come to many in the Body of Christ, ensuring their purity and
integrity and drawing us all together in unity.
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Why Is Unity So Important?

Paul’s desire for us to live in unity is crucial, clear, and echoed in Old
Testament wisdom:

Two are better than one, because they have a good
reward for their labor. For if they fall, one will lift up
his companion. But woe to him who is alone when he
falls, for he has no one to help him up. Again, if two
lie down together, they will keep warm; but how can
one be warm alone? Though one may be overpowered
by another, two can withstand him. And a threefold
cord is not quickly broken.

—Ecclesiastes 4:9-12 NKJV

Separated, we are vulnerable to outside pressures, but together we are
strong. We are to avoid divisions and work toward unity. As Jesus said,
“If a house be divided against itself, that house cannot stand” (Mark
3:25). Division is perhaps the number one reason today that the Body
of Christ is not as effective as God has called it to be.

Jesus acknowledged the importance of unity in Him when, on the
night He was to be arrested and tried before being taken to the Cross,
He prayed for His disciples and “for them also which shall believe on me
t h rough their word” (John 17:20). In that praye r, he prayed for our unity
three times, but He never prayed more than once for anything else:

I pray for them: I pray not for the world, but for them
which thou hast given me.… Holy Father, keep
through thine own name those whom thou hast given
me, that they may be one, as we are.… That they all
may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee,

that they also may be one in us: that the world may
believe that thou hast sent me. And the glory which
thou gavest me I have given them; that they may be
one, even as we are one: I in them, and thou in me, that
they may be made perfect in one; and that the world
may know that thou hast sent me, and hast loved
them, as thou hast loved me.

—John 17:9, 11, 21-23 (emphasis added)

When Christ spoke of forgiveness in Matthew 18—one of the very
things needed to keep divisions from developing between Church
members—He also immediately spoke of the power unity would make
available to the Church:

If two of you shall agree on earth as touching any thing
that they shall ask, it shall be done for them of my
Father which is in heaven. For where two or three are
gathered together in my name, there am I in the midst
of them.

—Matthew 18:19-20 (emphasis added)

It was also in times of Church unity in the book of Acts that God
was able to move the most profoundly, as on the Day of Pentecost
when the Holy Spirit was first sent to dwell on them:

When the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were
all with one accord in one place.

—Acts 2:1 (emphasis added)
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In Acts 4:

They lifted up their voice to God with one accord.…
And when they had prayed, the place was shaken
where they were assembled together; and they were all
filled with the Holy Ghost, and they spake the word
of God with boldness.

—Acts 4:24, 31 (emphasis added)

And in Acts 13 when the Holy Spirit first called Paul to be a
missionary and an apostle:

There were in the church that was at Antioch certain
prophets and teachers.…As they ministered to the
Lord, and fasted, the Holy Ghost said, Separate me
Barnabas and Saul for the work whereunto I have
called them. And when they had fasted and prayed,
and laid their hands on them, they sent them away.

—Acts 13:1-3

Throughout his letters, Paul continually echoes the importance of
this unity. He paints one of the most beautiful pictures of how the
Body of Christ should work together to fulfill God’s plans for the earth
in his letter to the Ephesians:

I therefore, the prisoner of the Lord, beseech you that
ye walk worthy of the vocation wherewith ye are
called, with all lowliness and meekness, with longsuf-
fering, forbearing one another in love; Endeavoring to
keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace. There is
one body, and one Spirit, even as ye are called in one
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hope of your calling; One Lord, one faith, one
baptism, One God and Father of all, who is above all,
and through all, and in you all. But unto every one of
us is given grace according to the measure of the gift
of Christ.… And he gave some, apostles; and some,
prophets; and some, evangelists; and some, pastors and
teachers; for the perfecting of the saints, for the work
of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ:
Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the
knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man,
unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of
Christ.… From whom the whole body fitly joined
together and compacted by that which every joint suppli -
eth, according to the effectual working in the measure of
every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying
of itself in love.

—Ephesians 4:1-5, 11-13, 16 (emphasis added)

Like the parts of a body or a great machine, each member of Christ’s
Church has a part to play in interaction with all of the others, and only
through each part working as it has been called can the whole body be
properly edified in love. As we saw in Paul’s prayer in Ephesians 3, it
would be only “with all the saints” (Ephesians 3:18 NKJV) that the
surpassing power of God’s love would be understood.

This picture of unity and function is one that has been lost by many
looking for ways to set themselves or their group above others. W h i l e
t h e re are some points of salvation that are crucial to adhere to (such as
Jesus being divinely the Son of God), other pre f e rences in how we
worship or the order of our services should not create barriers and
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cause divisions between members of the Body of Christ. While we
may prefer to “do things our own ways” in our individual meetings or
s e rvices, that is no excuse for not standing together in prayer and
action, as Pastor Ted Ha g g a rd in Colorado Springs says, “to make it
h a rd for people to go to hell from our city.” While there is a fight to
be fought, it is not over minor points of doctrine as Paul pointed out,
but between those who know God and the powers and principalities
who would keep people from knowing God. The truth of the matter is
that none of us can accomplish the will of God on our ow n .

On the subject of being like-minded, Paul also wrote:

If there be therefore any consolation in Christ, if any
comfort of love, if any fellowship of the Spirit, if any
bowels and mercies, fulfill ye my joy, that ye be like -
minded, having the same love, being of one accord, of one
mind. Let nothing be done through strife or vainglory;
but in lowliness of mind let each esteem other better
than themselves.

—Philippians 2:1-3 (emphasis added)

Then later in the same chapter, Paul expresses why such like-minded-
ness is so difficult:

I trust in the Lord Jesus to send Timotheus shortly
unto you, that I also may be of good comfort, when I
know your state. For I have no man likeminded, who
will naturally care for your state. For all seek their own,
not the things which are Jesus Christ’s.

—Philippians 2:19-21 (emphasis added)
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Division comes through selfishness; unity comes through seeking the
things that are Christ’s.

Paul saw this problem of division erupt in areas where he had estab-
lished churches almost as fast as he could plant them. When he went
on to start new works, legalists would follow him and take the freedom
of new believers, who were learning to be led by the Holy Spirit, and
return them to the bondage of life following the letter of the law. This
divisiveness almost always led to the promotion of their personal
ministries over the promotion of Christ’s kingdom.

Where Paul planted unity and power in the Spirit, immediately Satan
would be sent in to provoke those motivated more by selfishness than
the love of God to steal its word, its unity, and its power through “a
different gospel.”

Today we see this same spirit of division everywhere to the extent it is
dividing churches from one another, creating factions within churches,
as well as dividing spouses, longtime friends, and families within the
church to the point that those in the church look no different from
those in the world.

In this praye r, Paul acknowledged that there are other virt u e s
needed in order for those in the church to be able to work in unity.
In verse 5, Paul calls the Father “the God of patience and consolation
[encouragement (N A S B)].” It is not hard to see why we need patience
with one another if we are going to operate in unity, and Paul had
just spent the last few chapters explaining that believers should
encourage and edify one another rather than each judging the way
the other seeks to honor Go d .
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In effect, a key to living in unity is to always have the good of
others in mind and to walk in patience as we work tow a rd gre a t e r
f reedom in Christ.

True Unity

It has often been said, “If you have a vision that you can accomplish
on your own, it’s not from God.” It is not God’s desire that His Body
on the earth work piecemeal to accomplish His will. We will never
accomplish it all in that way. While each of us has a unique part, it is
only when we connect and work in concert with others that God’s
perfect will can be made manifest.

That is why God is not just calling us to gather together and tolerate
one another’s differences, but to join our individual visions with those
of others to encourage and work together, “So we, being many, are one
body in Christ, and every one members one of another”(Romans 12:5).

As you find your place in Christ, you will see that it fits in with what
others are doing as together God’s common goals are being accom-
plished on the earth. When you and your brethren become one in
Christ, all believers “may with one mind and one mouth glorify God.”
Add your voice to Paul’s that true unity will come to the Body of
Christ and that it will begin with one person—you!

Praying Romans 15:5-6 for Yourself

Heavenly Father,

I know that it is by Your Spirit that I have the power to forgive,
and that it is through the fruit of Your Spirit that I can overcome

Give Me Your Hope

The God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing, that
ye may abound in hope, through the power of the Holy Ghost.

Romans 15:13

As we begin looking at Paul’s shorter prayers, it is important to
remember that God is not impressed so much by the length of a prayer
as by the faith that prayer expresses. It is easy to get caught up in the
eloquence and magnitude of Paul’s prayers to the Ephesians,
Colossians, and Philippians and think his other prayers are not as
powerful, but that is not the case. They are just as important, and,
because of their shorter length, in many ways more useful. What would
it do for our “continually instant” prayer lives if the phrases of such
shorter prayers were so ingrained in us that we prayed them for others
every time we remembered someone?

Normally when we feel led to pray a short prayer for someone else, it
is basically just: “God, please bless _____.” Instead we should pray
something like: “Father, direct _____’s heart into Your love and into
patient waiting for Christ. Comfort _____’s heart and establish _____
in every good word and work. I pray that _____ would increase and
abound in love for those in _____ family and church. Please, God of
peace, sanctify _____ wholly that _____ whole spirit, soul, and body
would be preserved blameless until the day of Christ.”
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Our prayer lives would almost certainly be more powe rful if we we re
to pray such short prayers of faith regularly as the Holy Spirit leads us.
Again, following the Sp i r i t’s leading in such prayers throughout our
days—as well as longer ones when we have the time and feel so led—
is exactly what Paul must have meant by his admonition to “p r a y
without ceasing.”

The better we understand the depth and meaning of these prayers—
whether they be long or short—the more faith and understanding we
can invest in them. And the more we understand them, the more faith
they release. And the more faith we release in our prayers, the more
they strengthen us as well as those we are praying for.

Thus Paul added this prayer for the Romans almost immediately after
he offered up a prayer for their unity: “May the God of hope—the
Creator and Provider of hope—fill you with joy and peace to the degre e
that you place your trust and faith in Him, that you may ove rf l ow in
hope by the power of His Holy Sp i r i t” (Romans 15:13 PA R A PH R A S E D) .

Imagine the confusion caused by the merging of so many cultures
and traditions. Unity must have seemed like a hopeless dream. Paul’s
prayer spoke to the heart of the first thing they needed before they
could resolve their differences—hope to jump-start their faith.

Without Hope We Are Lost 

Before We Begin

Why is it so important for you to have hope in your heart? What
difference does it make? And why is it that of all the things Paul prays
for the Roman believers, he asks that God would fill them to overflow-
ing with divine hope? Why hope? Why not faith? Why not love? Why
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would hope be the first thing on his mind? Do we need such hope as
believers today? What is the purpose of such hope?

Perhaps the first clue comes in the prayer itself: Paul prays that the
“ God of hope” would fill them with joy and peace in pro p o rtion to
their trust in Him, and in addition to this—and as a result of it—that
He would ove rf l ow their lives with hope through the power of the Ho l y
Spirit. Paul refers to God as “the God of hope,” inferring that He is the
a u t h o r and p rov i d e r of hope, that He created it and distributes it. Ho p e
is a gift from God, and joy and peace are by - p roducts of hope. Joy and
peace are the fruit that grow on the branches; hope is part of the lifeblood
that flows through the branches to make that fruit grow. For you to fulfill
your purpose and divine calling, you will need Go d’s hope working in
your life before you will even take the first step tow a rd accomplishing it!

Hope is crucial for the accomplishment of any endeavor. Without it,
you will do nothing—literally. In fact, the lack of hope is at the base of
every problem you face in your life—it is a paralysis that captures and
entraps you, keeping you from accomplishing your divinely appointed
purpose on the earth.

At its most basic, hopelessness keeps people from attempting
anything they might dream to do: Consider the young man who is
hopeless about making the sports team. He probably won’t even try
out, but if he does, he is likely to give a halfhearted effort on the court
or out on the field. Consider the young woman who feels hopeless
about pursuing her dream to be a singer. In the absence of hope, she
probably won’t even audition for the choir. The employee who has no
hope of promotion will most likely give an inferior effort. Parents
without hope of peace are likely to discipline their children inappropri-
ately while in search of it.
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How about you? What is that dream that God has placed in your
heart? Without hope, your dream is dead before it starts. God may be
calling, but without hope, you cannot answer.

It is important to ask the God of hope to give you His hope. Here’s
why: In the face of Satan’s onslaught to steal, kill, and destroy you and
your family, you need hope. In the face of the growing resistance and
intolerance of Christianity in the world today, you need hope. And in
the face of God’s calling upon your life to spread the Gospel to friends
and neighbors trapped in the self-indulgent atmosphere of our society,
the first and foremost thing you need to stay on course is hope.

Hebrews 6:19 tells us that hope is a sure and steadfast anchor for our
souls. If you have hope, you can stay steady as a rock and weather the
storm (just as Paul did when he finally got his wish to sail for Rome!);
without it, you are lost and adrift and subject to whatever direction the
wind blows—or however you are tossed by the waves. You will need
hope in the midst of the tests, trials, and persecutions that inevitably
will challenge your life.

In fact, Paul even states that hope is a blessed outcome of tribula-
tions, trials, and persecutions:

We also exult in our tribulations, knowing that tribu-
lation brings about perseverance; and perseverance,
proven character; and proven character, hope; and
hope does not disappoint, because the love of God has
been poured out within our hearts through the Holy
Spirit who was given to us.

—Romans 5:3-5 NASB
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How do tribulations, trials, and persecutions lead you to hope? Well,
for those who don’t know Christ, they don’t necessarily. Many who run
into resistance on the path to their dreams and aspirations compromise
or give up long before they fulfill them. But for those who have Christ’s
hope overflowing in their hearts, new persecutions and trials give them
only new chances to see His salvation and deliverance, which deepens
their faith. When trials and persecutions are endured and overcome,
character is developed. The person becomes increasingly determined to
do the right thing no matter what the circumstances, and that proven
character helps that person cling to the eternal and not the temporary.
The persecutions and trials will pass, but God will stand steadfast
through it all. And so will you when you have hope and faith working
in your life.

As James 1:2-3 (NIV) teaches us, “Consider it pure joy, my brothers,
whenever you face trials of many kinds, because you know that the
testing of your faith develops perseverance.” So cling to Him as that
solid Rock of your salvation. No matter what the world and Satan
throw at you, remember that you have a great hope that will survive
the attack and even overcome it by the power of God. And no matter
what it looks like at the moment, you will never be disappointed by
that hope. One day when God has seen you through it all yet one more
time, you will be the one who is laughing, and those who scoffed and
criticized you in the midst of the turmoil will recognize God’s hand
upon your life.

Remember, no one starts a journey they have no hope of finishing,
but many with hope will finish journeys they had never imagined
beginning. Whatever answer you are looking for from God begins with
the hope of receiving that answer. Why not take the time right now to
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ask the God of all hope to give you His supernatural hope and fill you
with the confident expectation that what He started in you He will
fulfill in you? Ask Him, by the power of the Holy Spirit, to revive in
you and your loved ones the dreams and desires He placed there to
begin with, and to rekindle the passion for Him and His kingdom that
once burned so brightly.

There is an adversary of your soul who is determined to steal and
extinguish your hope so that you cannot fight the good fight of faith
and fulfill God’s purposes for your life. But the God of all hope wants
to fill you with His joy and peace in believing, so that you will abound
in hope and walk in victory. It is time to start praying and believing
that hope is yours for the asking—because it is. Don’t give up on your
dream, and don’t let go of your hope!

Establish My Heart in Your Love

God himself and our Father, and our Lord Jesus Christ, direct
our way unto you. And the Lord make you to increase and

abound in love one toward another, and toward all men, even as
we do toward you: To the end he may stablish your hearts

unblameable in holiness before God, even our Father, at the
coming of our Lord Jesus Christ with all his saints.

1 Thessalonians 3:11-13

When Paul prayed, his prayers poured forth from the flow of what he
was writing about as well as from the heart of the Holy Spirit who was
writing through him. In this first letter to the church in Thessalonica—
which is believed by many scholars to be the first letter written by Paul
to be recorded in the Bible—Paul expresses his concern for their faith.
Paul was concerned that the persecutions, which forced his departure
from Thessalonica, had worn on them and caused them to lose faith.
He had sent Timothy to see how they were doing, and Timothy
returned with the news that not only were they doing well, but they
were also spreading the Gospel with zeal throughout Macedonia. Later
in the letter, Paul says this about the excellence of their love:

As to the love of the bre t h ren, you have no need for
a n yone to write to you, for you yo u r s e l ves are taught
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by God to love one another; for indeed you do practice
it tow a rd all the bre t h ren who are in all Ma c e d o n i a .

—1 Thessalonians 4:9-10 NASB

Here we see, once again, that Paul pauses to pray for them, not
because of their need or want, but in the midst of their worthy progress
and out of a desire to return to them again shortly: I pray that God
himself, our Father, and our Lord Jesus Christ, smooth the path between us
so that we may soon return to you and may the Lord:

(a) Make you increase, abound, excel, and overflow in your love for
one another.

(b) Make your love increase for everyone else around you both in the
church there and outside of it, both in Thessalonica and through -
out Macedonia, even as our love for you has grown.

(c) May establish and strengthen your hearts to be blameless and pure
in holiness before our Father God, whom we will see when our
Lord Jesus Christ returns for us with all the saints who have gone
home before us.

—(1 Thessalonians 3:11-13, PARAPHRASED)

Even though they were doing much better than he had expected,
Paul prays for the continued growth of their love that they might be
even more secure in their faith and righteousness before God. This
seems to echo the sense that our Christian lives are truly pilgrimages—
or walks—and that there is no time during that journey when it is safe
to sit back and say, “Yes, finally, this is far enough,” until we know we
have accomplished the purpose God has specifically planned for us on
the earth.
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Abounding in Love

In 1 Corinthians 13, Paul says that love is the most powerful thing in
the universe. 

[The love of God] bears all things, believes all
things, hopes all things, endures all things. [T h i s ]
l ove n e ve r f a i l s .

—1 Corinthians 13:7-8 NKJV

[inserts and emphasis added]

Why is love so important? Because love is the only spiritual muscle
that motivates us to do the right things, in the right ways, for the right
reasons, and at the right times. Go d’s love “is the fulfillment of the
l a w” (Romans 13:10 N I V)—it is the accomplisher of righteousness and
holiness. Faith, in fact, works by love. (See Galatians 5:6.) It is the
m a rk of the Christian life that is to set us apart from those in the
world—as the song says, “They shall know we are Christians by our
l ove.” It is the sign of spiritual exuberance as opposed to inner defi-
ciencies or a life crippled by deep personal hurts. It is also the vine
f rom which all the other fruit grow — “ j oy, peace, patience, kindness,
goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-contro l” (Galatians 5:22-23
N I V). Again, the Scriptures tell us, “Against such things there is no
l a w” (v. 23 N I V) .

Love is the only thing that moves us outside of ourselves to join with
others or to help others. The need for this love is the magnetism that
God uses to attract us—without it we feel the “God-sized hole” within
us. It is also the glue that binds together the different joints, ligaments,
bones, muscles, and organs of the Body of Christ into one effective
unit, moving toward the fullness of Christ. (See Ephesians 4:16.) And
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it is the attraction that draws those outside of the Body to come in and
find their proper place in the kingdom of God.

Paul tells us that we have no reason to ever be lacking in love, because:

The love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the
Holy Ghost.

—Romans 5:5

Paul prays that this love would increase and abound within them to
the point that it overflows to both those within the Church and those
outside the Church. Given all of this, it is easy to see why love is so
important in their lives. However, the fact that Paul feels obliged to
pray for it has a concerning downside. If he has to pray that it continue
to grow when they are already excelling so much in this area, it means
that love can diminish if it is not nurtured.

In Jesus’ messages to the seven churches in Asia Minor and
Macedonia at the beginning of the book of Revelation, He reprimands
the church at Ephesus for this very reason:

“I know your works, your labor, your patience, and that
you cannot bear those who are evil. And you have
tested those who say they are apostles and are not, and
h a ve found them liars; and you have perseve red and
h a ve patience, and have labored for My name’s sake and
h a ve not become we a ry. Ne ve rtheless I have this against
you, that you have left your first love . Remember there f o re
f rom where you have fallen; repent and do the first work s ,
or else I will come to you quickly and re m ove yo u r
lampstand from its place—unless you re p e n t . ”

—Revelation 2:2-5 NKJV (emphasis added)

Though they excelled in knowledge, discernment, and wisdom, they
had forgotten the love that had brought them to Jesus in the first place.
They had grown content—acknowledging truth intellectually rather
than living it. They had come a good distance on the journey toward
fulfilling their calling, but they had stopped to set up camp only
partway there. Assuming that they were doing so much better than
others—they knew so much more than the other churches and had so
much more revelation—they must have reasoned that they could stop
here and rest. Jesus’ message, however, was clear, “I will come to you
quickly and remove your lampstand from its place—unless you repent.”

The church in Laodicea ran into a similar problem because they’d
grown lukewarm:

“I know your works, that you are neither cold nor hot.
I could wish you were cold or hot. So then, because
you are lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I will
vomit you out of My mouth. Because you say, ‘I am
rich, have become wealthy, and have need of
nothing’—and do not know that you are wretched,
miserable, poor, blind, and naked—I counsel you to
buy from Me gold refined in the fire, that you may be
rich; and white garments, that you may be clothed,
that the shame of your nakedness may not be revealed;
and anoint your eyes with eye salve, that you may see.
As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten. Therefore be
zealous and repent.”

—Revelations 3:15-19 NKJV

The Laodiceans had grown complacent in their prosperity and had
mistaken worldly wealth for true riches. This attitude threatened to keep
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them from accomplishing the calling Christ had for them. Yet Jesus still
l oved them and counseled them to repent and re c over their ze a l .
Ot h e rwise, they could easily have missed all that God had for them.

Jesus also warned that in the last days, others would also falter in
this are a :

“Because lawlessness will abound, the love of many
will grow cold.”

—Matthew 24:12 NKJV

We must never take for granted what God has given us so freely. We
need to fan it back into flame through meditation on the Word, prayer,
and exercising the “spiritual muscle” that the love of God poured so
bountifully into our hearts.

Established Hearts

Why is it the spiritual muscle of love that Paul wanted to see so fit
and fruitful? He wanted their hearts and ours to be established as
blameless in holiness before God until the return of Jesus Christ. The
Ephesians and the Laodiceans had let their love and zeal grow cool.
Now they were in danger of becoming “unestablished,” meaning that
the place God had called them to would be given to someone else. Paul
wanted them to be firmly founded in their faith through the active
growth of their love.

In this sense as well, Paul is praying that their hearts would be so
firmly rooted in love that they could never be separated from their
faith, their mission, or their growth and progress toward holiness. And
Paul is surely not praying for them for their sakes alone. The church in
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Thessalonica was quickly proving itself to be a center of the expansion
of the Gospel throughout Macedonia, Achaia, and “in every place your
faith toward God has gone forth, so that we have no need to say
anything” (1 Thessalonians 1:8 NASB). In other words, their evangelism
was going so well that there was no need for Paul or his companions to
go to the area and found new works—the Thessalonians were already
doing it! Those whom he had been concerned with about losing their
faith in his absence were instead thriving. What a confirmation that
must have been to the power of the Gospel!

Continue to echo Paul’s prayers for this abounding love for all those
the Holy Spirit brings to mind as you go through your days that you
might be established in and accomplish all He has called you to do and
be. May His love in you abound more and more to overflowing!

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8chapter eight

Lord, Make Me Holy

The very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God
your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless

unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. Faithful is he
that calleth you, who also will do it.

1 Thessalonians 5:23-24

The day you were born again, your spiritual passport changed. No
longer were you a citizen of the earth with an uncertain future in eter-
nity, but a citizen of heaven, now living in a foreign, and sometimes
hostile, world. As it was said of Abraham when God called him out of
Ur to the Promised Land, he and his family “admitted openly that they
were foreigners and refugees on earth.… They are looking for a country
of their own” (Hebrews 11:13-14 GNT).

It’s common to hear among immigrants to the United States who are
raising families here, “We would never do that in the home country.
We did things very differently there. These things meant something
there. Oh, I wish we could go back to the old country someday so you
could see.” Even though their lives were now planted in the soil of a
new homeland, they have trouble forgetting the old.

We, who have our citizenship in eternal life, should no longer long
for the “old country.” If we had been flourishing there, we never would
have left, just as immigrants would not have left their former homes if
they had been happy there. Still it’s true that our old lives often call to
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us. As those applying for American citizenship are required to swear off
allegiance to their old nation before they can become citizens of this
country, how much more should we forsake all allegiance to the desires
of this world when we swear allegiance to our Lord Jesus Christ and
become citizens of His kingdom?

When God calls us to sanctification and holiness, He is calling us to
turn our backs on sin and worldly desires and pledge our allegiance to
heaven instead. In so doing, we become foreigners in this world. Aliens.
Should we stand out and act a little differently than the rest of the
crowd if that is truly the case? Should people be able to see that some-
thing is a little different about us? Shouldn’t we be set apart from the
common crowd in many very noticeable ways?

In the closing verses of 1 Thessalonians, Paul prays a prayer for the
total and complete sanctification of the Thessalonians that they might
be set apart to the works of the kingdom of God rather than confined
by the dictates of the world and culture they lived in: May the God of
Peace Himself sanctify you completely from the inside out, through and
through (make you an uncommon standout in your world, holy, setting you
apart for His purposes). I pray to God that your entire spirit, soul, and
body be persevered secure, complete, blameless, and sound (fit for heavenly
use) until our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ’s return. Since He who calls you
is faithful, he will also make your sanctification sure” (1 Thessalonians
5:23-24, PARAPHRASED).

In exactly the same way, God has called you out of the will of this
world and its god (See 2 Corinthians 4:4.) into lives lived by the light
of heaven. Are you willing to live by this greater citizenship, or are you
still trying to “fit in,” in a world that scoffs at righteousness? Are you
willing to leave your allegiance to the things of this world in the dust,
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and count it all as “loss compared to the surpassing greatness of
knowing Christ Jesus”? (Philippians 3:8 NIV).

Set Apart for His Good Work

As we discussed in the last chapter, Paul had expected the worst for
the Thessalonians, but he instead received word from Timothy that
their faith was solid and their love growing. Indeed, they were even
spreading the truth of Jesus Christ throughout the region. New
churches must have been forming everywhere they went. Because of
this good report, Paul commends them and thanks God for them, yet
at the same time he warns of the complacency that can come in the
midst of such success. His message, in essence, seems to be something
along the line of, “You are doing so well, bless God! Yet now, in the
midst of your accomplishments, you are in an even greater danger of
falling into temptation than ever before! Now that you are something
in God, how much more Satan would like to see you fail and take
down the faith of those who have heard your message and believed
your testimony. The damage your fall could do is greater than what you
have achieved to date, so stay strong! Live for holiness! Don’t let your-
self lapse into complacency and ineffectiveness. Don’t let yourselves
become recaptured by the cultural norms surrounding you. Live even
now as citizens of heaven!”

In Paul’s own words earlier in 1 Thessalonians, he said:

Brethren, we request and exhort you in the Lord Jesus,
that as you received from us instruction as to how you
ought to walk and please God (just as you actually do
walk), that you excel still more. For you know what
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commandments we gave you by the authority of the
L o rd Jesus. For this is the will of God, your sanctification.

—1 Thessalonians 4:1-3 NASB (emphasis added)

Paul clearly expresses his desire here that they press on in Christ to
their complete sanctification in Him. In the following verses, he goes
on to give an overall description of what that sanctified life should
look like:

Abstain from sexual immorality; that each of you
know how to possess his own vessel in sanctification
and honor, not in lustful passion, like the Gentiles
who do not know God; and that no man transgress
and defraud his brother in the matter because the
Lord is the avenger in all these things, just as we also
told you before and solemnly warned you. For God
has not called us for the purpose of impurity, but in
sanctification. So, he who rejects this is not rejecting
man but the God who gives His Holy Spirit to you.

—1 Thessalonians 4:3-8 NASB

Of all the things Paul could mention—greed, deceit, hatred, pride, or
the like—Paul hits a note for the Thessalonians that very much
resonates in our culture today. There is no question about it: sex sells.
For those in Thessalonica at the time of Paul’s visits, sexual gratification
was the primary marketing strategy of the pagan temples, very much as
it was in Corinth (which is also likely the location from which Paul
wrote his two epistles to the Thessalonians).

Sexual activity with priests or priestesses in these temples was the
“spiritual” worship of the culture. In a society where such indulgence
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was seen as the norm and practiced outside of God’s design, there must
have been great pressure to participate. Was it possible for a person in
Thessalonica to walk through the main part of town and not at least
get tempted a dozen times to entertain the fantasy of such acts? Or for
the Thessalonian believers to be able to hold fast to the model God had
given them—monogamous sex with one person for life, sanctified by
the covenant and sacrament of marriage?

Christians today have the same challenges. Our culture seems to be
obsessed with sexual innuendo. It permeates our advertising, literature,
and entertainment. It comes to us on the Internet, sometimes without
our permission. Day after day, night after night, we are bombarded
with unwelcome images that corrupt our values and tempt us to act
outside the will of God. 

Such open and pervasive propaganda might cause some to believe
these things are permissible. We may begin to ask ourselves as Eve did,
“Did God really say we should not eat the fruit? Maybe He just wants
us to miss out on something good!” But Jesus exposed sexual sin at its
very root—in the mind:

“You have heard that it was said to those of old, ‘You
shall not commit adultery.’ But I say to you that
whoever looks at a woman to lust for her has already
committed adultery with her in his heart.”

—Matthew 5:27-28 NKJV

Why does Paul emphasize this? Because even though what is done in
private may never be exposed and harm our reputations (although it
very often does), such “intimate” corruption does destroy our true spir-
itual walk and relationship with God. It is an open door for deception
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to creep in and slowly corrode our standards of faith like rust corrodes
a sewer pipe to the point that what is inside—and should be unseen—
begins to leak out. Inner strength is traded for an outer facade—we
trade relationship with God for religious appearance—the very thing
Jesus condemned the Pharisees and Sadducees for:

“You are like whitewashed tombs which indeed appear
beautiful outwardly, but inside are full of dead men’s
bones and all uncleanness. Even so you also outwardly
appear righteous to men, but inside you are full of
hypocrisy and lawlessness.”

—Matthew 23:27-28 NKJV

The message is clear: We need to keep ourselves pure from the fixa-
tions and fantasies of sexual immorality in order to remain effective for
God’s kingdom!

Paul’s Spiritual “To Do” List

Living a godly life is not so much about disciplining the flesh to
avoid doing what is wrong as it is to live by the Spirit and be consumed
with doing what is right. Consider Paul’s list of spiritual dos and don’ts
that lead to his prayer of sanctification for them:

We request of you, bre t h ren, that you appreciate those
who diligently labor among you, and have charge ove r
you in the Lord and give you instruction, and that yo u
esteem them ve ry highly in love because of their work .
L i ve in peace with one another. We urge you, bre t h re n ,
admonish the unru l y, encourage the fainthearted, help
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the weak, be patient with eve ryone. See that no one
repays another with evil for evil, but always seek after
that which is good for one another and for all people.
Rejoice always; pray without ceasing; in eve rything give
thanks; for this is Go d’s will for you in Christ Je s u s .
Do not quench the Spirit; do not despise pro p h e t i c
utterances. But examine eve rything carefully; hold fast
to that which is good; abstain from eve ry form of evil.

—1 Thessalonians 5:12-22 NASB

This list is about getting so caught up in the purpose God has for
your life that sin cannot ensnare you. When temptation comes, can
you say as Joseph did, “How then can I do this great wickedness, and
sin against God?” (Genesis 39:9). For him, sin was personal. It wasn’t a
matter of his own pleasure as much as it was quenching the purpose of
God in his life and hurting his fellowship with Him. It just wasn’t
worth separating himself from God—for how could he do such a thing
to his Friend?

Paul’s list of admonitions here are pretty simple to understand:

1. Appreciate your spiritual leaders—A grateful heart is a heart
open to receive more from God. When we appreciate the gifts
God has given to us in those He has called to be our pastors,
teachers, and leaders, it is much easier for God to impart the
wisdom we need to live the blessed life He wants for us. God’s
pattern is that when we submit to spiritual leaders, He will use
them to impart that wisdom to us. When we are bitter or
angry with them, it is like slamming the door on God’s bless-
ings through them. Certainly we may have differences of opin-
ions and conflicts from time to time, but it is up to us to

forgive and work difficulties through to reconciliation—other-
wise we forfeit God’s blessing through that person!

2. Live in peace with one another; admonish the unruly,
encourage the fainthearted, help the weak, be patient with
everyone—As we discussed in Paul’s Romans’ prayer for unity,
God has not given any of us a dream so small that we can
accomplish it by ourselves. There are parts of God we will
never experience or grow to understand without other parts of
the Body of Christ. That means living in peace with others in
the Church. This also means sometimes confronting others
about tough issues (not being a busybody, but being eager to
see them blessed and grow), as well as building up those who
are going through tough times so they will stay the course.

3. Always overcome evil with good—In the Old Covenant, we
were told to extract an eye for an eye. Evil was confronted with
evil. But today, we live under the New Covenant—a covenant
of grace. Rather than exacting revenge, we are told to turn the
other cheek when we are attacked. We are to bless those who
curse us and forgive those who hurt us. Even our enemies are
those whom Jesus shed His precious blood to redeem.

4. Rejoice always— Rejoicing is not a feeling, it is an action. We
may not feel like rejoicing and praising God when things
a re n’t going well. But that’s why the Bible speaks of a “s a c r i f i c e
of praise” (He b rews 13:15). If we can put a smile on our faces
and praise God in eve ry circumstance, His strength will be
t h e re for us and there will be no circumstance we can’t
e n d u re. “Many are the afflictions of the righteous, but the
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LO R D d e l i vers him out of them all” (Psalm 34:19 N K J V). We
n e ver have an excuse not to re j o i c e !

5. Pray without ceasing—As we are “continually instant in
prayer,” there is never a time when we must deal with our
problems alone. All we need to do is lay our troubles before
the Lord in prayer! As we are reminded of others, we should
pray for them as well. A person who is instant in prayer cannot
be defeated!.

6. In everything give thanks—As with rejoicing, there is no situ-
ation in which we cannot thank God. We may not want to
thank Him for the situation, but we can certainly thank Him
for His promises!

7. Do not quench the Spirit—Be open for God’s miracles and
spiritual gifts at all times. Never try to silence something God
is trying to say because you are embarrassed or fail to pray for
someone when God prompts you to do so. When the Holy
Spirit tells you to do something, do it!

8. Examine eve rything carefully; hold fast to that which is
good; abstain from eve ry form of evil— Even the things we
think we are sure of need careful reexamination from time to
time to reestablish them in our lives. We need to remain eve r
teachable and open to new evidence, even if it may challenge
our stand. Truth often lies at the end of a road of looking at
seemingly opposing facts—and without the analysis of both
sides, we would never have found it as quickly or fully. We
must be lovers of truth in all things if we are to honor the
Truth himself!
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With these clarifications and admonitions, Paul has shown the
Thessalonians the pitfalls they need to avoid in order to live conse-
crated lives and also some of the dos that will make citizenship in God’s
kingdom so much more appealing than the greatest pleasures the world
has to offer. God has so much more for us if we are living by His Spirit!
He has called us to overflowing lives. Why would we want to live any
other way?

Spirit, Soul, and Body

Paul’s prayer here in 1 Thessalonians 5:23 is for total consecration
from the inside out—spirit, soul, and body. We’ve discussed the three-
fold nature of human beings in some detail, but what is interesting to
note here is that when we speak of these three aspects of a person, we
usually list them in the opposite order—body, soul, and spirit—and
often when people read this scripture they put them in that order
without even realizing it. However, Paul’s emphasis was on the spirit.
He rightly discerned that it should be first—that it is the source of true
strength and holiness.

Though Paul lists the body last, he doesn’t disregard the body alto-
gether—it, along with the spirit and the soul, needs to be sanctified. In
fact, the book of Hebrews talks of the importance of sanctifying the
body as believers come into maturity in Christ:

Though by this time you ought to be teachers, you
need someone to teach you again the first principles of
the oracles of God; and you have come to need milk
and not solid food. For everyone who partakes only of
milk is unskilled in the word of righteousness, for he is
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a babe. But solid food belongs to those who are of full
age, that is, those who by reason of use have their senses
exercised to discern both good and evil.

—Hebrews 5:12-14 NKJV (emphasis added)

As we reach maturity from the inside out, we can grow to a point
where even our physical senses will be able to discern the difference
between right and wrong—sort of like the idea that is expressed in the
statements, “Something just doesn’t smell right,” or “Something feels
wrong about this.”

It is God’s desire that we all reach this level of maturity, and every
believer is capable of reaching it. As it says in the last part of this
prayer, “He who calls you is faithful, who also will do it” (1
Thessalonians 5:24 NKJV).

We have a new “home country” in Christ, and it is time to let its
culture, beliefs, and practices take over our lives. Neither are we just
waiting here to go home with Jesus—we are in training to live with
Him in eternity. We have every right to live God’s will “on earth as it is
in heaven” (Matthew 6:10 NKJV). It is time we started praying and
believing for it on a much more consistent basis.

9chapter nine

Fulfill Your Whole Purpose in Me

We pray always for you, that our God would count you worthy
of this calling, and fulfil all the good pleasure of his goodness,
and the work of faith with power: That the name of our Lord
Jesus Christ may be glorified in you, and ye in him, according 

to the grace of our God and the Lord Jesus Christ.
2 Thessalonians 1:11-12

The church in Thessalonica was experiencing persecution on two
fronts: those who despised their faith for Christ’s sake and false teachers
who had infiltrated the congregation. What was Paul’s message to them
to help them stay strong through these pressures?

Jesus is coming again.

More than any other of his writings, the letters to the
Thessalonians—and especially 2 Thessalonians—talks of the second
coming of Jesus Christ and His imminent return for His own.

Yet Paul’s point is not to opt out—looking beyond the difficulties
and the challenges of living, expecting Jesus to launch a “rescue”—but
that Jesus’ imminent return should be a motivator to accomplish all the
more quickly the things God has called us to do on this earth. It was
not a message to look for deliverance in the midst of a losing battle,
but to win the war before time ran out—before our prize and crown of
victory were taken away by our own negligence to act when the time
was right. Certainly the enemy is mounting its offensive and trying to
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scatter confusion within the ranks with false teachings—but don’t let
that set you back! This is not the time to wander aimlessly about. It is
time to make those dreams and hopes in your heart come true! It is for
this fight that God called you out of the world to live for His kingdom.
Don’t disappoint Him—and yourself—by coming up short.

This is why, in the process of encouraging the believers in
Thessalonica to cling to the truth he had taught them, Paul also prays:
Because of your love, your faith, and your patience in the midst of persecu -
tions and tribulations, and because our Lord Jesus Christ is coming again
to be glorified among all who believe on His Gospel as you have, we—
Timothy, Silvanus, and myself—all pray always for you that:

(a) God will recognize you as worthy and enable you through His
ability to accomplish the life’s calling He has given you.

(b) He would fulfill the good pleasure of His goodness in you, fulfilling
by His power all of your desire for goodness and the good things
you endeavor to accomplish.

(c) You would complete the works to which you have set your faith
through the power of God within you.

(d) The name of our Lord Jesus Christ will receive glory from you.

(e) You will have glory in Him as you stand strong and keep your
hands to His plow. Now let all of this be done that glory come by
the grace of our God and of our Lord Jesus Christ.

(2 Thessalonians 1:11-12, PARAPHRASED)

Paul’s prayer is that in the midst of persecution and tribulation, we
would be conquerors—and more than conquerors—not waiting to be
rescued at the brink of defeat. While the world around them grew
darker by the day, he expected them to shine all the brighter to the
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point that the glory of God shone through them in all their deeds and
accomplishments. Would God ask any less of us today?

Recognized as—and Enabled to be—

Worthy of His Calling

While Paul finished his first epistle to the Thessalonians by praying
for their sanctification, he begins his second epistle by praying they
would be worthy of the calling they had in Christ. Paul knew they had
been called to spread the Gospel throughout Macedonia. And knowing
that they had set themselves apart for it and dedicated themselves to it,
he now prayed that they would be up to the task.

It was not that their calling was special or unique—individual call-
ings for believers during the first century are unlikely to be very differ-
ent from our calling to spread the Gospel and expand the kingdom of
God today. However, Paul did not want them to underestimate the
spiritual strength they would need to accomplish these goals. To be
counted “worthy” of this calling was to be recognized as capable of
fulfilling it. Yet sin threatened their success as much as complacency.
They were doing well, the Word was going forth, and it was coming
rather easily. Would they now give in to the temptation to assume it
would always come easily, that there was really no reason to press on to
what God was calling them to do? In praying that they would be
counted worthy, Paul is praying for their further sanctification and
preparation for the task, especially as the task grew more difficult—and
evermore to a deeper holiness.

What Christian concept could possibly be more difficult than that of
spiritual holiness? It’s an easy concept to understand—simply living a
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life that does not offend God, avoids sin, and is blameless before all, a
life filled with spiritual strength and purity to do good. Easy to under-
stand but difficult to do.

Some saw holiness as nothing more than another call to a system of
dos and don’ts—a call to develop a new “law” to govern behavior.
Others saw it as a call to live devoid of all physical pleasures. Others
took the “set apart”-ness of the call for sanctification to the extreme
and locked themselves away in remote places where they hoped to
escape the sinful world. New groups of “Pharisees” and “Sadducees”
appeared with “heavy burdens, hard to bear, and [laid] them on men’s
shoulders; but they themselves [would] not move them with one of
their fingers” (Matthew 23:4 NKJV [insert added]).

The call to holiness seemed to be some type of call back to a form of
living by laws—where freedom in the Spirit was again traded for legal-
ism and false religion. Yet Paul’s definition was different. He empha-
sized freedom in Christ—“all things are lawful” (1 Corinthians 6:12;
10:23)—but choosing what was best out of that for growth toward
Christ. If there was a principle for the day that could be applied it was:
“What will bring me closer to—and make me more like—Jesus?” As
Paul wrote to the Corinthians:

Do you not know that the wicked will not inherit the
kingdom of God? Do not be deceived: Neither the
sexually immoral nor idolaters nor adulterers nor male
prostitutes nor homosexual offenders nor thieves nor
the greedy nor drunkards nor slanderers nor swindlers
will inherit the kingdom of God. And that is what
some of you were. But you were washed, you were
sanctified, you were justified in the name of the Lord
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Jesus Christ and by the Spirit of our God. “Everything
is permissible for me”—but not everything is beneficial.
“Everything is permissible for me”—but I will not be
mastered by anything.

—1 Corinthians 6:9-12 NIV (emphasis added)

And again later in the same letter:

All things are lawful, but not all things are profitable.
All things are lawful, but not all things edify. Let no
one seek his own good, but that of his neighbor.

—1 Corinthians 10:23-24 NASB (emphasis added)

Avoid the weights and burdens that will keep you from finishing
your race in Christ:

Let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which so
easily ensnares us, and let us run with endurance the
race that is set before us, looking unto Jesus, the
author and finisher of our faith, who for the joy that
was set before Him endured the cross, despising the
shame, and has sat down at the right hand of the
throne of God.

—Hebrews 12:1-2 NKJV (emphasis added)

An example of this might be how Jesus healed. He didn’t allow
himself to be weighed down with certain methods. Instead, He focused
on getting the job done. In one case, Jesus laid His hands on the blind
and commanded them to see; (See Matthew 9:27-30; 20:29-34.) in
another case he simply commanded the man’s sight to return. (See
Mark 10:46-52.) One account has Jesus spitting on the ground,
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making mud, and laying it on the person’s eyes, (See John 9:1-7.) and
in another he spit in the man’s face! (See Mark 8:22-26.) All had the
same problem—blindness—yet each, by the Spirit, received a different
prescription for healing. It was not a case of Jesus’ method as much as
His sensitivity and obedience to the Spirit of God within Him. Jesus
didn’t just open a little book, turn to the section on “Healing the
Blind,” and follow the directions set forth there. Instead, He listened to
the voice of the Spirit inside—a channel He kept open through
constant communication with His Father—and obeyed what He was
told to do. And, as a result, all of these people were healed.

Jesus—and for that matter, Paul as well—walked as renegades in the
face of “re l i g i o u s” leaders not because of their lack of holiness, but because
they walked by the dictates of the living, breathing Spirit of God rather
than by a dusty and dead set of laws, rules, and regulations. As each
person addressed is unique, Go d’s response to each can also be unique,
and for that, we must go directly to Him to know how to act rather than
simply re f e rence some code of behavior we have memorized in the past.

Now don’t misunderstand. There are some actions and behaviors that
are sin and should be avoided at all costs, but within acceptable behav-
ior there is still always a range of possible responses. What the Spirit of
God tells you to do will always line up with what the Word of God
tells you is right. Yet the best behavior for a given situation will always
be the one the Spirit of God shows you, even if it is unconventional—
and it is in your obedience to what the Spirit of God shows you that
true holiness and worthiness are found.

Thus how are you “enabled” to fulfill God’s calling for your life on
the earth? Through keeping in constant contact with headquarters in
heaven and simply following God’s instructions in all things.

Fulfilling the Good Pleasure 

of His Goodness

It is possible to get a job done by simply meeting the minimum
requirements. But God has called us to do every job with excellence.
That’s what Paul meant by praying that we would “fulfill the good
pleasure of His goodness.” When we do, we almost always come out
feeling stronger and happier.

“Fulfilling the good pleasure of His goodness” and “fulfilling the
work to which He has called you with power” is thus not simply
getting the job done, but it is finishing the race more “whole” than we
began it, and that every life touched along the way would also be more
“whole” for having been part of that success.

Experiencing the Glory of God

The most common ending to all of Paul’s prayers is that what we
become, what we do, and how we live our lives would all work together
to bring glory to God the Father. Yet at the end of this prayer, he adds
to it a slightly different nuance—not only that God would be glorified
through us, but that we would experience His glory as well.

In the movie Chariots of Fire, about missionary and Olympic gold
medalist Eric Liddel, he says, “I believe that God made me for a
purpose—for China. But He also made me fast. And when I run, I feel
His pleasure. To give it up would be to hold Him in contempt.…To
win is to honor Him.” In the natural, it would seem there is little glory
at a sporting event outside of winning. But Eric Liddel understood two
types of glory: the glory of becoming an Olympic gold medalist and
the glory of giving his life for God. He felt God’s pleasure as he did his
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best to win for himself and for the glory of God—his victory becoming
a testimony to God’s greatness.

God has called us to similar success in the field or occupation in
which He has gifted us. That should not be at the expense of all else
that He has called us to in life, including walking in integrity, fulfilling
the Great Commission, committing to a full and satisfying family life.
God wants us to live excellently and find success as a testimony to
others of His greatness, but success at the expense of any of the other
areas of His promises is no testimony at all. It is our job to pursue His
will and live for His pleasure.

Spiritual Victories

We can’t expect to win spiritual victories unless we are commited to
spending time in spiritual training. If we don’t show discipline in
choosing the things that will bring us closer to God over the things
that will draw us away from Him, how can we expect to inherit true
spiritual riches?

Paul’s prayer here for the Thessalonians is for full—whole—victory as
they work toward the crown God has for them in Christ Jesus. He
wants them to accomplish their mission to spread the Gospel and
God’s kingdom, and do it in a way that allows them to fully enjoy their
relationship with Him, their families, their personal lives, their reputa-
tions, their careers, their physical health, their mental and emotional
health, and their prosperity.

As you meditate upon, study, and pray this prayer for yourself and
others, may you plug into this fullness and experience His glory more
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and more in all you do! God is calling you to great things—enjoy every
step along the way to accomplishing them in His full pleasure.

10chapter ten

Establish Me in Your Truth

Our Lord Jesus Christ himself, and God, even our Father,
which hath loved us, and hath given us everlasting

consolation and good hope through grace, comfort your
hearts, and stablish you in every good word and work.

2 Thessalonians 2:16-17

What does deception do to a person?

Nestled against the Front Range of the Rocky Mountains in Boulder,
Colorado, the U.S. government maintains offices for the National
Institute of Standards and Technologies (NIST), the mission of which is
“to develop and promote measurement, standards, and technology to
enhance productivity, facilitate trade, and improve the quality of life.”
It is here that an atomic clock is maintained that sends out the correct
time via satellite all over the world. It is also here that the Weights and
Measures Division uses the latest technologies available to ensure that
all of our measurements—lengths, weights, and volumes—are as accu-
rate as possible. Over half of the U.S. Gross Domestic Product is
affected by the measures established by NIST.

The Bible tells us:

A false balance is an abomination to the LORD,
but a just weight is His delight.

—Proverbs 11:1 NASB
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The marketplace in Solomon’s day was filled with dishonesty.
Merchants manipulated the weights in order to squeeze as much
money as possible from each purchase. Over time, the merchant would
increase his profits by 10 percent because of his false weights—a very
subtle form of theft that was difficult to prove.

Nowadays, such deception is rare because of the efforts of organiza-
tions such as NIST that go to great effort and expense to make sure our
measurements are “true.” They check and recheck their calculations to
keep them as true as modern technology can make them.

We would be well advised to be just as diligent to ensure that the
“truths” we build our lives upon are also as precisely “true.” In matters
of truth, we cannot be complacent and assume that everything we hear
is true. We must carefully check things out ourselves by the plumb
lines of God’s Word and the witness of the Holy Spirit in our hearts.

Because of this, Paul emphasizes that it is those who “love the truth”
who make their callings and elections sure. It is also what he prays for
them in 2 Thessalonians 2:17 when he requests that they be “estab-
lished in every good word and work” (NKJV). He was praying that they
would fully know the truth, apply that truth, be firmly founded in that
truth, and as a result that truth would set them free in all areas of their
lives, just as Jesus said it would:

[Jesus said,] “If you abide in My word, you are My
disciples indeed. And you shall know the truth, and
the truth shall make you free.”

—John 8:31-32 NKJV

By abiding in His words—meditating upon them diligently and
living them out in your life—you will know the truth, and that truth
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can indeed set you free from all that could hold you back from accom-
plishing God’s purpose and calling for your life. The truth can keep
you correctly on course to all that God promised and called you to
walk out on the earth.

Shortly after Paul had written his first epistle to the Thessalonians, he
heard that false teachers had gone to Thessalonica carrying a false
epistle with his name on it. So in his second letter to them, after
correcting the false teaching, he prayed for their establishment—that
they would be firmly founded in the truth he had first taught them:
May our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ Himself and God our Father—who
loved us and by His grace (His unmerited favor towards us) has already
given us eternal comfort (everlasting consolation) and good (firm, well-
founded) hope to:

(a) Comfort and encourage your hearts (your inner persons).

(b) Encourage and establish you [make you steadfast and unswerving]
in every good word (truth).

(c) Encourage and establish you [make you steadfast and unswerving]
in every good work (good deed and action).

—(2 Thessalonians 2:16-17, PARAPHRASED)

Paul was praying that they would hold on to the truth he had taught
them and use it as the foundation for all they were doing. With the
truth well established in their hearts and minds, he hoped they would
be impervious to false teaching. 

In our time of diverse teachings, countless sects, denominations, and
cults, and satellite television where anyone with a message and the right
amount of money can find a place to teach the naïve and uninformed,
we need more than ever to cling to the truths God has set forth in His
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Word and by His Spirit. More than ever, we need to learn to recognize
and be established in God’s truth if we are going to escape deception.

Loving the Truth

In his absence and after Timothy’s first report back on the events
happening in Macedonia (to which Paul had responded in his first
letter to the Thessalonians), someone had taken a false letter to them
stating that the Rapture had already happened! The bogus document
declared that Nero was the antichrist, Jesus had already returned, and
they were living in the midst of the tribulation. What a stir this must
have caused! What would such news do to their evangelistic outreaches?
What would they tell the churches they had planted?

So it is that Paul, seemingly on the heels of his first letter to them,
writes another letter to set the record straight. He writes that this other
letter was, in fact, a forgery and that none of these things had yet
occurred. Then he carefully reminded them that they had covered the
order of end-time events when they had first been together. He
patiently went over the things that would occur before Christ’s return
and cautioned them not to be fooled by false reports. Paul reminded
them of the great apostasy that would come first and draw many away
into deception. And once again, he comforted them, restating that the
only ones who would be deceived would be those who “did not receive
the love of the truth, that they might be saved” (2 Thessalonians 2:10
NKJV). Paul goes on to say:

We should always give thanks to God for you,
brethren beloved by the Lord, because God has chosen
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you from the beginning for salvation through sanctifi -
cation by the Spirit and faith in the truth.

—2 Thessalonians 2:13 NASB (emphasis added)

How are we to be saved from deception? Through “sanctification by
the Spirit” and “faith [which works by love] in the truth.” The Word of
God and the Spirit of God are our best tests of the truth—but we must
continue to seek the truth at all times with the same love that makes us
pursue knowing Christ better each day.

When we first meet Jesus, recognize Him as the Truth, and make
Him our Lord and Savior, we are saved. We have stepped through the
gate—out of Satan’s jurisdiction and into God’s kingdom. After that,
it’s each person’s choice. The further we walk into the truth, the further
we travel into God’s kingdom. We can stand just inside the threshold,
or we can keep walking until the kingdom surrounds us and becomes
part of us.

As we move forward, we will see new aspects of truth, like the
features of a mountain we climb or a forest we hike through. We will
encounter the smell of it; we will be able to touch and taste its fruit.
We will not only learn our own way around better, but soon we will be
guiding others.

Only those who truly love truth and are willing to pursue it to the
point that it changes them will ever experience the fullness of God’s
kingdom. Those who accept whatever they are told will build their lives
on partial truths and their faith will waver because of it. They will be
living their lives with weights and measures that are just a little bit off.
In the end, they will be saved, but they will never really fulfill the
purpose for which they were called.
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So what does deception do? It weakens the structural integrity of
anything we want to construct for God, including lives that give glory
to Him. It also pushes us off course and keeps us from fulfilling our
God-given purpose. This is why Paul prayed that his spiritual children
would be established in the truth.

The God of Consolation, 

Comfort, and Hope

Being corrected is never easy. Some people prefer to cling to lies
rather than admit they’ve invested in deception. The greater the lie they
have believed, the more difficult it is to discard it and turn again to the
truth. That’s why “loving the truth” is so important. Being constantly
in pursuit of it and making small adjustments to make sure your
weights and measures are dead on is the only way to ensure the
integrity of your faith.

Paul could have called for judgment when he realized that the
Thessalonians had fallen for a false doctrine. Instead, he appealed to
“God the Father, who has loved us, and through His grace given us
everlasting consolation and good hope” to “comfort your hearts and
establish you in every good word and work.” Paul is requesting that
they be restored in a spirit of love and reconciliation.

This is a wonderful lesson for those who realize they have fallen for
deception. Paul’s prayer reaches across the bands of eternity to comfort
and console them, just as it did for the Thessalonians. They, too, can
know that the Spirit of truth is within them, not to condemn them,
but to establish their righteousness. (See John 16:7-15.)
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Pa u l’s prayer asks that the Thessalonians would re c e i ve hope—but not
just hope, “good hope.” Good hope is beneficial hope. It’s hope that sets
us back on the path and gives us the promise of future possibilities.

The Greatest Adventure of All—

Living for Jesus

All great adventures include obstacles, hardships, and mistakes.
Should our adventure of following Christ be any different? Satan won’t
waste time troubling those who are not troubling him—he is fighting a
tough enough battle without wasting his time on ineffective believers.

The truth of the matter was that the Thessalonians were doing great
things. Because of them the Gospel was spreading throughout
Macedonia and Achaia. Those false messengers were sent to cripple
their testimonies and destroy their confidence. Paul sent them correc-
tion not to belittle them for falling for the deception; he was interested
in reestablishing them in the truth so that they could get back to doing
the great things they had been involved in before. He wanted to restore
their boldness and rekindle their hope in God’s calling. He wanted to
make them stronger so that they would be less vulnerable in the future.

It is interesting to note that Jesus likened both the false doctrines of
the Pharisees and Sadducees (see Matthew 16:6-12). and the true
doctrine of the kingdom of God (see Matthew 13:33). to yeast leaven-
ing bread—just a little bit of either will affect the entire lump. Are you
an advocate for truth?

Meditate on the truth of God’s Word and pray that you would be
more and more firmly founded in it. Pray the same for those in your
church, your church’s leadership, and in your family and community.
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Remember that “Unless the LORD builds the house, they labor in vain
who build it” (Psalm 127:1 NKJV). Continually test the trueness of your
measurements against His so that all you build and accomplish in your
life will be according to His exact standards of truth and will stand the
test of eternity.

Increase Your Patience in Me

The Lord direct your hearts into the love of God, 
and into the patient waiting for Christ.

2 Thessalonians 3:5

The trouble with growing mature, building something worthwhile,
or inheriting the promises of God is that it takes so long. In our world
of microwave popcorn, On-Demand television, guaranteed 20-minute-
or-less pizza deliveries, and one-day Las Vegas no-fault divorces, our
culture does not encourage the art of waiting. However, a tree takes
years if not decades to come into fullness—and, in Psalm 1, it is the
tree, not the microwave popcorn, to which God compares us:

Blessed is the man
Who walks not in the counsel of the ungodly,
Nor stands in the path of sinners,
Nor sits in the seat of the scornful;
But his delight is in the law of the LORD,
And in His law he meditates day and night.
He shall be like a tree
Planted by the rivers of water,
That brings forth its fruit in its season,
Whose leaf also shall not wither;
And whatever he does shall prosper.

—Psalm 1:1-3 NKJV (emphasis added)
155

Paul must have been seeing this with regard to the believers in
Thessalonica as well. Their quick success was having repercussions—
persecutions, trials, and false teachings. They were learning that the
Christian life is more than a 100-meter dash; it was now time to set in
for the marathon.

To this end, Paul prayed for them: May your active pursuit of our Lord
and Savior Jesus Christ:

(a) Lead you more and more into the fullness of God’s love.

(b) Lead you into patience, endurance, long-suffering, and steadfast -
ness of Christ himself as you await His return.

—(2 Thessalonians 3:5, PARAPHRASED)

Paul wanted to ensure that they would survive the difficult times
ahead. More than that, he longed to see them energetically thrive
through it all for that joy on the other side. (See Galatians 6:9.)

Love Is Patient

Before Paul asks that they have patience, he asks that they have love,
because without love, patient endurance is only a smoldering, internal-
ization of anger that will someday explode into something else. It is the
love of God that gives patience its power to change unrighteous
circumstances. Without the sense that we are enduring for the blessing
of those persecuting us, patience can be little more than putting up
with suffering.

The first, and strongest, attribute of the God kind of love that Paul
lists in his most famous discourse on the subject in 1 Corinthians 13 is
love’s patience.
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L ove is patient…is not provoked, does not take into
account a wrong suffered…bears all things, believe s
all things, hopes all things, endures all things. Love
n e ver fails.

—1 Corinthians 13:4, 5, 7-8 NASB

According to this, there is nothing in God’s love that needs to strike
back. It is patient. It endures long. It is not provoked. It keeps no list
of offenses against it to use as evidence of wrongdoing at a later date. It
always believes the best of others, never loses hope, bears all, endures
all, and never fails.

Pastor Richard Wurmbrand spent fourteen years in prison in Ro m a n i a
under a Communist regime on account of his faith. He was re p e a t e d l y
t o rt u red and wore the scars of those tort u res over his entire body. For a
good portion of his imprisonment, Wu r m b r a n d’s family thought he was
dead because that is what Romanian officials had told them. Many of
the things done to him to make him renounce Christ are virt u a l l y
unspeakable. And yet, when he was finally ransomed by believers in the
West and set free, one of the first things he did was start a ministry
called “Jesus to the Communist World,” which is known today as “T h e
Voice of the Ma rtyrs.” In his best-selling book about his experiences,
entitled To rt u red for Christ, Pastor Wurmbrand wro t e :

A flowe r, if you bruise it under your feet, rew a rds yo u
by giving you its perfume. Likewise Christians, tort u re d
by the Communists, rew a rded their tort u rers with love .
We brought many of our jailors to Christ. And we are
dominated by one desire: to give Communists who
h a ve made us suffer the best we have, the salva t i o n
which comes from our Lord Jesus Christ.7
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If we cannot love with such love those who persecute us, how do we
expect God to step in and defend us? As he said again in 1 Corinthians
13, such endurance without suffering is meaningless:

If I surrender my body to be burned, but do not have
love, it profits me nothing.

—1 Corinthians 13:3 NASB

Hope, Faith, and Patience

For us to endure, however, we must have a picture—“a confident
favorable expectation”—of what is ahead for us. Again, our example in
this is Jesus himself:

Wherefore seeing we also are compassed about with so
great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight,
and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us
run with patience the race that is set before us,
Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our
faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the
cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right
hand of the throne of God.

—Hebrews 12:1-2 (emphasis added)

Jesus was able to endure the hardships of the Cross because He had
looked beyond them to the joy on the other side. He had settled it in
His prayer in the Garden of Gethsemane when He prayed, “Not my
will, but thine, be done” (Luke 22:42). He would not give in to the
temptation to give up, call twelve legions of angels, and be delivered
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from that degrading death. All this He did for the joy that lay on the
other side of the Cross—our salvation.

In the book of Romans, Paul echoes this sentiment:

If we hope for that we see not, then do we with
patience wait for it.

—Romans 8:25

We do not see with our natural eyes—hope sees with spiritual eyes.
Our spiritual eyes see what God has ahead for us—then we can, with
patient endurance, wait for it.

Sometimes, that hope is little more than knowing that there is some-
thing more in God if we just keep pushing on and following His voice.
But even when it is not yet clearly defined, we must exercise our faith
and set out to do what God is calling us to do. We must persevere in
order to claim the prize that lies on the other side of our suffering.
Whether we have one step or a hundred, we must trust God. For as the
Scriptures say:

God is fair; he will not forget the work you did and
the love you showed for him by helping his people.
And he will remember that you are still helping them.
We want each of you to go on with the same hard
work all your lives so you will surely get what you
hope for. We do not want you to become lazy. Be like
those who through faith and patience will receive what
God has promised.

—Hebrews 6:10-12 NCV (emphasis added)
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Though we may not always be able to see it with our natural eyes, we
can be assured that God is working out the things He has promised. As
Solomon said:

As thou knowest not what is the way of the spirit, nor
how the bones do grow in the womb of her that is
with child: even so thou knowest not the works of
God who maketh all.

—Ecclesiastes 11:5

Just as a baby grows in the womb of its mother, hidden away from our
natural sight, Go d’s promises take shape in the womb of Go d’s wisdom,
g rowing and maturing until they burst forth into our lives fully formed.

Keep doing your part, keep obeying, and God will take care of His
part. In His perfect timing, your dream, your purpose, your calling will
be born, just as God promised!

Paul saw such patience and endurance in the Thessalonians:

We give thanks to God always for you all, making
mention of you in our prayers; remembering without
ceasing your work of faith, and labour of love, and
patience of hope in our Lord Jesus Christ, in the sight of
God and our Father; knowing, brethren beloved, your
election of God.

—1 Thessalonians 1:2-4 (emphasis added)

We ourselves glory in you in the churches of God for
your patience and faith in all your persecutions and
tribulations that ye endure.

—2 Thessalonians 1:4 (emphasis added)
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Yet he still prayed that they would stay faithful in the love of God.
And his prayer is for your life as well. Stay faithful. Persevere until you
have accomplished all that God has called you to do.

Paul Taught Patience by Example

Paul lived the truth he was teaching the Thessalonians. The prayer he
prayed for them was one he prayed for his own life. Second
Corinthians 11 tells of the things he patiently endured:

I am more: in labors more abundant, in stripes above
measure, in prisons more frequently, in deaths often.
From the Jews five times I received forty stripes minus
one. Three times I was beaten with rods; once I was
stoned; three times I was shipwrecked; a night and a
day I have been in the deep; in journeys often, in
perils of waters, in perils of robbers, in perils of my
own countrymen, in perils of the Gentiles, in perils in
the city, in perils in the wilderness, in perils in the sea,
in perils among false brethren; in weariness and toil, in
sleeplessness often, in hunger and thirst, in fastings
often, in cold and nakedness—besides the other
things, what comes upon me daily: my deep concern
for all the churches.

—2 Corinthians 11:23-28 NKJV

Paul’s testimony is that although these things hindered him and
prevented his success, in the end he had “fought the good
fight…finished the race, [and]…kept the faith” (2 Timothy 4:7 NKJV

[insert added]). He faced much greater obstacles than the vast majority
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of us will ever know, and yet he prevailed. In the final letter we have
from him in the Bible, he called Timothy to follow the same path of
patient endurance:

You followed my teaching, conduct, purpose, faith,
patience, love, perseverance, persecutions, and suffer-
ings, such as happened to me at Antioch, at Iconium
and at Lystra; what persecutions I endured, and out of
them all the Lord rescued me!

—2 Timothy 3:10-11 NASB (emphasis added)

Which persecutions did God rescue him from? Those that he
endured. In other words, it was not the hardship that could defeat him;
it was only his own quitting in the midst of that hardship that could
have done that. God would see him through anything He had called
Paul to do, if only Paul stayed on God’s true course through it to the
other side.

For those following God’s lordship of their lives today, the challenge
is no different, even if the persecutions and trials are. We must push
through to what God is calling us to with the same patient endurance
required of a spiritual triathlon or marathon participant. We are in it
for the long haul. If we fall, we must get up and keep running. If we
take a wrong turn along the way, we must retrace our steps until we are
back on the right path. As long as we head toward God’s calling for our
lives and listen carefully to the instruction and direction of our coach,
we cannot lose. And just as Paul, we must apply ourselves to the acqui-
sition of that calling:

Do you not know that those who run in a race all
run, but one re c e i ves the prize? Run in such a way
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that you may obtain it. And eve ryone who competes
for the prize is temperate in all things. Now they do it
to obtain a perishable crown, but we for an imperish-
able crown. T h e re f o re I run thus: not with uncer-
t a i n t y. Thus I fight: not as one who beats the air. Bu t
I discipline my body and bring it into subjection, lest,
when I have preached to others, I myself should
become disqualified.

—1 Corinthians 9:24-27 NKJV

If you run your race with the same certainty and the same patient
endurance as Paul did, you will one day wear the crown God has set
aside for you in heaven.

Give Us Your Peace

The Lord of peace himself give you peace always 
by all means. The Lord be with you all.

2 Thessalonians 3:16

In Paul’s writings, he refers to God the Father with six different titles:

1. God of patience and consolation

2. God of hope

3. God of all comfort

4. God of our Lord Jesus Christ

5. God of love

6. God of peace

Of these, he refers to only one more than once—“the God of peace,”
which he uses five times. Here in 2 Thessalonians 3:16, Paul attributes
this same quality to our Lord Jesus Christ. Paul must have realized the
role “peace” plays in our understanding of the nature of God and
Christ’s victory on the Cross.

This prayer is a simple and straightforward one: May the Lord of
peace himself, our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ:

(a) Continually grant you His peace (the peace of living in His
kingdom and will) in all situations and in every circumstance no
matter what you face. 
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(b) Be with you always (may you feel His presence at all times).

—(2 Thessalonians 3:16, PARAPHRASED)

Paul knew the Thessalonians had been bombarded and assailed with
persecutions, trials, and false teachings. Their commendable work on
behalf on the Gospel had made them targets. They needed peace—the
peace that goes beyond understanding and adverse circumstances. After
all, Jesus Christ had purchased that God-peace for them on the Cross.
It was their birthright.

The Thessalonians learned that Go d’s peace dwells in the presence of
the risen Christ—the Prince of Peace—and that’s where you can find
it today.

Peace from the Prince of Peace

Of all of Paul’s prayers, this is the only one that asks that our Lord
and Savior grant it rather than God the Father, though he echoes this
prayer to the Father in Romans by asking:

The God of peace be with you all. Amen.

—Romans 15:33

While it is God the Father who is the God of peace, it is Jesus who is
the Lord and Prince of Peace. Jesus is the covenant partner through
whom we have reconciliation with the Father. When He died on the
Cross and rose again, Jesus reestablished our connection to God and
the peace of God began to flow to us again.

Being justified by faith, we have peace with God
through our Lord Jesus Christ.

—Romans 5:1
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And again:

It pleased the Father that in Him all the fullness should
d well, and by Him to reconcile all things to Hi m s e l f,
by Him, whether things on earth or things in heave n ,
having made peace through the blood of His cro s s .

—Colossians 1:19-20 NKJV (emphasis added)

Today we often think of peace as being the absence of conflict
between individuals or nations, or the feeling of serenity we might have
in a quiet moment. Yet in Hebrew, the word peace—shalom—has a
much deeper and richer meaning. The word shalom means literally
“completeness, soundness, welfare, peace … safety, soundness (in body)
… health, prosperity … quiet, tranquility, contentment … friendship
of human relationships [and] with God especially in covenant relation-
ship.”8 Shalom is one of the key words that describes our new covenant
relationship to God through Christ’s blood and sacrifice, and it is the
term through which, when we enter back into covenant with God
through Christ, we become His friend.

God’s definition of friendship goes way beyond our understanding of
the word today. The Old Testament uses it as a covenant term indicat-
ing the establishment of a bond sealed through the shedding of blood.
It literally includes the pledging of one’s all to the protection, success,
health, and overall welfare of the other. It is, in essence, saying you will
do everything within your power to secure the shalom of the other. If
there is a need in the fields or concerning a business matter, you will be
there to help. If an enemy attacks, your sword will fight alongside that
of your friend’s. If there is sickness, your resources are pledged to help
bring healing. And if there is death, your friend’s family is as your own
family and will never go wanting as long as you can help it.
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It is in this same spirit of covenant friendship that David welcomed
Mephibosheth to his table in 2 Samuel 9. Because Mephibosheth was
Jonathan’s son, and David and Jonathan had been in covenant friend-
ship with one another, David restored to Mephibosheth all of the lands
of his father and grandfather, Saul, even though Saul hated David and
had tried to kill him many times. David also made Mephibosheth a
permanent guest at his table in the palace. David set out to ensure the
shalom of Mephibosheth.

It is this kind of peace that Paul asks God to grant the Thessa-
lonians—a full peace that rests in the confidence that God’s resources
are available to you no matter what you might face in the future. In a
sense, Paul was praying that they would live “under the shadow of the
Almighty” (Psalm 91:1).

How are we to live in this peace? By going to the foot of the Cro s s
to re c e i ve Christ’s re d e m p t i ve sacrifice, and then by living continually
in His presence through the work of the Holy Spirit. As Paul said
again in Ro m a n s :

[God] condemned sin in the flesh, that the righteous
requirement of the law might be fulfilled in us who do
not walk according to the flesh but according to the
Spirit. For those who live according to the flesh set
their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who
live according to the Spirit, the things of the Spirit.
For to be carnally minded is death, but to be spiritually
minded is life and peace.

—Romans 8:3-6 NKJV (emphasis and insert added)

Another way of saying it is that our peace comes by our place in Christ:
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In Christ Jesus you who once were far away have been
brought near through the blood of Christ. For he
himself is our peace, who has made the two one and has
destroyed the barrier, the dividing wall of hostility, by
abolishing in his flesh the law with its commandments
and regulations. His purpose was to create in himself
one new man out of the two, thus making peace, and
in this one body to reconcile both of them to God
through the cross, by which he put to death their
hostility. He came and preached peace to you who were
far away and peace to those who were near [both to the
Gentiles and to the Jews].

—Ephesians 2:13-17 NIV (emphasis and insert added)

Because Jesus is our peace, we have peace with God. No longer are
we to be governed by the law with its commandments and regulations,
but we are to live by the law of love and obedience to the Holy Spirit
who now lives within us and guides us.

Follow After His Peace

As we’ve discussed, the coming of the Holy Spirit to dwell in believ-
ers brought a new relationship between prayer and peace. Any anxiety
or concern, any remembrance of someone, was a chance to pray and
lay them before the Lord. As Paul wrote to the Philippians:

Be anxious for nothing, but in eve rything by praye r
and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be
made known to God. And the peace of God, which
surpasses all comprehension, will guard your hearts and
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your minds in Christ Je s u s . Fi n a l l y, bre t h ren, whatever is
t rue, whatever is honorable, whatever is right, whateve r
is pure, whatever is love l y, whatever is of good re p u t e ,
if there is any excellence and if anything worthy of
praise, dwell on these things. The things you have
l e a rned and re c e i ved and heard and seen in me, pra c t i c e
these things, and the God of peace will be with yo u .

—Philippians 4:6-9 NASB (emphasis added)

Here Paul speaks of a peace that is beyond comprehension—a peace
that floods our hearts and minds as we lay our concerns before our
Heavenly Father. When His peace comes, we can be sure what we
prayed for has been answered. What a privilege!

We must be aware though that we must guard that peace from doubt
and unbelief. Once we have our answer, we need to focus our minds on
“whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is right, whatever is
pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is of good repute, if there is any
excellence and if anything worthy of praise.”

Peace can also be viewed as a weather vane directing us in the way we
should be going. When we feel our peace slipping away, we must
actively pursue it. In his last letter to Timothy, Paul told him to
“pursue”—or as The Message version says, “run after”—peace and the
other fruit of righteousness:

Run away from infantile indulgence. Run after mature
righteousness—faith, love, peace—joining those who
are in honest and serious prayer before God.

—2 Timothy 2:22 THE MESSAGE (emphasis added)
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Is the peace of God a constant in your life? If not, pursue it. Let it be
the cornerstone of every decision, every relationship, every activity. In
every aspect of your life, make it your constant conviction to “follow
the peace.” As Paul also instructed the Colossians:

The peace that Christ gives is to guide you in the deci -
sions you make; for it is to this peace that God has
called you together in the one body.

—Colossians 3:15 GNT (emphasis added)

Why pursue peace? Because that is also where God’s kingdom is:

The kingdom of God is…righteousness and peace and
joy in the Holy Spirit.

—Romans 14:17 NKJV (emphasis added)

The Gospel of Peace

We are called to be ambassadors for Christ, ministers of reconcilia-
tion to God, and in these roles, we are to make “peace” part of our
mission to the world. We are to share the gospel of peace with God
with as many as we can. It is, in fact, part of our armor described in
Ephesians 6: “your feet fitted with the readiness that comes from the
gospel of peace” (Ephesians 6:15 NIV). Or as Paul again describes it in
Romans, chapter 10:

“Whoever calls on the name of the LORD shall be
saved.” How then shall they call on Him in whom
they have not believed? And how shall they believe in
Him of whom they have not heard? And how shall
they hear without a preacher? And how shall they
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preach unless they are sent? As it is written: “How
beautiful are the feet of those who preach the gospel of
peace, who bring glad tidings of good things!”

—Romans 10:13-15 NKJV

At the center of God’s will for our lives is His peace. Take time today
to pray that it would be a constant in your life and in the lives of all
those whose lives you touch.

Praying 2 Thessalonians 3:16

Make My Faith Effective

I thank my God, making mention of thee always in my prayers,
hearing of thy love and faith, which thou hast toward the Lord

Jesus, and toward all saints; that the communication of thy
faith may become effectual by the acknowledging of every

good thing which is in you in Christ Jesus.
Philemon 4-6

Paul wrote many letters, but his letter to Philemon is the only one
written primarily to one specific person: an elder of “the church in [his]
house” (Philemon 2 [insert added]) in Colossae. The subject of the
letter is the return of Onesimus, a slave who ran away from Philemon,
became a prisoner with Paul in Rome, heard the Gospel from Paul, and
became a Christian. Now this newly won believer feels convicted to
return to his former master and make amends for the sins he believes
he has committed against him. In the letter Paul asks that Philemon
and his congregation would welcome Onesimus back and forgive him
as a new brother in Christ rather than resorting to the punishments
normally inflicted on runaway slaves.

In the opening lines of this short letter, Paul prays for Philemon,
acknowledging both his love for the family of God and his faith: I
thank God always when making mention of you in my prayers because I
keep hearing reports of your love for all of the saints and the power of your
loyal faith in our Lord Jesus Christ. I pray that the communication and
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sharing of your faith—the fellowship and partnership of your faith—will
grow more and more effective through the knowledge, understanding, and
acknowledgement of every good thing that is in us and that we can do in
Christ Jesus (Philemon 4-6, PARAPHRASED).

Paul’s prayer here is unique in all of his writings. He doesn’t pray that
he would know his purpose and calling in life, that he would be
inwardly strengthened by the Holy Spirit, or that he would receive new
revelations of God’s inheritance or power available to him. Instead,
Paul prays that the effectiveness of Philemon’s sharing of the Word of
God would match and grow with his knowledge of who he was—and
as a result, what he had—in Christ.

In Christ

Some of the most profound and life-changing scriptures in the Bible
are the “in Christ” scriptures. A good place for any Christian—young
or maturing—to start studying the Bible is to find all of the “in
Christ,” “in Jesus,” “in Him,” “in Me,” and “by Me” scriptures. They
tell us who we are now in Christ.

If anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things
h a ve passed away; behold, all things have become
n ew.… For He made Him who knew no sin to be sin
for us, that we might become the righteousness of
Go d in Hi m .

—2 Corinthians 5:17, 21 NKJV (emphasis added)

There is therefore now no condemnation to those who
are in Christ Jesus, who do not walk according to the
flesh, but according to the Spirit. For the law of the
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Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has made me free from the
law of sin and death.

—Romans 8:1-2 NKJV (emphasis added)

All that has changed about you since you accepted Jesus Christ as
your Lord and Savior is wrapped up in your new life in Christ. As
when David looked upon Mephibosheth and saw in him his father,
Jonathan, so God the Father looks upon us and does not see our frail-
ties and sins. Rather, He sees Jesus, His beloved Son and our Redeemer.
Every action, every word has not been reclassified on the basis of our
relationship with the Cross of Christ. Whatever we have failed in, the
Cross has made up for, and whatever good thing we receive, the Cross
has made us worthy of. This is why Paul prayed for the Ephesians in
the first chapter of his letter to them that they would have the right to
know God, understand the hope of their calling in Him, the inheri-
tance they have in Christ, and the dynamic power backing them up to
accomplish all God has called them out of the world to accomplish. We
owe all that we have as Christians to Jesus Christ.

God, who is rich in mercy…made us alive together
with Christ (by grace you have been saved), and raised
us up together, and made us sit together in the heavenly
places in Christ Jesus, that in the ages to come He
might show the exceeding riches of His grace in His
kindness toward us in Christ Jesus.

—Ephesians 2:4-7 NKJV (emphasis added)

According to this prayer, the more we understand of what we have in
Christ, who we are in Christ, and what we can accomplish in Christ,
the more effective our faith will be.
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The Effective Working of our Faith

Once we begin to understand what it means to be “in Christ,” we no
longer have to struggle to believe God’s promises for us today, not
forgetting that we must do our part as well. While Jesus won so much
for us on the Cross, we have access to it only as we “put on Christ.”

You have not so learned Christ, if indeed you have
heard Him and have been taught by Him, as the truth
is in Jesus: that you put off, concerning your former
conduct, the old man which grows corrupt according
to the deceitful lusts, and be renewed in the spirit of
your mind, and that you put on the new man [Jesus]
which was created according to God, in true right-
eousness and holiness.

—Ephesians 4:20-24 NKJV (emphasis and insert added)

Take time to study and meditate on who you are “in Christ.” Pray
that each day would bring a fuller understanding of what that means.
As you learn to live in that revelation, your faith will grow stronger and
your communication of the Gospel to others will become more effec-
tive. Take your seat at God’s table—a seat purchased for you by Jesus,
your Savior and Lord—and feast continually on God’s goodness.
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Praying Philemon 4-6 for Yourself

Father,

In the name of Jesus, I praise and thank You for Your faith and
love in my life.

I pray that the communication of my faith to others would become
increasingly effective. I pray that I would grow bolder as Your pres-
ence and guidance become more real in my life. And I pray that
You would help me better know, understand, and live in the
fulfillment of the potential that I have in Your Son, Jesus Christ.

Amen.

Philemon 4-7 from the Message (THE MESSAGE)

Eve ry time your name comes up in my prayers, I say, “Oh ,
thank you, God!” I keep hearing of the love and faith you have
for the Master Jesus, which brims over to other Christians. And
I keep praying that this faith we hold in common keeps show i n g
up in the good things we do, and that people re c o g n i ze Christ in
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all of it. Friend, you have no idea how good your love makes me
feel, doubly so when I see your hospitality to fellow believe r s .

Philemon 4-7 from the New Living Translation (NLT)

I always thank God when I pray for you, Philemon, because I
keep hearing of your trust in the Lord Jesus and your love for
all of Go d’s people. You are generous because of your faith. And
I am praying that you will really put your generosity to work ,
for in so doing you will come to an understanding of all the
good things we can do for Christ. I myself have gained much
j oy and comfort from your love, my bro t h e r, because yo u r
kindness has so often re f reshed the hearts of Go d’s people.

Philemon 4-7 from the Amplified Bible (AMP)

I give thanks to my God for you always when I mention you
in my prayers, 

Because I continue to hear of your love and of your loyal faith
which you have toward the Lord Jesus and [which you show]
toward all the saints (God’s consecrated people). 

[And I pray] that the participation in and sharing of your faith
may produce and promote full recognition and appreciation
and understanding and precise knowledge of every good
[thing] that is ours in [our identification with] Christ Jesus
[and unto His glory]. 

For I have derived great joy and comfort and encouragement
from your love, because the hearts of the saints [who are your
fellow Christians] have been cheered and refreshed through
you, [my] brother.
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14chapter fourteen

Prayers of Praise and Thanksgiving

We Glorify and Thank You, Father

One of the most wonderful things about Paul’s prayers is that they
consistently begin with praise and worship and end with praise and
thanksgiving. The most common ending to any of Paul’s prayers could
be summed up in the words, “To God be the glory. Amen.” As those
he was praying for received what he was requesting for them—insight
and wisdom, strength from the inside out, excellence, guidance into
His perfect will, unity, hope, abounding love, holiness, purpose, truth,
patience, peace, or effective faith—his greatest desire was that their lives
would ultimately glorify God.

In addition, many of Paul’s prayers were beautifully cast expressions
of praise and thanksgiving to God. They seem to flow forth almost
spontaneously out of the fullness of Paul’s love for Christ and his
appreciation for what He had done for us.

To Him Who Has the Power 

to Establish Us

To him that is of power to stablish you according to
my gospel, and the preaching of Jesus Christ, accord i n g
to the re velation of the mystery, which was kept secre t
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since the world began, but now is made manifest, and
by the scriptures of the prophets, according to the
commandment of the everlasting God, made known to
all nations for the obedience of faith: To God only
wise, be glory through Jesus Christ for eve r. Amen.

—Romans 16:25-27

In this closing prayer to the book of Romans, Paul praises God for
His wisdom and His willingness to share it with humanity. Paul praises
the God who revealed the Gospel to us through the preaching of Jesus
Christ, the teaching of Paul, and the revelation of His mysteries
through the indwelling of the Holy Spirit. This is reminiscent of what
John said in his first epistle:

You have an anointing from the Holy One, and you
all know.…As for you, the anointing which you
received from Him abides in you, and you have no
need for anyone to teach you; but as His anointing
teaches you about all things, and is true and is not a
lie, and just as it has taught you, you abide in Him.

—1 John 2:20, 27 NASB

Paul praises God for the magnificence of the mystery of holiness He
is making known to the universe through the church—the greatness of
the plan of salvation, the intricacy with which it appears in every book
of the Old Testament, the length of time it has been kept hidden, and
the wonder of all wonders that He would reveal it to human beings
rather than angels or other powers and principalities in the heavens.
What other wisdom in the universe could possibly measure up to that?
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And for that reason, he closes in praise “to the only wise God, be glory
through Jesus Christ forever. Amen.”

I thank my God always on your behalf, for the grace
of God which is given you by Jesus Christ; that in
every thing ye are enriched by him, in all utterance,
and in all knowledge; even as the testimony of Christ
was confirmed in you: So that ye come behind in no
gift; waiting for the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ:
Who shall also confirm you unto the end, that ye may
be blameless in the day of our Lord Jesus Christ. God
is faithful, by whom ye were called unto the fellowship
of his Son Jesus Christ our Lord.

—1 Corinthians 1:4-9

Paul wrote his first letter to the Corinthians in response to problems he
learned they we re having in their walk with Christ. He could have
opened his letter to them with a rebuke for their foolishness. Instead, he
chooses to begin his letter with praise for the God who called them into
light in the first place and who was still doing re m a rkable things thro u g h
them. He praises the God of grace who did not immediately call dow n
judgment for their mistakes, but instead corrected them so they could
repent and be re s t o red. He praised the God whose testimony was still
seen in them and who enabled them to “come behind in no gift,” and
would see them blameless and holy by the time His Son returned to the
e a rth. Confronted by their unfaithfulness, Paul points first to Go d’s faith-
fulness and the continued hope they have in Him. Paul wisely re a l i ze d
that it is not the judgment of God that brings people back to Him, but
“the kindness of God leads you to re p e n t a n c e” (Romans 2:4 N A S B) .

Just as Paul wrote in his last letter to Timothy:

If we are faithless,
He remains faithful;

Because God cannot deny His own nature, He remains faithful even
when we are not.

Praise Be to the God of All 

Comfort and Mercies

In the first verses of his second letter to the Corinthians, Paul calls
their attention to the God of all comfort and mercy:

Blessed be God, even the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ,
the Father of mercies, and the God of all comfort;
Who comforteth us in all our tribulation, that we may
be able to comfort them which are in any trouble, by
the comfort wherewith we ourselves are comforted of
God. For as the sufferings of Christ abound in us, so
our consolation also aboundeth by Christ.

—2 Corinthians 1:3-5

Paul’s emphasis is on the goodness of God—His gifts, His fruit, and
His comfort and mercies. We are blessed so that we can be blessings to
others. What we have suffered in, what mistakes we have made, and
the consolation we have received from Christ make us stronger and
better able to reach out with the love of God to others. In this letter,
much more than the first, Paul was calling the Corinthians not only to
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correct their mistakes but also to walk in maturity so that they could be
a blessing to others in Achaia.

Again, later in this same letter, Paul offers other praises to God in the
midst of his writing and teaching:

Thanks be to God, who always leads us in triumphal
procession in Christ and through us spreads every-
where the fragrance of the knowledge of him.

—2 Corinthians 2:14 NIV

Thanks be unto God for his unspeakable gift.

—2 Corinthians 9:15

Paul thanks God for the miraculous gift of salvation and triumph in
Christ. God’s plan is and has always been that His greatness and the
knowledge of Him would be shown to the world through us. What a
privilege to be called to show His glory to the universe!

Paul Thanks God for the 

Faithfulness of Others

In the introductions to his letters to the Thessalonians, Paul thanks
God again for what has turned out to be his greatest joy: that those he
shared the Gospel with would remain faithful to it and prosper in it!

We [Timothy, Silvanus, and Paul] give thanks to God
always for you all, making mention of you in our
prayers; remembering without ceasing your work of
faith, and labour of love, and patience of hope in our
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Lord Jesus Christ, in the sight of God and our Father;
knowing, brethren beloved, your election of God.

—1 Thessalonians 1:2-4 [insert added]

For this cause also thank we God without ceasing,
because, when ye received the word of God which ye
heard of us, ye received it not as the word of men, but
as it is in truth, the word of God, which effectually
worketh also in you that believe.

—1 Thessalonians 2:13

In this same letter, Paul calls those who have heard the Gospel from
him and remain faithful his crown:

What is our hope, or joy, or crown of rejoicing? Is it
not even you in the presence of our Lord Jesus Christ
at His coming? For you are our glory and joy.

—1 Thessalonians 2:19-20 NKJV (emphasis added)

And again a few verses later, Paul says that in fulfilling his God-given
purpose, he has found real life—true joy and satisfaction—in those
who have remained faithful and stand firm in the Lord.

For this reason, brethren, in all our distress and afflic-
tion we were comforted about you through your faith;
for now we really live, if you stand firm in the Lord.

—1 Thessalonians 3:7-8 NASB (emphasis added)

What a wonderful thing it must have been for Paul when he heard
that the Word of God was spreading in Macedonia far beyond the
reach of his own preaching. He knew that the faithfulness of the
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Thessalonians was God’s doing and not his own. And once again, God
was to be praised.

Glory to God for His Greatness

In 1 Timothy, Paul stops twice to give thanks to God for the wonder
of who He is:

Unto the King eternal, immortal, invisible, the only wise
God, be honour and glory for ever and ever. Amen.

—1 Timothy 1:17

In his times he shall shew, who is the blessed and only
Potentate, the King of kings, and Lord of lords; W h o
only hath immort a l i t y, dwelling in the light which no
man can approach unto; whom no man hath seen,
nor can see: to whom be honour and power eve r l a s t-
ing. Amen.

—1 Timothy 6:15-16

In both of these prayers, Paul gives glory to the King of all, the
Su p reme Ruler of the universe without equal, God the Fa t h e r. Both
these passages follow Pa u l’s discussions of the wonders of being called to
be ministers of the Gospel of Christ and agents of Go d’s salvation to the
e a rth. Pa u l’s awe of God only increased as he grew in his understanding
of Go d’s nature and His re d e m p t i ve work on behalf of mankind.

Paul praises Him as the eternal, immortal, and invisible One, the
only wise God, the blessed and only Potentate, the King of kings and
the Lord of lords. He applauds the majesty which no mortal can look
on and live because of His purity and Holiness, yet the One who sent
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His Son to save us, and whose will it is that His manifest wisdom
would be made known to the universe through us, His Church.

Pressing Through to Praise

While Paul faced many hardships in his ministry, more than most of
us will ever dream of facing, he always pushed through in his prayers to
the point of praising God again for His glory and wisdom. He stayed
in prayer until God so filled his heart that nothing else could pour
forth but worship, praise, and thanksgiving.

This is perhaps the greatest insight we can gain from the prayers of
Paul. Prayer is not a duty but a door that opens our lives to God’s
freedom in the Spirit.

Praising and Worshiping God

According to Paul’s Prayers

Father,

You alone have the power to establish all of us according to the
Good News of Christ. You have chosen to reveal through the
Church the mystery of Your manifold wisdom, a secret You kept
from the beginning of Creation until the day you raised Jesus from
the dead. You now are making that wisdom manifest to the entire
universe through those of us who obey You. To You, the only wise
God, be glory through Christ Jesus forevermore.

You, Father, through the grace of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ
have enriched us in all utterance and knowledge and examples
and testimonies to the greatness of Jesus. Therefore we will come

behind in no gift. You have enabled us to be steadfast and blame-
less until the day Jesus returns for us. You are faithful who has
called us into the fellowship of Your Son, Jesus Christ our Lord.

You always cause us to triumph in Your Son and You raise the
aroma of salvation in every place we preach of You and bring
people to know You. You have enabled each of us to be ministers
and ambassadors of Your grace regardless of our pasts and abilities.

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Paul’s Life and Ministry

You have heard of my former conduct in Judaism, how I
persecuted the church of God beyond measure and tried to
destroy it. And I advanced in Judaism beyond many of my
contemporaries in my own nation, being more exceedingly

zealous for the traditions of my fathers. But…it pleased
God, who separated me from my mother’s womb and
called me through His grace, to reveal His Son in me, 

that I might preach Him among the Gentiles.
Galatians 1:13-16 NKJV

From what the Bible and history tell us of Paul, he was born in the
city of Tarsus in the Roman province of Cicilia sometime in the decade
following the birth of Jesus. He was the son of a Pharisee and raised to
be a Pharisee. He was also born a Roman citizen, suggesting that
someone in his ancestry had done some service for the Romans worthy
of such a reward. According to Jewish tradition, he was “circumcised
the eighth day, of the stock of Israel, of the tribe of Benjamin, an
Hebrew of the Hebrews” (Philippians 3:5). The name he was given was
that of another famous Benjamite: Saul, the first king of Israel.

Tarsus was a university town, a center of local commerce, and the
capital of the province. As such it was also home to people of many
different cultures. Paul grew up speaking and writing Greek as well as
Hebrew, and he must have been exposed to Greek and Roman philoso-
phy as well as other Western ways in his education.

While little is known of Saul’s earliest years, it seems evident that his
education began early—probably under his father’s tutelage and in the
local synagogue school. As a youth, Paul picked up a talent for leather
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working and tent making, probably also from his father. It was a skill
that would serve him well in years to come.

At some point Paul outgrew Tarsus and traveled to Jerusalem—in
order to further his education as a rabbi and a Pharisee. (It was later in
his ministry that his nephew, [“his sister’s son,” (See Acts 23:16.)]
warned him that the religious leaders lay in wait to assassinate him.)
Saul must have been an excellent student because only the best were
privileged to learn “at the feet of Gamaliel” (Acts 22:3), who was “a
teacher of the law held in respect by all the people” (Acts 5:34 NKJV).

It would seem that young Saul was an ambitious social climber who
used his heritage and upbringing to press his advantage for promotion
and authority. He had everything going for him—intelligence, educa-
tion, ancestry. It wasn’t long before he had climbed to prominence in
the ranks of the Jewish religious leadership, and he did so with the
blessings of the Romans, who were aware of his citizenship and
impressed with his knowledge of their customs. Who better to one day
become high priest than a Pharisee who was also a Roman citizen?

The late-second-century apocryphal Acts of Paul and Thecla describes
Saul as a “man small of stature, with bald head and crooked legs …
with eyebrows meeting and nose somewhat hooked.”9 It would seem
that what he lacked in height and appearance, even as a youth, he
worked hard to make up for in scholarship, determination, and uncom-
promising pursuit of his goals.

Saul the Persecutor

Pa u l’s early ambitions are perhaps best seen in his zeal to wipe out the
f o l l owers of Jesus. While we have no re c o rd that Saul ever encountere d
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Jesus or heard Him speak, we do know that he violently opposed the
early Christian movement. He also seemed to re c o g n i ze the adva n t a g e
his zeal would gain him in the eyes of the Jewish leadership. So moti-
vated was he, that Paul rejected the advice of his own teacher, Ga m a l i e l .

Gamaliel had expressed his thoughts about how the followers of Je s u s
should be dealt with: “Men of Israel, take heed to yo u r s e l ves what yo u
intend to do re g a rding these men. For some time ago Theudas rose up,
claiming to be somebody. A number of men, about four hundred, joined
him. He was slain, and all who obeyed him we re scattered and came to
nothing. After this man, Judas of Galilee rose up in the days of the
census, and drew away many people after him. He also perished, and all
who obeyed him we re dispersed. And now I say to you, keep away fro m
these men and let them alone; for if this plan or this work is of men, it
will come to nothing; but if it is of God, you cannot ove rt h row it—lest
you even be found to fight against Go d” (Acts 5:35-39 N K J V) .

Saul was religious to a fault. While he refused to shed a drop of
St e p h e n’s blood at his stoning re c o rded in Acts 7, he was more than
willing to stand by and hold the coats of those who took part — c a r ry i n g
out his purpose while holding carefully to the letter of the Law. He did
not have the same problem with throwing believers in prison howe ve r,
nor was he averse to traveling far and wide to stamp out this new sect.

In a short time, he had built a reputation as a fierce persecutor of
Je s u s’ followers. It is easy to understand why Saul did not see Jesus as
the Messiah. For him religion was a means to an end, a path to his goals
of leadership and wealth, and his Messiah would be a conqueror before
whom all other nations of the world would bow. This man who died on
the Cross without a fight was certainly not worthy of his allegiance.

Still … all of that changed in a single day.
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On the Road to Damascus

Saul was on the road to Damascus with letters from the high priest
blessing his mission to extradite the Christians from Damascus to jail
cells in Jerusalem. Just as they were approaching Damascus, a light
from heaven shown down on Saul, blinding him and throwing him to
the ground. The great persecutor then heard the voice of Jesus: “Saul,
Saul, why are you persecuting Me?” (Acts 9:4 NKJV).10

In an instant, Saul realized that the defeated, executed Jesus was no
misguided rebel, but the living Messiah. When the encounter was over,
Saul rose to his feet and was led to Damascus. No, the others assured
him. They had heard a sound but seen nothing.

Saul was no longer interested in capturing Christians and returning
them to Jerusalem. Instead, he sat alone, blinded, refusing food and
drink. There he remained until God sent a disciple named Ananias to
pray for him. Three days after his encounter with Jesus Christ on the
road to Damascus, the scales fell from his eyes and he could see again.
Acts 9:18-19 (NIV) says: “[Saul] got up and was baptized, and after
taking some food, he regained his strength.”

Soon after, Saul began sharing his testimony and preaching in the
synagogues of Damascus, loudly proclaiming Jesus as the Messiah. Saul
stayed in Damascus for some time, learning all he could from the disci-
ples there and growing strong in his faith. Scholars estimate that Saul’s
conversion took place in 34 AD (at most four or five years after the
Crucifixion and Resurrection of Jesus Christ).

According to his letter to the Galatians and Luke’s history of the early
church in the book of Acts, Paul spent the next three years of his life
studying and teaching in Arabia and Damascus. It seems likely that he
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spent this time searching the Old Testament Scriptures and prophecies
about the Messiah to show how Jesus had fulfilled them, as well as
studying the life and teachings of Jesus from the reports of others.

Near the end of these three years, he returned to Damascus where
“Saul kept increasing in strength and confounding the Jews who lived
at Damascus by proving that this Jesus is the Christ [Messiah]” (Acts
9:22 NASB [insert added]). It was not long before these “confounded”
Jews plotted to do away with Saul to shut him up, and he fled for his
life. In order to escape, he was lowered in a basket through a hole in
the city wall by night to avoid those waiting at the gates to kill him.

From Damascus, Saul returned to Jerusalem. His first attempts to
meet with church leaders there were frustrated by his reputation as a
persecutor and the suspicion that Saul was trying to trap them only in
order to deliver them to the Jewish religious leaders. No one would
agree to meet with him except Barnabas, who eventually reconciled
Saul with the others and took Saul to meet with Peter and James.

Saul began again to boldly proclaim Jesus as the Messiah throughout
Jerusalem, which motivated another plot to kill him—this time by a
group of Greek Jews. When the Christian brothers heard of it, they
smuggled Saul out of Jerusalem to Caesarea and sent him off to Tarsus.
According to Galatians 2:1, fourteen years would pass before Saul
would return to Jerusalem.

Barnabas and Saul in Antioch

In the meantime, other believers were also leaving Jerusalem and
Israel because of these persecutions, and one such group traveled to
Antioch. Because of their preaching, a revival broke out there among
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both the Jews and the Gentiles (this was soon after God had shown
Peter that the Gospel was for both the Jews and the Gentiles.) (See Acts
10:1–11:18.) When the church leaders in Jerusalem heard about this
revival, they sent Barnabas to investigate.

Upon his arrival, Barnabas found a great hunger for more teaching
about Jesus—too much for one man to handle. He went to Tarsus,
enlisted the help of Saul, and turned with him to Antioch to continue
encouraging the new believers “that with purpose of heart they should
continue with the Lord” (Acts 11:23 NKJV). It seems that it was in
Antioch that God first laid a burden for the Gentiles on Saul’s heart, as
it was also in Antioch that for the first time followers of Jesus were
called Christians. (See Acts 11:26.) Christianity was just being under-
stood as a message of salvation for all humankind.

The First Missionary Journey

During a prayer meeting of the leaders of the church in Antioch, the
Holy Spirit set Barnabas and Saul apart for a new work to which God
was calling them. (See Acts 13:1-3.) As a result, Barnabas, Saul, and
Barnabas’ nephew, John Mark (probably with others not mentioned)
embarked on what was to become known as Saul’s first missionary
journey. To begin this, they traveled to the coastal town of Seleucia and
then by boat to Salamis on the island of Cyprus.

Barnabas and Saul took the message of Jesus the Messiah to the syna-
gogues throughout Cyprus starting in Salamis all the way to Paphos. In
Paphos, the Roman proconsul called Barnabas and Saul before him so
that he could hear what they were teaching, but a sorcerer named
Elymas opposed them and sought to discredit their message before the
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proconsul. At this, Saul, filled with the Holy Spirit, rose up and
rebuked Elymas, after which the Holy Spirit struck Elymas blind. At
this the proconsul believed.

Two other significant things happened sometime around these events
in Paphos. The first was that Saul stopped being called by the Aramaic
form of his name—“Saul”—in favor of the Roman form—“Paul.” The
second was that before this encounter Saul was always listed behind
Barnabas, indicating he was following Barnabas’ leadership wherever
they traveled. But, Acts 13:13 proclaims the group as “Paul and his
company.” It appears that in Paphos Paul took over the leadership of
the delegation as Barnabas and the others recognized what God was
doing through him.

From Paphos, they traveled by boat to the province of Pamphylia (in
what is today the nation of Turkey) and the cities of Attalia and Perga
(where John Mark—later author of the gospel of Mark—“deserted”
them), then on to the province of Pisidia and the city of Antioch (not
to be confused with the Antioch in Syria). It was in Pisidian Antioch
that Paul more fully recognized it was God’s calling on his life to take
the Gospel to the Gentiles. Before when he went to a new place, he
would first preach Jesus in the synagogues. But now, he found that
unnecessary. Instead, he preached the Gospel wherever he could muster
a crowd. Signs, wonders, and healings continued as they went from
town to town.

Paul’s message of God’s salvation provided through Jesus Christ met
resistance wherever Paul preached it. In Pisidian Antioch, Jews who did
not receive Paul’s teachings rose up against him and drove him on to
the towns of Iconium and then Lystra in the province of Lycaonia.
Eventually his persecutors followed him to Lystra where they mustered
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a mob, stoned him, dragged him out of town, and left him for dead.
(See Acts 14:19-20; 2 Corinthians 11:25.) The Great Persecutor had
become the “Persecuted.” 

Pa u l’s mission on earth was far from ove r, howe ve r, and God raised
him up to continue on to Derbe. After teaching there, he re t u r n e d
t h rough Lystra, Iconium, and Pisidian Antioch to strengthen the new
b re t h ren in these regions, and later returned by boat to Antioch of Sy r i a .

Paul Returns to Jerusalem

In Paul and Barnabas’ absence, a dispute had arisen in the church of
Antioch about what responsibilities Christians had to Jewish law. Based
on what he had learned in prayer and meditation on the scriptures, as
well as what he had seen God do in his travels, Paul knew Jesus had
fulfilled the purpose of the law, and now salvation was found through
faith in Jesus Christ alone. Because of this, he felt compelled to return
to Jerusalem in an official capacity, testify of what God was doing
among the Gentiles, and establish with the leaders of the church that
being circumcised and conforming to Jewish Law was unnecessary to
receive salvation.

Thus Paul’s “official”11 return to Jerusalem was to meet with Church
leaders in an effort to clarify these points. Peter and James supported
Paul’s doctrine of salvation through faith in the “church council”
reported in Acts 15 (which probably took place circa AD 50). But, it
would take time for the Church to fully deliver itself from the bonds of
legalism and sectarianism. After all, these were deeply ingrained parts of
their Jewish heritage.
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Peter and James suggested that new Gentile believers should be
required to follow only certain parts of the law such as abstaining
“from things polluted by idols, from sexual immorality, from things
strangled, and from blood” (Acts 15:20 NKJV). Yet Paul reports in his
letter to the Galatians that “They desired only that we should remem-
ber the poor, the very thing which I also was eager to do” (Galatians
2:10 NKJV). This is perhaps Paul’s first small step toward the revelation
that love alone was the fulfillment of the whole law, as he would write
later to the Roman believers. (See Romans 13:10.)

Despite Paul’s best efforts, however, the controversy continued.
Sometime later, Paul was compelled to rebuke Peter in Antioch for
refusing to eat with Gentile believers. Paul suggested that Peter was
simply afraid of the legalists who were contradicting Paul’s teachings
and saying that new male believers needed to be circumcised before
they could be saved and Jews should not break bread with Gentiles.
(See Galatians 2:11-21.)

Paul’s Second Missionary Journey

After this meeting in Jerusalem, Paul and Barnabas returned to teach
and preach in Antioch of Syria. After some months there, Paul again
felt prompted to take the Gospel westward, but he and Barnabas had a
falling out over who should accompany them. Barnabas wanted to take
John Mark along, but Paul, still bothered by John Mark’s desertion,
would not agree. Instead, Paul promoted the idea of taking Silas. The
disagreement caused the two missionaries to go their separate ways—
Barnabas and John Mark set sail for Cyprus, never to be mentioned in
the book of Acts again. Church history holds that John Mark eventu-
ally left to travel with Peter, from whose sermons he wrote the gospel of
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Mark, while Barnabas, who was originally from Cyprus, was eventually
martyred there. Paul and Silas traveled overland through Tarsus to
revisit Derbe, Lystra, Iconium, and Pisidian Antioch. Along the way,
Timothy joined them.

On this second journey, Paul traveled on through Galatia, but was
forbidden by the Holy Spirit to continue eastward, so he and his
companions turned north. When they reached Mysia, the Holy Spirit
again changed their direction. Instead of continuing north into the
province of Bithynia, they headed west and eventually wound up in
Troas on the western coast of Asia Minor. Here Paul had a vision:

T h e re stood a man of Macedonia, and prayed him,
saying, Come over into Macedonia, and help us. And
after he had seen the vision, immediately we endeav-
o red to go into Macedonia, assuredly gathering that the
L o rd had called us for to preach the gospel unto them.

—Acts 16:9-10

From Troas Paul and company took a ship to Neapolis and from
there traveled to Philippi, where a church was started in the household
of a businesswoman named Lydia. After this, Paul delivered a young
slave girl of a spirit of divination, which angered her masters who had
been profiting from her fortune-telling. They went to the authorities
with their complaints and had Paul and Silas arrested, beaten, and
thrown into prison. That night they sang praises and thanksgivings to
God because they had been counted worthy enough to suffer persecu-
tion for doing good. Eventually they were interrupted when an earth-
quake shook the jail until the doors of the cells sprang open. As a result
of this miracle, the jailer and his family were saved.
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From Philippi, the two traveled to Thessalonica, where Paul again
preached and saw many come to Christ. Yet they were forced to flee by
those who were jealous of their faith. From Thessalonica, they went to
Berea, of whom the book of Acts tells us:

These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in
that they received the word with all readiness of mind,
and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things
were so. Therefore many of them believed.

—Acts 17:11-12

When those who had persecuted them in Thessolonica heard what
was happening in Berea, they went to drive Paul out of there as well.
But Paul was able to leave Silas and Timothy to further encourage and
establish the believers, and he traveled by ship to Athens, where the
Word of God met with little response. Paul then traveled to Corinth
where he spent the next year and a half (circa AD 53-55) establishing a
church beginning in the home of Aquila and Priscilla, a Jew and his
wife who had moved to Corinth when Emperor Claudius expelled all
of the Jews from Rome. Eventually Silas and Timothy joined him in
Corinth with good news of what was happening in Macedonia. Paul
was jubilant to hear of the work the Thessalonians were doing and sent
them his first letter. Though there is some scholarly debate on this
point, it also seems likely Paul wrote his letter to the Galatians during
this stay in Corinth. though some suggest an earlier writing. It is
believed Paul’s second letter to Thessalonica was also written during
this time in Corinth.

From Corinth, Paul traveled by boat with Priscilla and Aquila and
landed in Ephesus. Here Paul forcefully preached in the synagogues
that Jesus was the Messiah. Some in Ephesus asked that he remain
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there and teach them further, but he felt compelled to move on.
Leaving Priscilla and Aquila to minister in Ephesus, Paul departed for
Caesarea, returned to Jerusalem, and then eventually went back to
Antioch of Syria.

Paul’s Third Missionary Journey

Shortly after his return to Antioch, Paul set out again to strengthen
the churches he’d planted in Galatia and Phrygia before returning to
Ephesus for two years “so that all they which dwelt in Asia [Minor]
heard the word of the Lord Jesus, both Jews and Greeks” (Acts 19:10
[insert added]). It was during this time (circa AD 57-60) that handker-
chiefs and aprons were sent to Paul so that he could lay his hands on
them and pray. So potent were his prayers that God’s healing and deliv-
ering power traveled throughout the region. It was a busy time, but
Paul found time to write to the Corinthians while he was there.

The impact of the Gospel in Ephesus was so great that many in the
occult gathered their magic books and burned them in a public display
of their allegiance to Christ (the value of these books was estimated at
50,000 pieces of silver). In another incident, a group of Jewish exorcists
were beaten and left naked by a demonic spirit when they tried to cast
him out in the name of “the Jesus whom Paul preaches” (Acts 19:13
NKJV). Finally so many were coming to Christ that those who made
their living by producing and selling idols were being driven out of
business. As a result, they formed a mob in protest of the growing
Christian population and took the issue before the city officials who
found that no crimes had been committed and dispersed the crowd.
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Shortly before these riots, Paul sent Timothy and Erastus back
through Macedonia to Corinth to prepare the way for his return. Paul
later followed, exhorting the believers in every town along the way. (See
Acts 20:1-3.) Many think that Paul wrote his second letter to the
Corinthians while in Macedonia on the way back to Athens and
Corinth. When he arrived again in Corinth, he spent three months
there. While he felt compelled to continue on to Rome at the end of
that time, he felt he should first return to Jerusalem. Paul wrote his
letter to the Romans during this time in the hope that he would soon
see the believers there. 

Paul then retraced his steps through Macedonia to Philippi from
where he sailed to Troas and spent a week. During this stay, on the first
day of the week, he went to eat with a group of disciples. Since he was
planning to leave the next day, the group kept him teaching until
midnight. A youth named Eutychus, who had been sitting in a
windowsill listening, fell asleep and tumbled three floors to his death.
When Paul saw what had happened, he went to the young man,
embraced him, and the youth’s spirit returned to him.

Paul’s next stop was Mitylene (the largest city on the Greek island of
Lesvos), then on to Chios, Trogyllium, and Miletus. In Miletus, the
Ephesians elders went to him in answer to his summons, and he told
them of the bonds that he knew by the Spirit awaited him in
Jerusalem. Paul said his good-byes—certain that he would never travel
that way again—and exhorted them to remain strong in the Gospel,
acting as shepherds, protecting the church against false prophets and
persecutions that would come.

Paul sailed from there for Patara, then Tyre—where he was again
warned through the Spirit that bonds awaited him in Jerusalem—then
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on to Caesarea. In Caesarea Paul stayed in the home of Philip the
Evangelist and his four daughters who were all prophetesses. There
Agabus went to him and warned Paul that he would be arrested and
imprisoned if he continued on to Jerusalem. But Paul was undeterred.
When others wept for him and urged him not to go, he only answered:

“What do you mean by weeping and breaking my
heart? For I am ready not only to be bound, but also
to die at Jerusalem for the name of the Lord Jesus.”

—Acts 21:13 NKJV

Some days after that, Paul returned overland to Jerusalem.

Paul’s Final Visit in Jerusalem

Paul arrived in Jerusalem for the last time around AD 60. Those in
the church—among them James and some of the other elders—
welcomed Paul warmly and glorified God when Paul told them of his
travels and all who were coming to the Lord in Asia Minor, Macedonia,
and Greece. When he was done, they warned Paul of the controversy
that his ministry was causing among the legalistic Jews. In the hope of
appeasing these Jews, James and the others urged Paul to join a group
of four who were going to vow a vow to purify themselves. As was the
custom, they would shave their heads, go to the temple to pray for
seven days, and in the end offer sacrifices of cleansing. They hoped this
would show those in Jerusalem that Paul still honored the Law.

However, as the seven days grew to an end, a group of the Jews who
had opposed Paul in Asia Minor stirred up the Jews of Jerusalem:
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“Men of Israel, help! This is the man who teaches all
men everywhere against the people, the law, and this
place; and furthermore he also brought Greeks into
the temple and has defiled this holy place.”

—Acts 21:28 NKJV

As a result, a mob seized Paul, intending to take him out of the
temple and kill him. Their efforts were thwarted by Roman soldiers
who put Paul in chains and demanded to know who he was and what
he had done. When no one could give a satisfactory answer, the
soldiers assumed Paul was an Egyptian who had recently stirred up an
insurrection involving four thousand men. They knew nothing differ-
ent until Paul spoke to them in Greek and asked them to quiet the
crowd so he could address them.

Paul’s desire was to defend himself by telling his testimony and what
God had done through him. When the crowd heard him speak in
Hebrew, they quieted. Paul told them that he had once persecuted
those in the way of Jesus. He also spoke of his conversion on the road
to Damascus, how the Lord had healed his blindness, and finally told
them that God had called him to take the Gospel to the Gentiles.

At this, the crowd erupted in renewed anger. They cried out, throw-
ing off their cloaks and tossing dust in the air. Soon they were calling
for Paul to be slain as a blasphemer. To keep the peace, the Romans
hustled Paul back to their barracks where they planned to scourge him
until they learned why he had so angered the mob. They had not
understood what he had said in Hebrew. At this, Paul asked them
about the legality of beating a Roman citizen, and then the commander
of the cohort stopped the preparations to scourge Paul. The next day
he had Paul released, but not before he called together the chief priests
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and Counsel of the Jews so that he could get to the bottom of the
matter and find out why they were trying to kill Paul.

Paul again spoke boldly in defense of the truth. But again the chief
priests and Jewish leaders were angered. For his own protection, the
soldiers removed Paul and placed him in custody. The next night, Jesus
appeared to Paul and told him:

“ Be of good cheer, Paul; for as you have testified for Me
in Je rusalem, so you must also bear witness at Ro m e . ”

—Acts 23:11 NKJV

Meanwhile, a conspiracy was formed against Paul. More than forty
individuals vowed they would neither eat nor drink until he was dead.
They planned to call for Paul to be brought to public trial and then
take the opportunity to assassinate him. Paul’s nephew heard about the
planned ambush, however, and warned Paul and the centurion
commander. Paul was taken by military guard out of Jerusalem that
very night and presented to the Roman governor Felix in Caesarea.

This gave Paul the opportunity to present the Gospel to Felix as he
testified in his own defense. Paul remained in prison there for two ye a r s ,
being taken before Felix often to discuss matters of faith and the ways of
righteousness. But Felix was more interested in Paul bribing his way out
than in coming to the truth, and in the end, when Felix was replaced as
g overnor by Po rcius Festus, he left Paul in prison as a favor to the Jew s .

When Festus arrived in Israel, Jewish leaders again accused Paul of
every crime they could think of, though they could prove none of
them. Paul took the opportunity to defend the faith before Festus.
When Festus suggested that Paul should return to Jerusalem to be tried,
he responded by saying:
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“I stand at Caesar’s judgment seat, where I ought to be
judged. To the Jews I have done no wrong, as you very
well know. For if I am an offender, or have committed
anything deserving of death, I do not object to dying;
but if there is nothing in these things of which these
men accuse me, no one can deliver me to them. I
appeal to Caesar.”

—Acts 25:10-11 NKJV

When Festus had conferred with his council, he agreed: “You have
appealed to Caesar? To Caesar you shall go!” (Acts 25:12 NKJV)

Before Paul was to be taken to Rome, King Agrippa and his sister,
Bernice, arrived for a visit, and after Festus told them of Paul’s case,
Agrippa asked if he might hear Paul speak for himself. The following
day Paul was again permitted to present an explanation for his faith in
Jesus Christ before Festus, King Agrippa, Bernice, local military
commanders, and other prominent leaders of the region. Paul spoke
eloquently while presenting his case, and in the end, as Festus accused
him of being mad because he proclaimed Jesus the first to be risen
among the dead, Agrippa admitted, “You almost persuade me to
become a Christian” (Acts 26:28 NKJV). Others suggested that Paul was
innocent and should be released. However, because he had appealed to
Caesar, he would still have to be sent to Rome to be judged.

Paul’s Journey to Rome

Paul and some other prisoners were delivered over to an Augustan
centurion named Julius and put on an Adramyttiam ship headed west.
Luke and Aristarchus, a Macedonian from Thessalonica, traveled with
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Paul and the others. Their first stop was in Sidon, where Paul was
allowed to go ashore and receive care from friends. From there the ship
sailed north of Cyprus and landed in Myra in Lycia. In Myra, Julius
found an Alexandrian ship headed for Rome and put them aboard it. 

When they put to sea again, the winds were against them, so they
turned south to travel around Crete. They sailed with some difficulties
and next put in at Fair Havens on the southern side of Crete. Because
the seas were unfavorable for travel, they were forced to stay there for
some time. When impatience caused them to sail anyway, Paul warned,
“Men, I perceive that this voyage will end with disaster and much loss,
not only of the cargo and ship, but also our lives” (Acts 27:10 NKJV).
However, Julius listened more to the helmsman and owner of the ship,
and they decided to set out for Phoenix, on the northwest side of
Crete—a place that offered a better harbor in which to winter.

A short time later, receiving a favorably moderate southern wind, they
set out trying to keep near the shore. Howe ve r, not long into the trip
they hit a violent southeastern wind called the Eu ro c l ydon, which kicked
up the waves and drove the ship out to sea. The next day only brought a
m o re violent storm, and, fearing they would be driven south onto the
s h a l l ows of Sy rtis in northern Africa, they put down the sea anchor to
hold their course steadier, secured the rudder with ropes, and helplessly
let the ship be driven along before the winds. The next day they began
jettisoning the ship’s cargo in the hope of remaining afloat, and the
f o l l owing day threw the ship’s tackle ove r b o a rd with their own hands. Fo r
f o u rteen days they saw neither the sun nor the stars. They might all have
g i ven up hope if Paul had not stood forw a rd and pro c l a i m e d :

“Men, you should have listened to me, and not have
sailed from Crete and incurred this disaster and loss.
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And now I urge you to take heart, for there will be no
loss of life among you, but only of the ship. For there
stood by me this night an angel of the God to whom I
belong and whom I serve, saying, ‘Do not be afraid,
Paul; you must be brought before Caesar; and indeed
God has granted you all those who sail with you.’
Therefore take heart, men, for I believe God that it
will be just as it was told me. However, we must run
aground on a certain island.”

—Acts 27:21-26 NKJV

On the fourteenth night of the storm, around midnight, the sailors
felt that they might be approaching shore, so they let down soundings
to find the waters growing increasingly shallow. Fearing they would be
run aground on some unseen and rugged coastline, they put out four
anchors in the stern of the ship and hoped for daybreak. A group of the
sailors, hoping to escape with their lives, decided to tell the others they
were putting out one of the ship’s boats to lay anchors from the bow.
Their intention was to slip undetected from the ship and desert the
others. Paul warned Julius of their plan, however, and because they
could not sail the ship without these men, he cut the lines to the boat
and let it float away before they could board it.

At this point, Paul urged them all to eat the remainder of the provi-
sions so that they might have some strength for the struggle to reach
shore that was about to come. He also promised each of them that not
a hair on their heads would be harmed. Then he took bread, broke it,
gave thanks for it, and ate. When the others had eaten, they threw the
remaining wheat overboard in a final attempt to keep the ship afloat.
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As dawn lightened the sky, they barely made out what looked to be a
beach. They cut the anchors loose, cut the ropes that had held the
rudder steady in the high winds, hoisted the sails, and resolved to drive
the ship onto the sand. Some short distance from shore, however, they
stuck solidly in a reef, and the wind and waves were so violent that they
began to pound the back part of the ship into pieces. Fearing their
escape, some of the soldiers decided to kill the prisoners and make for
shore. However, Julius prevented them, wanting to protect Paul for all
he had done. Julius then commanded that all who could swim should
jump overboard and make for shore while the rest followed on what-
ever they could find that floated. Just as Paul had promised, the entire
276 souls on board the ship made it safely to shore.

The group had landed on the island of Malta, and those living there
showed them great kindness. To help them dry, they started a fire.
When Paul picked up a bundle of sticks to add to the fire, a viper came
out of it and fastened itself onto his hand. The islanders suspected that
he was a murderer and justice would not allow him to live even though
he had just been saved from the sea. However, Paul merely shook the
snake off into the fire. When his hand didn’t swell and he didn’t grow
sick from the bite, the islanders began to regard him as a god. Then
when Paul laid hands on and prayed for a local village leader’s father
and the man was healed, all of the sick on the island came to him
asking for prayer.

Three months later, Paul set sail for Rome on a ship that had
wintered on the island. The locals supplied them with everything they
needed for the voyage. From there they sailed north and put in at
Syracuse on the island of Sicily, then Rhegium, Puteoli, and on to
Rome overland. When believers in Rome heard they were coming, they
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went as far south as Three Taverns and Appius to meet them. Paul and
his companions rejoiced at their coming.

Paul’s Final Years

Upon arriving in Rome (sometime around AD 60), Paul was allowed
to find his own residence where he remained under Roman guard.
Here he again proclaimed Jesus as the Messiah to the Jewish leaders
and all who would come to hear. When the Jews in Rome refused to
believe, Paul rebuked them:

“Let it be known to you that the salvation of God has
been sent to the Gentiles, and they will hear it!”

—Acts 28:28 NKJV

The Jews departed, arguing among themselves.

For the next two years, Paul remained in his rented house welcoming
all who came to him and freely preaching the kingdom of God and
Jesus the Messiah. It is believed that it was during this time he wrote
his prison epistles to the Ephesians, Philippians, Colossians, and
Philemon, as well as the first two of his pastoral epistles to Timothy
and Titus.

Since this is where the book of Acts ends, there is much conjecture as
to what happened in the rest of Paul’s life. A common belief is that
Paul had two Roman imprisonments. It is believed that Paul was left
pretty much to himself except for a guard during his first imprison-
ment. The second was spent in an actual prison. 

Acts indicates that Paul’s first imprisonment ended two years after his
arrival in Rome—which would have been sometime around AD 62.
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Many believe that Paul did further missionary work for the next three
years, traveling west perhaps as far as the Spanish Peninsula, but was
then imprisoned again upon his return. It was during this last impris-
onment that Paul wrote his final epistle preserved in our modern Bible,
the letter of 2 Timothy. In it, Paul bid his farewell:

I am already being poured out as a drink offering, and
the time of my departure is at hand. I have fought the
good fight, I have finished the race, I have kept the
faith. Finally, there is laid up for me the crown of
righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous Judge,
will give to me on that Day, and not to me only but
also to all who have loved His appearing.

—2 Timothy 4:6-8 NKJV

Church history tells us that Paul was beheaded in Rome sometime
around AD 66. St. Paul’s Cathedral, which still stands in the modern
Italian city of Rome, was built to commemorate the location were Paul
finally finished his race and went home to his reward.
